Tia Great City of the Plains-Imme- nse

Emigration Fine Grasses Health
of Emigrants and Stock Officers of
the Fort.

Central Crrr, N- - T., June 10, 1957.

A long ptwpectirfg peregrination, iu which I

took a survey, and calculated the prospects of
all the towns in Kansas and Nebraska, has at
length brought me to thisbeautiful " City of the
Plains," where I am content to pause in admi-

ration of its loveliness of locaHiy and in con-

templation ef the greatness and the glory of its
future.

While I sit within its midet.regalieg my trans-

ported vision sitii unrestricted ranges over the
emerald seas which bound the horizon on the
west and south', and the undulating woodlands
which wave against the rorthera sky and the
dear expanse of silvery waters glimmering be-

neath the stars are stripes of our national ban-

ner, float proudly from the barracks of Fort
Kearney, just two miles on' the east, forming a
circumference of vastacss, of wildness. of splen-

dor and security possessed by ne other city site
between the oceans.

The government of the United States, with
that sound discrimination which has always dis-

tinguished its selections of military posts, estab-
lished Fort Kearney several years ago, and its
advantages have been found to be so many and
great that the Secretary of War intends to en-

large it, to increase its number of men and quan-

tities of munitions, and to make it the most
powerful and pcrmainet fortress in the interior.

It is a matter of note Oiat wheaerer Govern-
ment has established important military post,
thre cities have sprung speedily into magnitude
and opulence. This results from two obvious
causes, the first of which is the eligibility of lo-

cality, and the other the security afforded by
our arms. .

This city is but two miles west of Fort
Kearny, in the midst of a rsngulfioent domain,
comprising twelve hundred and eighty acres of
choice table land, directly upon the south bank
of the Big Platte river. It is the great highway
of travel to Utah, Washington and California,
and is the only point fur a large city between
St. Joseph and San Francisco. It ia the con-

centrating point fur all railroads leading from

the" Atlantic and Mississippi and Missouri val-

leys totrards the Pacific From St. Paul, ia
Minnesota, tVpm ibuque, in Iowa, from St.
Loiis aad St. Joseph, is . Missouri, and from

Mcm;his,in Tennessee, thO will here con-

verse, ai.d follow one main trunk .Hence through

the vatlevs of the South Pass to die treat, marts
of the Pacific. Thus, this is not only g eographi
cally and in name, but will be commercially anc
in f the ckkxa1. crrr of our country.

Nature has designed it as a point a focus
aad radiating centre for the travel and the
coinmesee of our continent. The rich prairie
land coterminous will yie'd abundant stores to
the culture of the husbandman; the boundless
plains beyond will afford pasturage for millions

of herds; the broad and dear waters of the
Platte will irrigate the vales, and the famous

"Grand Island," fifty-tw- o miles in length, and
heavily embowered in continuous forests, will

furnish every variety of timber for all time to

come, srhile exhaaess mines of bituminous

fuel Bo in tile unjeediate vicinity.

The founders of this city arc some of your most
eminent and wealthy citizens, among whom are
Col. D. D. Mitchel, of St. Louis, and Gen. Bela
M. Hughes, Hon. James Craig, Col.
Col. John. Scott, and others, of St. Joseph.
Several of these gentlemen, have been across
the plains aad mountains, aad" are familiar with
the topography ami geology ef the whole eoon-r- r

They found this point to possess advantage

over all others, and under this conviction they
embarked in it their enterprise, their means and
highest xpectatruns. This is a sufficent guaran-

tee of its success; for these gentlemen are neith-

er visionary nor speculative, but are possessed

of great intelligence, experience, and substance.

Standing here and looking eastward to the Mis-

souri, westward to the Pacific northward to the
region of perpetual snows, and southward to the
Gulf of Mexico, they aaw no point so well adap-

ted to the purposes of a great city,' and none
whose national and continental locality so im-

peratively required it "

. The course of human migration from it very
commencement has been westward, and near
t he fortieth degree of northern latitude. There
have, of course, been local deviation! for the
Purposes of settlement north and south; but the
great populous tide has always been confined to
the same marked, established and natural limits.
Central City is within those limits, and has been
the chief travelled way of men and teams, and
herds from the Atlantic States to California since

that travel first begun. Roads have been tab- -

lished across the isthmus; they may be estab
lished through New Mexico-- , or along the forty-fift- h

or fi ftieth 'degree of northern latitude; yet
through Central City has been and will continue
to be the great highway of the nations. It is on

a line more central than any other to the popu-

lation, the wealth and the commerce of the
world; for it lies directly between San Francisco
and the most powerful Stats and cities of the
East, and between the principal marts of China
and of Europe. Your great metropolis will ere
long hail her as a worthy sister.

The emigration of this season is immense.

Some several thousand persons and twenty thou

sand head of stock hare already passed, and
still they come. The late showers hare caused

the grasses to grow most luxuriously liforaing
an abundance of provender. Cattle are gaining
flesh, and improving in general condition. There
are hundreds of milch cows with young calves
along. They stind ISe trip remarkably. Some

gendcVnen are ortr a few of th best En
glish breeds. Messrs. S. W. Long It Co., of
Buchanm County, Missouri, had forty head, of
which oue two year old heifer 'weighed 1,000

pounds; one three year old, 1,270 pounds; o&e

ten months old, 755 pounds, and a six week's
bull calf, 275 pounds. These would compare fa-

vorably with the best Kentucky stock. They
were bound for California. The emigrants are
unusually healthy, and ar; getting along finely.

It is curious to see little girls from fire to fifteen

yean of age walking along barefooted and chee-

rily over hundreds of miles of space. They very

rarely ride, preferring to trip along over the
green, flowery and prairies.

The officers and soldiery of the port are well,

and in the enjoyment of the luxuries attendant
upon i season of peace in so charming a local-

ity.
I have some little incidents of an exciting

chase after and the capture of several wild hor-

ses, which I will send you soon. In the mean-

Sales of Pcblic Lakds. When lands
have once been X)(Tered at public sale,
they are laid oen to private sale at a
minimnm of 81.25 per acre. Thereafter,
in tlie process of time, they go thronjrh
a graduation in price down to 12 cents
per acre. In the progress of business at
the local land offices, it frrqnenlly hap-

pens that sales are erroneonfcly or illegal-

ly made, and are consequently cancelled.
The question arises whether tracts so sit-

uated can be purchased or entered by
others without fnrther proceedings. The
General Land Office holds that in such
cases before new sales. Or locations can
be made, the lands mnst lie reinstated in
market after at least SO day notice, so as
to afford fre competition an I. an oppor-
tunity to all alike to Obtain the land.
