Turnips for Stock Peed.
Root culture for stock feed

in the United states every year. This is
well. The wonder is, with the example
of .hngland before them, that our our far-

mers and feeders did not many years ago
jnve more attention to roots and less to
grain for stock feed. It was demonstra-
ted in Earope long ago, that horses fed
partly on carrots ,in winter, are much
healthier than horses fed exclusively on
dry feed. Without the English turnip
fields,' sheep husbandry would not be the
same thing that it now is in England by
many degrees. Hoot feed for milch cows
is highly esteemed throughout Great
Britain, and its economy as well as its
healthiness has been fully established.

In the cry, hot climate of the Ohio
Valley, nothing like English success can
be looked for in the cultivation of he
turnip. Still, it is a remunerating crop
here, even in seasons rather unfavorable,

4 if good seed be procured, and the ground
to wnicn they are sown be neb, mellow
and deeply plowed. The rav aires of .the
black fly are a great draw back, but if
favorable weather be taken advantage of,
and plenty of seed sown, enough will get
the start of the fly to cover the ground
by the time the plants are well grown.
Experience has shown that the best va
rieties for growth in this country, as stock
Teed, are the rues-bag-s and the English
flat The latter is also an excellent table
vegetable.

Sdiple Butter Cooler. It is well

known that if a pitcher, rilled with water.
be surrounded . with a cloth, and tite
cloth kept constantly wet, the evapora-
tion from the cloth will reduce the tem-
perature of the water in the pitcher al-

most equal to' ice water. Mr. Septimus
Piesso, whose name is familiar to many
readers of the Scientific American, sug-
gests a very simple method for cooling
butter on this principle that may be em-
ployed by every house kcerer. It is as
follows : Procure a large new flower pot
of sufficient size to cover the butter
plate, and alo a saucer large- - enough for
the flower pot to rest in upside down ;
place a trivet or meat stand (such as is
sent to the oven when the joint is baked)
in the saucer, and pat on this trivet the
plate of butter ; now fill the saucer with
water, and turn the flower pot. over the
butter, so that its bottom edge will be
below the water. The hole in the flower
pot must be filled with a cork, the butter
will be in what we may call an air tight
chamber. Let the whole of the outside
of the flower pot be tlien thoroughly
drenched with water and place it in as
cool a spot as you can. If this be done
over night, the butter will bo as "firm as
a rock,'.' at breakfast time, or if placed
there in the morning the butter will be
quite hard for use at the hour for tea.
The reason of this is, that when water
evaporates it produces cold, as in the
case of the pitcher and the cloth : the
porous pot draws up the water, which, in
warm weather, quickly evaporates from
the sides, and thus cools it, and as no
warm air can now get to the butter, it
becomes firm and cool in the hottest day.
This is an exceedingly convenient method
for keeping similar articles cool where
persons have not the advantage of an ice
house. Valley Farmer.

Gripe Vises. There are thousands
of acres of rocky hill sides over the
country, which contain a sufficiency of
soil iu each of the many clefts and small
hollows for a grape, vine. Many of these
are now covered with brush wood, of no
valoe, and incapable of being turned to
good account in any other way. Yet
here we have some of the very best sites
for vineyards, which can be planted with
very little expense, except cloaring, burn-
ing and strewing the ashes upon the same
ground. Ia such places the toots delight
to run, providihg there are a few inches
of soil to cover them, for they will lap
around and creep under the rocks, and
will draw moisture and nourishment out
of the . stone itself.' This is one of the
most natural positions for the grape vine,
iu which, if the most Insurant growth be
always secured, there will be a good crop
of finely flavored fruit, and an absence of
so me of those diseases that we have often
to complain cf in a more artificial state
of culture. Here ' the branches may be
allowed to ramble over the rocks and
inequalities of, the surface ; and, except-
ing judicious pruning, take their own
way, and it needs no poet s eulogy to
portray the beauty of such picturesque
scenery. Horticulturist.

Tho more we promote the
interests of the agriculturist, by develop-
ing the powers of his mind and elevating
his moral views, the more we shall pro-
mote the virtue and happiness of society.

Cinnamon Fields ia Ceylon.
. One'morning was, as crial on our first... , . T -- Aarrival, lasen op Dy visits, in lue aiter-noo- n.

we drove- - through the far famed
cinnamon gardens, which cover upwards
of 17,000 acres of land on the. coast, the
lanrest of which are near Colombo. The
plant thrives best in poor, sandy soil, in
a damp atmosphere. It grows wild in
the woods, to the size of an apple tree.
but when cultivated, is never allowed to
grow more than ten or twelve feet in
height, each plant standing . separate.
The leaf is something like the lanrel in
shape, bat of a lighter color. When, it
first shoots oat it is red, and changes
gradually to irreen. It is now out of
blossom, but I am told the blossom
white, and spreads when in full blossom
to cover the garden. After bearing so
much of the spicy gales from this island,
I was much disappointed at not .being
able to discover. any scent, at least from
the plants. In passing through, the gar
dens, there is a fragrant-smellin- g, flower
growing under them, which are first led
into toe belief tbat we smelt tne cinna
mons, but we were"soon undeceived. On
pulling off a leaf or twig, yon perceive
the spicy odor very strongly, but 1 was
surprised to hear that the flower had
little or none. As the cinnamon forms
the only considerable export of Ceylon,
it is of course preserved with car& Br
the old Dutch law, the penalty for cut
ting a branch was no less than the loss of
a hand ; at present a fine expiates the
offence. The neighborhood of Colombo
is particularly favorable to its growth,
being well sheltered, with a high equablt
temperature, and as showers fall frequent
Iy, the ground is never parched.

CioAtis. The finest tobacco in the
world xomes from Havana. But there
is only a limited area in Cuba in
which that tobacco is produced ; so that
whilst the Havana tobacco may be of ex
cellent quality in general, the best is the
produce of a very small area, and is
chiefly used in the island or as presents.
a very limited amount going into con
sumption. Tobacco, scarcely inferior to
that from Havana, has, however, been
brought from Trinidad, and the Southern
Russian provinces. Manufacture, on the
other hand, exercises a great influence
over the quality of tobacco. In Algiers,
wheie the climate is most favorable, the
cigars are not smokable, because they are
badly prepared. Again some English
made cigars are of much greater excel
lence, than many of the cigars imported
from Havanna, and paying the highest
duty as manufactured tobacco ; and there
is no doubt whatever that it is quite
practicable to make cigars in this coun
try, which shall bo undistinguishable in
appearance, and not very distinguishable
in flavor, from any except those first
class Havana cigars, which scarcely ever
come luto consumption.

Let every mechanie and laborer have in
his place of employment two pitchers
thus provided, and with lids or covers,
one to contain the fresh water for dnnk
log, the other for evaporation, and he
can always have a supply of cold water
in warm weather.
