‘Who Discovered the Gas Light? |
The Dispatch this morning contains
the following line ;

*Murdoch, Scotch Engineer, first made
coal gas in 1772.”

This statement is crroneous in several '
particnlars. Mardoch was not the origi- |
natot of coal gas, nor did he make any
application of it until 1782. -

As early as 1688, the Rev. Mr. Clay-
ton of England, makes mention in a
aper published in the Philosophical
‘ransactions, that he had been experi- |
menting on the inflammable nature of the
gasses obtained by the decomposition of
pit eoal in heated elose vessels. He sab-
sequently (in 1789) treated the subject
at more length, In 1792, W. Murdoch, |
a Scotchman, paid considerable attention
to the distillation of coal, wood, peat and
othor substances, in order to obtain illu-
minating gas. His experiments led him
to the idea of eollecting - these gasses in
vessels and expelling them through jots,
for lights, for a substitute for lamps or
candles, and on this principle he hghted
his own house. For want of leisure, he
did not resnme the consideration of the
subject for mearly five years; bat, in|
1799, he lighted his house at Cumnock, |
and in the following year he erectad a |
gas apparatus on a large scale. On the
rejoicing for the of Amiens, in

1802, the frontof the works were illomin-
ated by gas, In the same year M. La
Bon lighted his house in Harris by gas
obtained from wood and coal, and pro-

. Winsor made similar proposals in
London. In 1808, Murdotg erected a
gas :EEII‘IIU at Manchester, England.
At same time, Mr. Winsor raised
$250,000 by means of a company, sad
lighted Pall Mall, thus, for the first time,
proving the practicability of lighting the
strects of cities by gas. It is now used
all over Europe and America.

Thus it will be seen that Clayton is
entitled to the honor of the first discovery,
while Murdoch conceived the ides of dis-
tributing the gas by pipes, and Win-
sor lighted Iio first city.— Pittsburgh
