Sowing Yellow Locust Seed.
As timber for posts is becoming scarce,

it may be wcl to sow a few quarts of lo-

cust seed, to raise plants for the forma-
tion of a grove. The ground to be se-

lected should be deep, well exposed loam;
it should be manured, plowed deep and
harrowed, and the seed sown thinly in
drills two inches deep, and four feet apart
Before being sowed, the seed should be
soaked in hot water for twenty-fou- r hours

all the seed which float to be cast aside.
The plants when they come up, should be
kept clean. At one and two years old the
young trees will be ready to be trans-
planted. They should then be set out in
a deep', warm soil, which has been well
manured, plowed and harrowed, in rows
twelve feet apart, fonr feet asunder in the
row, which will give to each acre oou
trees. In twelve years they will be large
enough for posts ; and we all know that
they make durable ones. A grove once
6et, will, after being cut down, renew it-

self, and furnish a new supply of post
timber every twelve or fifteen years. We
have stated that these trees might be cut
over every twelve or fifteen years for the
purposes of fencing ; and we will add
that such of those as remained from twen-

ty to twenty --five years, if fair, vigorously
grown healthy trees, would be worth
three dollars apiece for ship building
would at all times command ready sale
to ship-wright- s, as also with railroad
companies, for use on the tracks. What
an acre of land would bring for such pur-

poses, if sold, can easily be calculated.
As a matter of convenience and profit, it
is with the owners of land to determine
whether their interest would be subserved
by sotting out a grove of a few acres' in
extent ; the number, of course, to be de
termined by the sue of their respective
farms.

Labor The Creator of Wealth.
A novice in reflection would naturally

consider the possession of inexhaustible
money, gold and silver, as the ereatest
sign of wealth, national or individual.
The false position money has been per
mitted to assume as a supplier of the ne
cessities and luxurious tastes of society,
nas begotten the impression , that money
is the chief wealth. But truly considered,
how far this conclusion is from fact.
Gold and silver bear bnt a mean relation
to those wants of man npon which life
depends ; mtrinsieally they are, as an ap-
plication to his temporal necessities, less
valuable, than tho simplest weeds by the
way side. Can a man eat or drink or
wear gold ? But for the fictictious value
allowed to it, what p'casurable impression
would it produco on any of the senses,
more than any other 6hiniug substance ?

The greatest wealth of a nation, or an
individual, does not lie in temporal asso-
ciation or estate ; but the greatest wealth
of temporal association or estate, to both
nations and individuals, consists in those
elements by which tho necessities of hu-

man life are most surely satisfied. To the
wanderer famishing in the desert, the
greatest treasure would have been food
and drink ; he cast pearls aside with dis-
gust, praying that they had been dates.
The great temporal wants of men and na-tio-

are food and raiment, and especially
food deprive them of these, and all other
possessions would be useless. The ca-

pacity to supply these wants, in spite of
exigency, is a wealth and power which
gold or silver never. possessed. Heal
capital lies in labor, and labor brought
in contact with the earth, in its various
capacities, is the creator, as it should be
the distributor and enjoyer of the most
substantial of all temporal wealth.

Salting Hat. We frequently find no-

tices of salting hay, and also of the inju-

rious effects, in many instances resulting
from it. We give from the farm report
of L. D. Clift, of Tutnam county, N. Y.,
in one volume of Transactions of the N.
Y. State Society for 1855, a preparation
that has proved highly beneficial, and
obviates the difficulties attending the use
of salt:

Preparation for Bay in tlte Mow. I
have used, for several years, the follow-
ing preparation for my hay : Two parts
of slacked or quick lime to one of salt.
The salt to be mixed with the lime, until
entirely dissolved, and the mass becomes
a powder. Upon a load or ton of hay,
at intervals in mowing or stacking, use
from ten to fifteen quarts, dusted evenly
over tho hay. formerly nsed salt alone,
but tho men would often use too much,
so that it was injurious to the stock. The
above mixture obviates this it corrects
the acidity and sourness of bay, and I
do noC remember a sick animal since I
commenced its use. Horses troubled
with the heaves, are greatly relieved by
feeding upon hay thus prepared, and I
satisfied it is a preventive of the heaves.
My horses are kept in the stable the year
round, well groomed, and they do far
more work and wear longer, than when
suffered to run during the summer.

Meascbiko Hat. The editor of the
New Jersey Farmer gives his rule, based
on a large experience, for measuring bay.
He formerly weighed his bay, but re- -

peattd trials taught bim that it was un
necessary. Take a mow which has lain
through the winter,-- and ascertain its
amount in cubic feet, (multiplying its
width by its depth, and that product by
its length) and then divide by 700, and
the quotient gives Uie number of tons.
The upper third takes 806 feet to the ton.
the lower 600 feet If the mow is only
five or six feet deep, however it takes an
average of eUO feet to the ton.

A Relic of Barbarism. Blinds on the
bridle of a horse 1 Why not teach your
cows to have a blind bridle pnt on them
when yon milk them ? Yon could soon
teach one so that yon could not milk her
without, and it is just as easy to teach a
colt to be gentle without a blinder, and
when once broke, are less given to frights
and sheerings from the road.

Fruit when eaten should be perfectly
ripe ; it is then healthful. Fruit should
constitute a much laigcr portion of our
food than it does,- - Every fanner should
raise all tho finer krods of fruits for the
daily food of his family, it would greatly
add to their health. , Fruit has more
beneficial effects when eaten in the mid-
dle or earlier part of the day. Valley
Farmer.

TRAxsrosmosor Figures The jure
Nine. The nnmeral nine has a certain
peculiar property, a knowledge of which
will be of importance to accountants and
cash keepers. --It is thisf When an er-

ror has arisen from any transposition of
figures, the difference between snch trans-
posed number, of figures is uniformly a
multiple of the nnmcial nine. For in-

stance, suppose an error occurs infring-
ing out a trial balance or cash settlement
of tba amount in question, or that the
sum short or over cn be divided by
nine, without any remainder, there is a
strong probability that the mistake has
been made by transposing figures ; at
any rate, if such mistake takes place by
reason of transposition tho sum in ques-

tion will divide by nine without any re-

mainder. To illustrate this further : If
97 has been put down 79, the error will
be 18, or twice 9 exactly ; if 322 be set
down 223, the error will be 99, or eleven
times 9, and so on between any transpos-
ed numbers.- - This class of errors is very
common. Boston Courier.

Orioiv of thb Navtj During the
Revolutionary War, this' country had
several very efficient ships in the Navy,
and some questions have been raised' to
its origin, which have recently been set-

tled by Hunt's Merchant's Magazine.
Its origin may be traced to the period
when the command of the army bad de-

volved npon Washington, and to that
important juncture of the war of the
Revolution, in which supplies were trans-
ported from England, Nova Scotia and
the West Indies, as well as other places,
for the British troops in Boston, who
from their insulated position, were de-

pendent upon transportation by sea for
their materials of war, as well as for
their provisions. During the year 1775,
and on the 1st sf March, he ordered two
schooners to be equipped in Beverly, in
the State of Massachusetts, for the ser-

vice, and other vessels were soon fitted
out The small naval pr'ce thus created
by Washington, was thus organized into
a squadron of four sehoonerS. this
was the beginning of the United StaftS
Navy

Who Blcb Beard Was. The origi
nal Blue Beard was Giles de Luvel, Lord
of Rais, who was made Marshal of
France, in the reigns of Charles VI. and
VII., distinguished himself by his cour-
age against the English when they in-

vaded France. The services that he ren-
dered his country might have immortal-
ized his name, had he not forever blotted
his glory by murder, impieties and de-

baucheries. Mezoray says that he en-

couraged and maintained sorcerers to
discover hidden treasures, and corrupt
young persons of both sexes, that he
might attach them to him, and afterwards
kill them for the sake of their blood for
charms and incantations. At length, for
some Stato crimes against the Duke of
Hrittany, he was sentenced to be burned
alive in a field at Nantencz, in 1343.

Best wat to Make Candles. For
12 lbs. of lard, take lib. of alum and 1
fib. of saltpetre, mix them and pulverize
them ; dissolve the saltpetre and alum,
with a gill of boiling hot water ; pour
compound into the lard before it is quite
all melted ; stir the whole until it boils ;

skim off what rises ; let it simmer until
the water is all boiled out Take off the
lard as soon as it is done, and clean the
boiler while it is hot If the candles are
to be ran, yen may commence immedi-
ately ; if to be dipped, let the lard cool
first to a cake, and then treat it as yon
would tallow. . .

Pit.e air. In about two and a half
minutes all the blood contained in the hu-

man system, amounting to nearly three
gallons, traverses the respiratory surface.
Every one, then, who breathes an impure
atmosphere two and a half minutes, has
every j)article of his blood acted on by
the vitiating air. Every particle has be
come less vital, less capable of repairing
strictures, or of carrying on functions ;
and the longer such air is respired, the
more impure does it become, and the
blood becomes more corrupt. Life Il
lustrated.

The best horsemen say feed a horse
as yon do yourself. Give him bis break-
fast, dinner and supper, with nothing be-

tween meals. It is a mistaken kindness
that Keeps bay continually before ahorse.
When he has more hay before bim than
he can eat np clean, he wastes it or eats
more than bis system requires.
f 1 horse should nave enough to eat
and then, if not in use, should stand three
or four hours with nothing before him
Such a course of treatment keeps the
appetite keen, and he relishes his dinner.

Diarrhcea. The following recipe for
the diarrhoea, was lately communicated
by a correspondent of the Augusta Even
ing Dispatch:

"Take a handful of strawberry leaves,
and pour on them a half a pint of boiling
water ; let it remain one bonr and drink
the tea. If yon cannot get the boiling
water, chew and swallow thejUK. This
is a most valuable and efficient remedy.
It rarely fails to give immediate relief,
and performs a permanent cure.

Blackberrt Jeixt. Blackberry Jelly
or jam, is an excellent medicine in sum
mer complaints or dysentery ; to. make
it, crush a quart of fully ripe blackberries
with a pound of the best loaf sugar, pnt
it over a - gentle nre, and soak it until
thick, then put to it a gill of the. best
fourth proof brandy, stir it awhile over
the Jire, then put it in pots.

The Nitre Lakes of Egypt.
Teschendorf, in his Travels, gives the

following account of the Nitre Lakes which
snpply a large portion of the world with
an article of commerce and consumption
oj no small importance :

"In the midst of this sandy waste,
where uniformity is scarcely interrupted

ss or shrubs, there are extensive
districts where nitre springs from the
earth lite crystallized fruits. One thinks
ne sees a wild overgrown with moss,
weeds and shrubs', thickly covered with
hoarfrost' And to imagine this wintry
scene, beneath the fervent heat of an
Egyptian sun, will give sons? idea of the
strangeness of its aspect The existence
01 mis mire npon me sanay snnaca
caused by the evaporation of the lake.
According to the quantity of nitre left
behind by the lake, do these fantastic
shapes assume either a dazzling white
color, or are more or less tinted with the
sober hue of tho sand. The nitre lakes
themselves,' six in number, situated in a
spacious valley between two rows of low
sand-hill- presented at least the three
which we visited a pleasing contrast, in
the dark blue and red colors, to the dull
hues of the sand. The nitre, which forms
a thick crystallized crust upon these shal-
low lakes, is broken off" in largo square
plates, which are either 6f a dirty white
or of a flesh color, or of a deep, dark
red. The fellahs employed npon this
labor 6tand quite naked in .the water,
furnished with iron rods. Tho Dart
which is removed beingpeedily renewed,
the riches of its product are inexhausti
ble. It is hence that nearly the whole of
burope is exclusively supplied with nitre,
and this has probably been the case for
ages ; Sicard mentions at the commence-
ment of the last century, that then 36-00- 0

cwt of rifcre were broken annually
for the grand signor, to whom it yields
36 purses. By the side of one of the
lakes, piled in large layers, was heaped
the product of last week's labors. My
companion had occasion to find fault
with the result of the work of the vil-
lagers the sheikh of the Tillage stood
before ns he sharply rebuked him, and
to give the greater effect to his words be
crossed his naked shoulders two or three
times with his whip of elephant skin.
The 6heikh sprang as nimbly as a gazelle
into the shallow lake, and received his
further instruction beyond arm's length.
Snch was the impressive discipline which
even the Italian, who was a man of gen
tle manners, considered it necessary to
adopt towards these fellahs. The plates
of nitre, after undergoing a preliminary
cleaning upon the banks of the Lake, are
carried to the castle, where, by various
processes, they become dazzling white
powder, and in this state it is earned in
large quantities to Terranneth."
