laborious and fatiguing work.

I will explain what is meant by skill and by
a want of it, when pitching bay.

When grass is very long, and has been raked
with a horse rake, the hay will sometimes hang
together in long strings. Now, when a pitcher
thrusts his fork into one of these long bunches
of hay, to pitch it on the wagon, and it hangs
from the top of the load to the ground, he pitch-
es at 2 very great disadvantage, and is greatly
fatigued, and perforins bat little work In pro-
portion to the strength exerted. But he who
aims understandingly, o use his encrgies in
such a manner as to wake every ounce of force
which he cxeris accomplish all that iz possible,
will think before he heaves his forkful.

In pitching hay on a Toad, either from & win-
row or from cocks, a man will pitch much easier
and much faster to take about as much as he
can lift right up, without an extea effort.  Some
men will thrust into a forkful as large as they

Itis = very disadvantagcous way, lo lift a
forkful of bay by resting the end of the fork
handle agninst one thigh and lifting all with one
hand , unless the handle is very short. In or-
der to pilch with ease, it i# far better to rest
the handle across one knee, until the forkful
ia torn loose from the rest of the hay, and then
elevate it with one hand near the fork, and then
raise it as high as may be necessary, while the
handle is erect in the hands. Sometimes when

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PITCHING HAY OFF THE LOAD.

What has been penned in the preceding par-
agraphs has more particular reference to pitch-
ing hay in the field from the winrow or cock.
But fur more skill ia required whea pitching off
a load than ia required in vitching on the wag-
on.

In onder to be able to pitch off bay with case
it must have been proporly loaded. It will,
with some kinds of hay, make fall one hall
difference.in the time and strength required to
pitch off a load, whether it has been loaded in
a hap hazzard way. A skillful pitcher will try
a forkful at different parts of the load, and if
he is possessed of a fitfle good skill, he will dis-
cover some places, where the hay will look as
il a forkful would ®ome up easily; and while
he is lifting that he will be looking for another
good place to get a forkful. Bat, if be ia des-
titute of good skill in pitching, he will stand on
the topmost forkful, and endeavor to pall it out
from under his feet. OF course this will ren-
der the work very laborious, and the progress
alow.

FITCHING HAY OX A LOAD OR STACK.

Most men know enough without telling them
to clevate their forksful as high as they are to
be pitched, before they allow them o touch a
lond or stack; still there are some pitchers, who
will thrust almost ‘évery furkial right ngninst
the side ol a load or stack, and then push it up
to the top. No man can load well, nor make a
good stack, when the sides are distmbed by
pitching forkful after forkful against them, and
then shoving them up the side. Every forkful
should be laid clear on the top, especially when
a stack ig being made; and when a stack s be-
ing finished, none but very small forkfuls should
be pitched, because it is very difficult to top off
a stack with forkfuls that wjll extend entirely
across the top. e

Canary Birds.

Having had much trouble in protecting cana.
ry birds from the attacks of the ihe insects that
infest them and the cages, I learned the follow-
ing simple method of destroying these pests,
which will no doubt be & useful pieee of infor-
mation to many of your readers. By placing
every night over the cage a white cloth, the in-
sects gather upon it, and in the morning may
be geen by carefully examining the cloth. They
may thus soon be removed, and all that is nee-
essary is to thoroughly clean and varnish the
eage.

Weeds in Water.

The weeds in ornamental waters may be de-
stroyed by throwing in, from time totime, large
quantities of bay salt. This plan will prevent
the water from growing putrid, and destroy the
growth of the weeds. Advantage would resalt
if we watered our streets with common salt dis
solved in the water. The dust would be bet-
ter laid, and remain much longer wet, (from
three to four hours,) than'where plain water ia
used. Moreover, sea-water, or a solution of
common salt in water, absorbs radpidly carbon-
ic acid gas.
