That-would-b- e 8 grains to the foot in drill
three feet apart, Tor one acre. Northern
corn, being considerably smaller, would
give about 14 grains to the foot if one
bushel sown. Two and a half to 3 bush-

els per aere would therefore be the full
amount for a crop with 40 stalks to. the
foot, or very nearly this amount."

This may be a very successful way of
growing the crop, but we thinkrif the
ground is well prepared it would be better
to drill the seed one foot apart about the
1st of July, and not give the land any
after cultivation. We recommend ma-

nuring the land early in the spring, and
plowing it three or four times before- - the
time arrives to put in the seed. And we
earnestly, recommend every farmer who
does not .already know the value.of this

, - crop to prove ii by actnal experiment the
present season.

The Pamisbincnt of Crime
A number of persons have remarked

to us, that our article, last week, concer

ning civil law and the punishment of

outlaws, went rather deep, and if follow

ed out generally, would bring about a

bad state of affairs. We are glad, at
least, that we have drawn public alien
tion to the matter, and that there now
appears to be a determination among
law-abidi- men to render the civil law
effective. As we said last week, we still

say, that we regret the necessity for mob
violence, or acts of punishment outside
af the Taw. We are aware that, if once
started, there is danger of its. being run
to extremes, and is liable to become as
great an evil as the one sought to be sup-

pressed. The mass of the people are
law-abidin- g, and only necessity forces

them to organize vigilance committees,
and to take the punishment of villains
into their own bands. And there is no
disguising the fact, that the people of
this part of the country are rapidly ap-

proaching that crisis. It is no longer a
question of security of property, but life
is now at stake. The outlaws have pro-

gressed so far, that they do not permit
human life to stand between them and
the accomplishment of their ends. It is

imperatively necessary --that something
be done to end this state of affairs.

We are now assured that the officers

of the law are determined to spare no ef-

fort to remedy the evils spoken 'of. A
Grand Jury is to be summoned for the
next term of tbe Court, and the utmost
energy will be used to overhaul thieves,
robbers, and outlaws of every kind, with
their aiders and abettors, and to punish
those who are convicted, to tbe fullest
extent of the law. We sincerely trust
that this will be done, and that the pub-

lic will forbear, as far as possible, from
taking the matter into their own hends,
until they give the law another opportu-

nity. If, after a fair effort, the law can-

not reach the evil, then there will be no
other alternative left than for the people
to rely upon themselves. In the mean-

time, let overy lover of law and order see

that every act of lawlessness within his

. knowledge is presented to the Grand Ju-

ry, and the facts established by proper
evidence. As tho civil officers have
awakened to their duty, give them every
assistance to execute it.

Rebel Barbarism A WarnlMgr.
A Federal surgeon, recently ont of the

Southern prisons, states, from bis own
observation, and from tbe admission of a

repentaat rebel surgeon, that our prison-

ers were inoculated by tbe rebels with
syphilitic virus, under pretence of vacci-

nating them for small-po- x, in order to
break down their constitutions, and unfit
them for farther military duty. Hor-

rible sores broke out on their arms and
bodies, and many died from tha effects

of this inhuman treatment.
This brings us to a matter nearer

home. Last Winter, in this place and
vicinity, a number of persons were inoc
nlated, as they supposed, with vaccine
matter, but dreadful sores were the con-

sequence, which in several instances al-

most resulted in the loss of life or limb.
The effects were precisely the same as
described by the surgeon, and there is no
manner of donbt that these persons were
inoculated with syphilitic virus! As we

understood at the time, and are still in-

formed, the matter was originally ob-

tained from the arm of a soldier, in Mis-

souri. A person who was in the Mis-

souri service, says that hundreds of sol-

diers in that State were inoculated with

that loathsome matter, and that it spread
through every command, and many were

discharged for disability arising from
this cause. So there can be no question
that this was what was the matter in the

cases in this vicinity.
Some persons think that any one can

vaccinate, if he or she only has the mat-

ter, and that a small doctor fee can thus
be saved. Vaccination is a delicate bus-

iness, and should be entrusted only to a
regular physician or surgeon. In tbe
end, it will be found that more is gained
by paying a competent person a small
fee for performing this operation, than
by allowing some bungler to do it, be-

cause it costs nothing.
Another thing : All who were inocu-

lated with the poisonous and spurious
matter, are as liable to contract small-

pox as if they bad never submitted to any
operation whatsoever ; and so they will
discover, if they expose themselves to it.
There is yet some small-po- x about, and
all who have not been properly vaccina-

ted, should have it done by a competent
person, at once. Vaccination that did
not "take," amounts to nothing; nor is
an attack of syphilis a preventive against
small-po-

THE NEW AMNESTY.

PROCLAMATION BY
- DENT.

THE PRESI--

A Proclamation by the President of the

United States of America:
Whereas, the Presilent of the United

State, o i the 8.h day of December. 1863,
and on the 2G:h day of March, 1864, did,
with tha o"bject of suppressing the exist-

ing rebellion, to indnceall persons to re-

turn to their loyally, and to restore the
authority of the United States, issue a
proclamation offering amnesty and par-

don to certain persons who bad directly
or by implication engaged in thesaid.ra-bellio- n;

and
Whereas, many persons who had so

engaged in the said rebellion have, since
the issuance of said proclamation, failed
or neglected to take --the benefits offered
thereby; and

Whereas, many persons who bave been
justly deprived of all claim to amnesty
and pardon tberennder, by reason of their
participation, directly or by implication,
in said rebellion, and continued hostili-
ties to tbe Government of the United
States since the date ofsaid proclamation,
now desire to apply for and obtain am-

nesty: Therefore,
To the end that the authority of the

Government of tbe United States may be
restored, and that peace, .order and free
dom may bo established, I, Andrew John
son, fresident ot tbe United btates, do
proclaim and declare that I heieby grant
to all persons who bave, directly or indi-
rectly, participated in the existing rebel-

lion, except as hereinafter excepted, am-
nesty and pardon, with restoration of all
rights of prgperty, except in cases where
legal proceedings, nnder the laws of the
United States, for the confiscation of the
property of persons engaged in rebellion.
bave been instituted; but on tbe con
dition, nevertheless, that every such per-
son shall take and subscribe tho follow
ing, wbich snail be registered tor per
manent preservation, and sbalPbe of tbe
tenor and effect following, t:

I do solemnly swear for affirm) in
the presence of Almighty God, that I
will herealter faithfully defend tbe Con
stitution of the United States, and the
Union of States thereunder, and that I
wilrin like manner abide by and support
all laws and proclamations which have
been made during the existing rebellion
with referenco to the emancipation of
slaves. So help me God."

The following classes of people are ex- -.

cepted from the benefits of the procla
mation:

First All who ore or shall have been
pretended civil or diplomatic officers, or
otherwise domestic or foreign bgents of
the pretended Con'ederate Government.

becond All wbo left judicial stations
under tho United States to aid the

Third All who shall have been mili
tary or naval officers of said pretended
Confederate Government, above tin grade
of Colonel in the army and Lieutenant in
the navy.

Fourth All wbo left seats in the Con
gress of the United States to aid (he re
bellion.

Fifth All who resigned or tendered
tbe resignation of their commissions in
the army and navy of thenited States
to evade their duty in resistjjg the rebel:
lion.

Sixth All wbo havo engaged in any
way in treating otherwise than lawfully
as prisoners of war, persons forced in tbe
United states service, as officers, soldiers,
seamen, or in other capacities.

Seventh All persons who have been
or are absentees from tbe United States
for the purpose of aiding tho rebellion.

Eighth All military and naval officers
in the rebel service, who were educated
at West Point and at tbe United States
naval academy.

Ninth All persons wbo held the pre-
tended office of Governor of the States in
insurrection against tbe United States.

Tenth AH persons who left their
homes within tho jurisdiction and protec-
tion of the United States, and passed be
yond tbe Feleral military lines into the

Confederate States for the pur-
pose of aiding the rebellion.

Eleventh All 'persons who have en-

gaged in the destruction of the commerce
of the United States upon the high sea,
and all who have made raids into the
unuea oiates irom uanaaa, or been en-

gaged in destroying tbe commerce of tbo
United States npon tho lakes and rivers
that separate the British Provinces from
tbe United States.

Twelfth Al! persons who, at the time
when-the- y seek to obtain tbo benefits
hereof by taking tbe oath herein prescri-
bed, are in military, naval or civil con
finement or custody, or under bond of
military or naval authorities or agents of
the United btates, as prisoners of war or
persons detained for offenses of any kind,
either before or after their conviction.

Thirteenth All persons wbo bave
voluntarily participated in said rebellion
and the estimated value of whose proper
ly is over 9zu,uuu.

Fourteenth All persons wbo have
taken tbo oath of amnesty prescribed in
the President's proclamation of Decem-
ber 8tb, 1863, or oath of allegiance to the
United States since tbe date of said pro-
clamation, and who bave not thence-
forward kept and maintined the same in-

violate.
Provided, that special application may

be made to the President for favor by any
person belonging to the excepted classes,
and such clemency will be liberally ex-

tended as may be consistent'with the facts
of the case and tbe peace and dignity of
tbe United States.

The Secretary of State will establish
rules and regulations for administering
ana recording ineaaia amnesty oamsoai
to inanre the benefits to the people and
guard the Government against fraud.

Parsoh Bbownlow Offers 85,000
for Isbah G. Harris, the Rebel Gov-

ernor of Tennessee. Parson Brown-lo-

Governor of Tennessee, issued a
proclamation on the 31 nit., offering a
reward of 85.000 for the delivery of the
rebel Governor. Isham G. Harris, to the
civil anthorities of Tennessee. The de-
