$200,000 sfock in the Atchison snd Ne-
braska City Rsilroad, to the voters of the
County, has not been circalated as eser-
getically as it should bave been. The
petition should bave been submilted to
the Board, st it Joly meeting, but we
foar that it has not yet received emough
pames to jostify. We also besr of jeal-
ousies and rivalries 8 lo points on the
roots. One thing is pretty sore; the
road will .ot be located, natil & subserip-
ton is mede ; and sfter it is mude, the
Couonty becomes & stockholder, and bas o
voice in the location. Bo that, il the
thing is qoarrelled and fought over natil
the subscription fsils, the entire Conaly
will lose the road. The Hiawatha Sen-
ticel is already sdvoeating the loestion
of the road throngh that Coouty, leaving
this County entirely ont. As to that be-
ing the most practicable ronte, and the only
one by which County aid can be received
in Nebrasks, it is sioply talk. If Doni-
phan County desires the road, and shows
it by her works, Brown Coanty will oot
get it; bot if we refuse to aid it, the
Company will andoubtedly seek aid else
where.

Probably very few persons bave con-
sidered what so advantsge the building
of that road would be to this Coonty,
and the railrosd connections it would give
them, by mesas of rosds slready bailt,
and those certain to be buoilt—some of
them before this can be. The road will
be completed from Leavenworth to Atch-
fson, long before ours is completed to the
entre of this Connty. Thst would give
vs direct commanication, witboat change
of cars, with Leavenworth, Kansss City,
and B8t. Lounis. From Lesvenworth,
there ia direct communication with Law-
reace and Topeks, and with a!l poiats on
the Pacifie Railroad, which will extend
to Deaver, and on to Oalifornis. A vig-
orous movement is making for a road from
Atchison to Lawrence, by way of Os-
kalooss, which would mike the commu-

. nication between here and Lawrence sl
most direct. The Leavenworth, Law-
rence and Galveston Railroad is a fixed
fact, aud is slready being pushed forward.
We wounld then be in almost direct com-
maonication with the Galf of Mexico. Oan
the north, we wonld have connections
with the roads to Chicago, throngh Iowa,
making that mach the nesrest roate to
he last named city.

A majority of the roads named above,
will be built as soon a8 oars, even il we
make the sobscription at once. We now
seem to be separated from the rest of the
world, with sesrcely any means of com-
manicstion. By means of this one road
throngh the centre of the County, we
would at once become united with every
part of the Union, by a constant, essy and
speedy channel of communication. Bas-
iness could be transacted rapidly, at all
seasons, and we woold feel as if we lived
in a different and better country. Oar
County, which only needs this induee-
ment, would fll op more rapidly than
sny part of the Btate is now doing, for its
bataral advantages are superior to sny
othar County in the State ; sand we would
80 longer have to complain that the emi-
graticn was passing by us. These are
advaotages worth an effort to secare, and
soch as we cannot afford to lose by
wrangling over remote and unimportant
contingencies.
