The egg is deposited in the same man-
ner a8 that of our common rosd bestls;

elongated, and costed on top with a pe-
culiar waterprool composition ; if a drop
of water is placed on this surface, it rons
off as from a gressy plate. On the nnder
side of the ball (as it is placed by the in-
sect) ie a flat surface, which, unlike the
remainder, is pot entirely water-proof,
but only partially so, for water dropped
will be slowly absorbed until the whole
ball becomes saturated, bot the ountside
coating on top never seems to ldes itd
water-prool qualities. It seems as if thig
water-proof coating was not put on until
the ball had resched its destined posi-
tion, and then the insect was not able to
resch under it when it rested om the
ground, and hence could not protect this
part with the water-proof costing, sa it
did the remainder of the ball.

Now, I will not pretend to deny bat
that Fall plowing for corn, if earefully
done, is a preventive of the rav of
the cut-worm, but I do not think that its
good effects are due to [reezing, for wé
seldom have winters during which the
frost does not go monch more than {orrow
deep ; in fact, I do not believe that sny
reasonable amonnt of freezing and thaw-
ing would have much effect npon the
eges which sre to prodace the cat-worm.

I am more fally convinced that the
benefit is not doe to the above caaee, by
knowing that early Bpriog plowing is sa
sure a preventive of the bad effects of the
cot-worm, as thoogh the operstion weré
performed in the Fall. Isit not more
likely that by the ion of plowing
we invert the ball which contsins the
snd bring the non-water-proof sarface in-
to such exposition that it absorbs rain
and thus destroys the vitality of the egg?
Or that, by reversing the sod, we cover
the egg #o deeply snd beyond the reach
of the warmth of the son and air, that it
is not batched, or if it should be hatched,
that it cannot force its way to the sur-
face or pegishes in the attempt ? Bo you
seo that I atill believe in *Fall plowing
as & remedy for the ravages of the cut-
worm.” In this case, at least, I would
sdvise the following of my presching
rather than my practice. ;
