Nearly every tree of that sge loses
by pecemsity a large portion of its roots by
traneplanting from the nursery to its fature
bed ; and in order to maintain a healthy, pro

gressive growth, the top must be shortened in,
in same preportion, sometimes quite severely;
and by the time this ia completed, the tree is
really little or no better than one a year or Lyo
younger. It happens, however, in the majori-
ty of cares, thut the trees are neither well
planted nor well pruned, and the first year's
growth after planting in ita new home is weak,
sickly, stunted, with the least possible pros-
peet of frait.

To remedy all this, [ say choose young trees,
Bnot over one or two yesrs old. They ave in
the long run the best investment, and prove
moat remunerative. They cost les at the nur-
sery; the freight is less tham cne-half; the trees
lose few or no roots; they are more easily set
ou*, saring labor aod expensive preparation of
the groond, and then they commence a contin-
wous growth, which expericoces few or none
of the drawbacks incident to older trecs,and
at last reward the owner with luxtriaut crops
of really choice fruit.

It may seem hard to any man to wait five or
#ix years before he can get returns from his
investment; but he will find at the end of that
tige that his one year old teees are better in
every respect than his four year old fancire
This rule can be safely applied to all stavdard
trees—apples, pears, plums, peaches, apricots,
ete. In no case woald I recommend trees over
two years of nge.— Hurticulturist.

To Cune Wants on Homszs.—"“Two years
ago I bought o large Clyde colt which had s
wart a8 large asa man’s fist on the hind leg,
Jjust below the stifle joint.  The following rem-
edy I procured from and English horse-far-
rier, which not only removed the wart, but
lelt the surface swooth, and it haired over. 1
purchased a two-ounce vial of butter of anti-
mony, and applied it with a feather tied to the
end of a large stick, three timas a day, until
satisfied that the roots of the wart were dead,
(this ean be determined by discontinuing the
application for a week; if the wart starts to
grow any more'. Afler 1 bad thoronghly
burned it out ia this way, I applied the follow-
ing to heal it over: One pint rum, ooe hall-
pint soft water, oue ounce laoes, one-fourth
ounce myrrh; pulverize the laces; mix and
wash. Iapplied this wash three times a day,
and it healed over smooth and nice. Now I
bave given gratis a remedy, which if procured
of the horee-farricr weuld have cost youa five-
dollar bill."—Judge Price's Treatise on the
“ Qokere."

Eanty ano Lare Prawtine.—Feas may be
sown very early, even if the seil is quite cold,
as considerab'e frost or cool nights will not in-
juure them. Beans wiil rot if the soil is cold
aod wel—ibercfure wait uoul it is warm.
Wheat, oats aud barley will do well if sown
early, bul keep the corn ont of cold, wet soil,
or it will either rot or grow feebly. Oulous,
beets, salsify and parsnips should be sown
esrly; carrots laler, melons and cucumbers still
Iater. Plantali kinis of hardy trees and shrubs
just as early as tle eoil is suitable, and the
earth will become setsled about the roots by
the time the warm weather commences. A
little haste in spring will usually prove of ad-
vantage before the close of the season; but
be sure that it is praperly applied.

Those who sre obliged to purchare their
plants of purserymen should insist upon baving
strong plants, earefully dug and handled, even
though they have to pay more for them, aud
the result will prove the wisdom of the course.
