When rambling through the

woods and prairies the bog is hit own physi

riant but confined in ayardorpen.he ahould be
supplied with the prerentirea of the various dis-

eases to which be is subject. A mixture of

carlo and chalk should always ba within his

reach. Coat ashes, or powdered charcoal, arc
also essential. Salt should he given daily in
small quantities. A few grains of nitre .bare
been found beneficial In warm weather. Sul-

phur in someshspe shoald always be within bis

reach. Perfect cleanliness should be obserred,
and food and drink should be giren with reg
clarity and at 'suitable intervals. A proper

condition of the bowels should be kept tip.
By attending to theee particulars, the health

of swine would be preserved, and we would not

hear much about "hog distemper" or "hog
cholera."

Hairing had an opportunity of observing and

treating a disease which baa been known by

some pathologists ss "typhus fever in the pig,"
I gire a short account of It? as it may turn out
to be of the eame. or at least of similar nature

to "hng cholera."
Symptoms. The pig begins to droop snd

hirer, loses iU sppetlte, shows great thirst,
becomes much prostrated, and Is very unwil-lin- g

to be disturbed. Profuse diarrhea is aleo a
symptom of the disease, and the evacuations

are of a yellow color; at a later stage they as

some a dirty red color, which tinge arises from

the occurrence of hemorrhage In the intestinal

ulcerations.
About the second, third, or fourth day after

the attack, the skin of the pig between and

around the ears, becomes of a red color, which

usually passes into various shades of violet
The red tinge gradually spreads over the akin,

and is especially conspicuous on the flanks and

other parts not covered with hair. In the later
stages of the disease many of the pigs become
paralyzed In their bind extremities, and to
weak as to be. unable to stand.

Post Mortem Appearances. The most pecu

liar alteration In the organs of the body is the

number of yellow patches which are scattered
over the surface of the small intestines. These
patches are very similar in hue to the scire
made bv the firing iron on the horse's skin.
They are caused by formation of ulcrs on the
Internal turfats), which are covered by an escu

ditloa of yellow lymph. This pig fever is of
the tame nature as typhoid fever in man, and
Is characterized by somewhat similar pott mor
tem appearances. There ia also ulceration in

the upper part of the throat.
Treatment The diseased pig shoutdbe sep

arated from the healthy, and the following rem
edy should be given: Dilute sulphuric acid,

four ounces; tincture of gentian, four ounces;
a table spoonful of this should be given twice a
day In a quart of water, and the dose miy be
diminished one-ha- or two-thir- according
to the size of the pig.

Bleeding is a remedy for most of the diseases
to which a hoe U liable. Yet how many of
of our farmers ever saw a pig bled for medical
purposes.

One of the best places that I can find for
bleeding a hog is in the roof of (he moulh.
hare teen them bled from an artery inside of
the forearm, juct above the knee. My objec
tion to the latter is, that I have always found it
more difficult to slop the flow ofbloodinthe
artery than from the roof of the mouth. My
usual method is to apply a cloth saturateJ
with cold water.

One of the most dangerous diseases to which
swine are liable la one which I have always
beard termed blind rtiggers. The first symp
torn is a manifest uneasiness on the part of
the pig; he will lie down for a minute or o,
and then get up walk about for a abort time,
and then lie down again. This will continue
for eighteen or twenty hours. After a short
time the disease becomes more violent, the
animal rears on Its hind legs, foams at the
mouth, grinds its teeth, and is to all appearan
ces blind- - Bleeding, if resorted to early in the
dieease, followed np with a light dose of castor
oil or epsora salts, will give relief. Another
disease which is often fatal is kidneyworm.
The first symptoms are a weakness of the loins
and hind legsand if not checked, is followed
by a general prostration of the whole body.

As soon aa the first symptoms appear, copper
as, given at the rate of h to one half
tablespoonful daily for one or two weeks,will
generally effect a cure. Spirits of turpentine,
rubbed on the loins,"is very rood.

The itch otherwise known as the mange
It another of the most common of .the diseases
to which the hog Is liable; it is not dangerous,
out a "mangy" hog will never thrive. Soap
suds, well applied with a good stiff scrubbing
brush, is a remedy. A running; stream to wai
low in or plenty of clean wheat straw, will effect
a cure in time.

For coughs and inflammation or the longs,
bleeding should be resorted to, followed with
ignt umti 01 some purgative medicine: one or

half according to size drachm of nitre.
