grail, wnich, of course, must be kept cut cloe
and smooth. Toe beds should be slightly
raited towards, the center, acd planted with
one variety, or color, or several colors of good
contrast.

Neatness shoald be of the first consideration
in a Sower garden, for nothing looks worse
than an ill kept lawn, or broken down and
straggling plants.

Ad lec to Frnlt Planters.
"We take the following sensible advice from

a circular and prtce Hat of tbe Highland Nur
series of E. II. Skluner & Co., Rockford, III.

If you are not prepared to set you r trees in
the fall, then by all means buy your trees and
heel them in ready" for spring setting. Man;
thousand trees arc lost annually from late plan
tit g. By ordering your trees in the fall you
can set them early in the spring, before much
other work can be done, and before your spring'
woib is crowding you.

"Heeling in" is simply digging a trench say
two feet wido and one spide deep, and loo;

enough to ho'd whatever ncmber of trees you
hare. Commence at one end of the trench,
laying the trees in a slanting position, and cover
the roots well with fire earth, pressing it firmly
with your foot. Then put in another layer as
before, acd so on until all are "heeled in
Now dig a trench one, spade deep all around
this bed of tree, throwing the dirt on the trees
near the ground, and ever all put a few inches
deep of straw for winter protection. Any man
can "heel in" one hundred trees in an hou
and in spring can set them out long before he
could procure them from the Nursery.

Thfl following aro soma of the reasons for
setting young trees: 1st. They cost much less
2J. The freight is light. 3J. You cm have the
head formed to suit your t'ste and style. 4th.
The trees, freight and all, will not be hilf as
much.as the freight alone on larger trees, and
the smaller ones arc more sure to grow, and in
a short time will outstriprthe'large.oncs.

In the report of the Iowa Horticultural Soci
ety, J. L. Bcdd says:

"There Is not much gain in planting big
trees. Eight years ago the writer set one, two,
three and four year old apples trees, the same
day en tho same soil. Tbe Terr first apples,
of course, came fevm the three and four year
old trees, but tbe; were few in number, and
to da; the one and two year old are the mot
rigorous, and hare borne in the aggregate the
most fruit. In setting a large orchard, thrifty
one and two year old trees I verily beliere are
the mnst profitable."

Remember small trees of good varieties are
worth much more than large trees of prodsc
tire kinds.

Satiio Tomato Snns The seeds of the
fiist ripe tomato ehould be saved with care, and,
when dry, be put in a paper and stored in a
safe place in some dr; out building, or in some
room ic the dwelling-hous- ia which there will
be no fire. There is a danger ofkiln drying such
seed in a store-roo- so as to destroy their
vitality. By selecting the teed wilh care, toma
toes may be impreved in a wonderful manner
We have a variety only one hill which are
as solid on the inside as a watermelon. They
are as red as blood, and as tender and luscious
as a peach of the first quality. This great
improvement has been effected by exercising
caie in tbe selection of the seed from year to
year.
