It is calculated that the undertak-
ing marks the beginning of a competi-
tion in Sound freighting more lmpor-
tant than has ever been known before,
as it will be a line wh will be fed
by trolley freights alohg the Shore
Line section In eastern Connecticut,
and in ode Island. The sugsgestion
is made ible by the fact that Mor-
ton F. Plant, the eastern Connecticut
miillionaire, who ls largely Interested In
New England trolleys is also a firm
believer In steamboat transportation.

And back of this comes another
story. If the Vermont Central railroad
is behind this move, as is commonly
believed, It is & well known fact that
the Grand Trunk is its backer. For
yemrs the only outlet which the Grand
Trunk has had to the Sound ls via the

C. V., by the way of Brattleboro, Wil-
limantic and New London. At New:
London the Central Vermont has bullt
the finest ocean pler In this state. It
was calculated entirely for the recep-|
tion and shipping of the heaviest ol!l
steamshlp cargoes and that frelght,
irains are running night and day from '
New London to carry freight in ship-
ment from New York city via its
steamers to the Grand Trunk, and thus
forward it to the west. This round
about line has always been a thorn
in the side of the New Haven road
managers who now make a liberal rate
themselves on western bound business,
but the New Haven has never been |
able to get hold of the little and old
fashioned line of rails which the Grand |
Trunk has control of down to New
London and which Is sald to be about
the only railroad iIn this state which
the New Haven does not ownn.

The competition of the Grand Trunk
in connection with its western busi-
ness is sald to be a thing =zealously
watched by tha New Haven road peo-
ple.

The doctors lifted him from the chalr
where he was sitting to a couch, where
they worked over him for a half hour,
trying every means of artificial respir-
ation known. But the heart refused
to respond.

The news of Mr. Ketcham’'s death
WwaSs & great shock to his many friends
Although he had suffered a hemor-
rhage about a week ago, the general
report among his friends was that he
was improved in his condition and was
going to get better.
