Paria, Feb. 1—During the discns.
sion in the chamber of deputies yes-
terday of & bill authorizing advances |
to allied and friendly nations, Deputy
Albert Grodet pointed out that these
advances amountad to 408,000,000
franes, bringing the total advances to
6,421,000,000 francs, and asked the
government's intention regarding the
Russian coupons.

ITALIAN ATTACK
BIG SURPRISE TO
AUSTRIAN FORGES

Jtalian Headgquarters in Northern
Italy, ‘Thursday, Jan. 31.—(By The
Associated Press)—The splendid sne-
cess galned by the Italian troops In
two days of fighting west of the
Brenta river has been maintained at
all points and the area of newly oc-
cupled territory is ibelnz organized
rapidly without further effort by the
enemy to regain his lost positions.

As the Ttalian brigades that took
part In the fighting reassembled it de-
valoped that thelr losses were OOGm-
paratively small, the aggregate being
considerably less than the number of
prisoners taken from the enemy.

But the ensmy losses were extreme-
ly heavy, as is shown by the number
of dead left on the €fieli and the re-
ports of prisoners, It estimated
that the total enomy loss without
counting the priconers taken by the
Itallans was between 5000 and 6000,
The resmlt of the action is having
an effect on the morale of the enemy,
according 1o reports of prisoners,
Austrian winter campaign in  the
mountains has stopped entirely as it
waa concluded that the difficulties of
enow and ice and the interruption of
roads and transporiation supplies had
made operations Impossible.

New York, Feb. 1—The govern-
