Advance Between Montdidier and the Oise Check--1

ed on Third Day of Fight Counter Attacks on
Western End of Line Result in Important Al-

lied Gains New Battle between the Aisne and
the Marne Now Raging May Be Serious;

Success of Counter Attacks Has Forced
Germans Into Pocket.

German efforts to batter down the French defenses be-

tween Montdidier and the Oise, begun on Sunday, seem to have'
been checked on the third day of the struggle.

On the western end of the battle line the French have,
counter attacked and have regained important ground, while
on the center and right repeated efforts by the enemy to ex-

ploit his earlier successes have been met with stern resistance
from the French, who claim that the Germans are held.

At the moment, when the plunge 'of the foe west of the
Oise seems to have met with a reverse, the front to the south-

east, between the Aisne and the Marne, has again flamed up.
Striking the Allied line to the southwest of Soissons, in the
neighborhood of Dommiers, Gutry and south of Ambleny, the.
Germans have begun what may be a very serious threat to
the security of the Allies north to the Oise,

iated Stress.) (President Wilson In

his-- address to the Mexican newspaper
editors in Washington last Friday ex-

pressed sincere friendship for Mex-
ico. Els address, which is printed in
the morning newspapers here today,
follows in part:

"I have never received a group of
Boon who were more welcome than
yon because it has been one of my
distresses during my presidency that
the- Mexican people did not more
thoroughly understand the attitude of
the United States toward (Mexico. I
think I can assure you
that that attitude is one of sincere
friendship.

"The policy of my administration
toward Mexico was in every point
based on the principle that the inter-
nal settlement of the affairs of Mexico
was none of our business; that we
had no right to interfere with or dic-

tate to Mexico in any particular with
regard to her own affairs. When we
sent troops into Mexico our sincere
desire was nothing else than to assist
you to get rid of a man who was
making the settlement of your affairs
for the time being impossible. We
had no desire to use our troops for
any other purpose and I was in hope
that by assisting in that way and
thereupon immediately withdrawing I
might give substantial truth of assur-
ance that Ihad given your govern-
ment through President Carranza.

"At the present time it distresses
m to learn that certain influences,
which I assnme to be German in their
origin, are trying to maKe a wrong
impresion throughout Mexico as to the
purpose of the United States, but to
give an absolutely untrue account of
things that happened.

"We are the champions of those na-

tions which have not had the military
.standing which would enable them to
compete with the strongest nations in
the world, and I lcok forward with
pride to the time which I hope will
seme when we can give substantial
evidence not only that we do not
want anything out of this war, but
that we would not accept anything
out of it; that it is absolutely a case
of disinterested action. And if you
will watch the attitude "of our people
you will ee that nothing stirs them
so deeply as the assurances that this
war so far as we are concerned is for
idealistic objects.

"Some time ago I proposed a sort

AMENDMENT VOTED"

DOWN IN SENATE

President Says He Meant
Publication of Treaties
After Their Ratification.

Washington," June 12 Pres
ident 'Wilson's- - disapproval .to-

day killed a proposal in the
senate for open discussion of
treaties. Senators voted down,
50 to 23, an amendment by Sen-

ator Borah embodying the pro-

posal, which had been offered
as an amendment to the reso-
lution of Senator Underwood of
Alabama for curtailing senate
debate during the war.

President Wilson gave an inter
pretation today of his statement to
Congress last January in favor of
"open diplomacy." To quiet the Sen-

ate controversy .over the proposal of
Senator Borah of Idaho for public
consideration of treaties, the Presi-
dent made it known that his advocacy
of open diplomacy was not in refer-
ence to the Senate executive dis-
cussion of treaties, in which he
recommends no change, but meant
the publication of treaties after their
ratification.

The President's views were given in
a letter to secretary .Lansing, a copy
of which was sent to Chairman
Hitchcock, of the foreign relation
committee.

The letter said: "I wish you
would be kind enough to formulate a
careful and conclusive memorandum
for the use of the committee of the
Senate with regard to the enclosed
resolution. I take it for granted that
you feel as I do, that this is no time
to act as the resolution proscribes
and certainly when I pronounced for
open diplomacy I meant not that
there should be no private discussion
of delicate matters, but that no secret
agreements would be entered into and
that all international relations, when
fixed, should be open, above board
and explicit."

The memorandum requested from
Secretary Lansing was not submitted
to Senator Hitchcock and was said
not to have yet been completed.

EGG CONTEST

First honors in the thirty-firs- t week
of the laying contest were won by a
Connecticut pen of Leghorns entered
by George Phillips of Seymour. The
week's yield for this pen of ten birds
was 61 eggs. Oak Hill Estate's
pen of the same breed from Union-tow- n,

Pa., were a close second with a
yield of 60 eggs. The Agricultural
College pen of "Oregons" from Cor-valli- s,

Ore., were in third position with
58 eggs to their credit. A. pen of
Buff Wyandottes entered by H. P.
Cloyes, East Hartford, Conn., and Tom
Baron's White Leghorns from Cat-fort- h,

England tied for fourth place
with 57 eggs each. The total pro-
duction for ail pens was 4,292, or a
yield of a little over $1 per cent. This
is nearly 100 eggs less than for the
previous week and nearly 200 eggs
under the yield for the corresponding
week last year.

From time to time there have been
made in these columns various sugges-
tions which are almost sure to make
for better egg production. A partial
enumeration of those factors that can
be almost entirely controlled by the
poultryman would include segrega-
tion of the males after the hatching
season, providing an abundance of
green food in summer as well as win-

ter, a close inspection of the poultry
houses to guard against red mites,
making sure that the birds have a
bountiful supply of clean, fresh wa-

ter; all of which are an aid in get-
ting the maximum number of eggs
from any given flock of hens. A re-

cent survey of the situation as con-

ditions actually exist on a number of
farms in Connecticut proves almost
conclusively that the successful poul-
tryman must get more than the aver-
age number of eggs. A great many
hens are laying not more than eight
dozen eggs a year and this is not
enough. One ought to get at least
two or three more eggs a month,
which would metn ten to eleven dozen
eggs a year, or else seriously consider
the advisability of either relinquishing
the poultry game or else procuring
better stock.

. "Now that is the kind of agree
roer.t that will have to be the foun
dation of the future life of the na
tions of the world, gentlemen. The
whole family of nations will have to
guarantee to each nation that no na
tion shall violate its political inde
pendence or its territorial integrity
That is the basis the only conceiv.
tie basis for the future peace of the
world, and I must admit that I was
anxious to have the states of the two
continents of America show the way
to the rest of the world as to how to
rrake a basis for peace.

"Peace can only come by trust.
you can once get a situation of trust,
then you have got a situation of per
nianent peace. Therefore, every one
of us owes it as a patriotic duty to
his own country to plant the seeds of
trust and of confidence instead of the
seeds of suspicion and a variety
interest."

MAN KILLED BY

FREIGHT TRAIN

Engineer Applies Brakes
But Too Late to Prevent

Hitting Man.

An unidentified man 'of about 60
years of age was struck and instantly
killed by Freight Train W. H. No. 1,
west bound, when, it was passing
through Bridgeport station shortly be
fore 1 o'clock this afternoon.

How the man came to be standing
between the tracks when the train
rushed through thhe station is a mys
tery to railroad officials and police.

The engineer saw the man too late
to stop the heavy freight train, but he
jammed on emergency brakes with
such force as to almost come to aa
abrupt stop and narrowly missed in-

juring some of the crew who were
flung fromi their seats in the caboose.

When the body was removed from
beneath the wheels of the engine the
clothing was searched for any papers
or other articles that would help to
identify him, but all that the police,
were able to And was a trolley pass
entitling the holder to transportation
betweeerf Far River and Derby and
bearing the signature of John Berg.
There was no address or any other
letters that would give any clue as to
where the dead man lived. '

Beside the trolley pass he had $8
in bills in one of his pockets. In ap-

pearance he was medium build and
wore side whiskers and moustache.
His clothing was of dark serge and he
looked as though he was a working
man.

Washington, June 12 Steady in-

dustrial expansion in the middle West
and South through the placing of war
orders with . plants in those sections
for the purpose of relieving Eastern
railroad congestion and labor short-ag-

was seen today in the announce-
ment of a new policy of contract al-
location by the War Industry Board
and the fuel and railroad administra
tions. In the transfer of new orders
and plants to the inland districts, it
was pointed out, no hardship will be
worked on the Eastern section.

The district in which it is designed
to prevent further expansion was
outlined as follows:

The New England states, eastern
and southern New York, Pennsylva-
nia and far West aa Williamsport and
Altoona, New Jersey, Delaware and
eastern Maryland, exclusive of Bal-

timore.
The aim of the War Industry

Board, which passes on the larger
portion of the contracts of the war
and navy departments and shipping
board, according to the new policy,
will be to assign contracts' to sections
where transportation will not over
tax the railroads, denude other essen
tial industries of labor, and where:
new and less congested routes to
south Atlantic and Gulf ports will be
easily available. With a constant
supply of coal as the basis for the
rapid completion of all war work, it
is expected that a largep ortion of
the new orders will go to the districts
not far distant from the coal supply.
Thus in the opinion of officials the
new policy will mean an expansion of
war work plants in western Pennsyl
vania. Ohio. Indiana, Illinois, West
irginta and other sections of the
Missisippi valley and the South. None
of the districts, however, it was em
phasized, will be so flooded with gov
ernment orders as to cause unnatural
industrial booms.

PRISONERS WORKING NOW

Aver. Mass.. June 12 Under the
eyes of armed infantrymen 100 Ger
man sailors from the liner Kronprinz
Wilhelm are cultivating potatoes to
be used as food for the soldiers of
the National Army at Camp Devens.
The Germans, who were brought here
from Fort McPherson, Ga., finished
their first week's work yesterday.

The government leased five farms
near the cantonment, and the land is
to be cultivated for the benefit of
American troops by subjects of Ger-
many. The prisoners sleep within a
double wire stockade, which at night
is brightly illuminated.

Smashing the German line on the
left wing, the French have advanced
a mile on a front of seven and one- -

half miles and threaten the German
gains on the center and along the
right bank of the Oise. At the apex
of their advance the Germans are
within seven miles of Comiegne on
the northwest. On the French right
center the Germans have gained four
miles along the Oise to Bethancourt,
but apparently have not budged the
Allied lines ou the left ibank.

The furious fighting which has
marked the present German attempt
since its inception on Sunday con-

tinues unabated from south of Mont-
didier to the Oise. Regardless of
heavy losses, the Germans are throw
ing in divisions of fresh troops.

In driving back the Germans on
their left the Frencli menace all the
enemy gains in the center and right
center of the battle line. If the
French advance continues the enemy
is in a fair way to be caught in a
pocket in the hills between the Metz
and the Oise.
