VASTLY INCREASED

LAST SIX MONTHS

Washington. June 13 In the last
six months $25,173,417 has been spent
by the government on additions and
improvements to the hospital estab
lishments of the army. The new
buildings consist of hospitals, conval
escent barracks.infirmaries and nurses"
quarters, and the figures given repre-
sent only work that has been finished
or which is nearing completion.

To both of the hospitals at Camp
Gordon and Camp Dodge a 500-be- d

addition, including- officers and
nurses quarters, has been built at a
cost of $550,000.

Additional two-sto- ry ward convales-
cent barrracks are being provided at
National Army and National Guard
base hospitals, adding from 300 to 900
beds to each hospital. The total esti-
mated cost of this construction is

Umbrella sheds to connect
these barracks are being constructed.

At each National Army cantonment
two regimental infirmaries have been
erected.while one regimental infirmary
has been constructed at each National
Guard camp and remount depot. The
total cost of these is estimated at
$344,000.

MERCHANT MARINE

HURLEY PREDICTS
South Bend, Ind., June 12. Ameri-

ca in 1920 will have a merchant ma-
rine of 25,000,000 deadweight tons.
Chairman Hurley of the Shipping
Board declared last night in an ad-

dress giving the most complete state-
ment of the nation's shipbuilding pro-
gram which" has yet been made pub-
lic. He was speaking to the grad-
uates at Notre Dame University.

This great commerce fleet, Mr. Hur
ley said, the largest ever assembled
in the history of the world and in-

volving the expenditutre of more than
$5,000,000,000, will link the United
States to South and Central America
by weekly steamer service, which will
enable, the Latin American countries
to utilize their unlimited natural re-
sources in the freest competition with
other nations. It also will bridge the
Pacific for the transportation of the
products of Japan, Russia, China,
Australia, and the Orient, and will
continue to promote America's trade
with Europe.

And with it all,- - he added, Ameri-
can ships "will serve humanity loyally
and unselfishly on the same princi-
ples of liberty and justice which
brought about the establishment of
this republic.

"The vast merchant fleet we are
building," said Mr. Hurley, "must be-
come the greatest instrument of in-

ternational probity, honesty and
square dealing at the close of the
war. It must become the vast and
vital machine whereby America will
prevent the oppression of the weak by
the strong, the crushing of right by
might.

House Passes Big
Appropriation For

Merchant Marine
Washington, ' June 1 1 An appro-

priation of $1,761,701,000 for the
American Merchant Marine is provid
ed in the Sundry Civil bill reportedto the House yesterday by the Appro-
priations committee. Whe measure
carries a total of $2,862,752,237 In
direct appropriations and the House
is expected to add upward of

more.
The vast amount recommended for

ships and shipping is $1,282,694,000
less than the Shipping Board request
ed, but Chairman Sherley explained
that receipts from the operation of
ships can be devoted to building
charges, and that no curtailment of
the building program is contemplat
ed.

Of the Shipping Board total $1,438,- -

451,000 is for construction in this
country, $55,000,000 is for building
American ships abroad, $87,000,000
for establishing shipyards, $60,000,000
for operating ships heretofore acqnir
ed, and $6,250,000 for recruiting and
instructing ships' offlfflcers.

Appropriations recommended for
ether branches of. the government in-

clude $2,615,000 for the Food Ad-

ministration, $1,681,000 for the Fuel
Administration, $1,477,249 for the
Coast Guard, and $l,i50,000 for the
War Industries Board. Reductions
were made in appropriations for the
Council of National Defense, the
Tariff Commission, rivers and har-
bors contract work, and the Alaskan
railroad.

No provision was made in the bill
for the renewal of the President's
war emergency fund, of which only
about $20,000,000 now remains, and
the House is expected to add $50
000,000 for this purpose. Out of the
original $100,000,000 fund, allotments
were made for the expenses of the
Committee on Public Information, but
it is proposed now to make a direct
appropriation of $2,000,000 for the
committee. Chairman Creel has been
asked to appear before the Appropria-
tions Committee tomorrow to explain
the need for the appropriation. ,

NEED 400 NURSES
TO AID SOLDEERS

Washington. June 12 For every
25,000 soldiers landed in France, the
army must have not less than 400
nurses, Gen. Merritt W. Ireland, chief
surgeon with the American expedi-
tionary forces, asserted in a com-
munication received by the American
Red Cross and made public here to-

GEGIDED SAVING

OF COAUUPPLY

Unless Consumption is Cut
60,000,000 Ton Country
Will Again Face Famine.

Washington, June 12. The nation
faces the danger of another period of
industrial idleness unless drastic mea
sures of economy in the use of coal
are adopted immediately by domestic
consumers and the supplies to many of
the less essential industries curtailed,
Fuel Administrator H. A. Garfield an-
nounced yesterday.

The time has come, Dr. Garfield
says, when the situation must be
looked squarely in the face. He is
unwilling to accept the responsibility
of permitting the nation to take the
summer conditions as a matter of
course and face the consequences
when industries are forced to shut
down again during the Winter months
because of transportation congestion
and inadequate coal supply.

A definite program of conservation
which will involve the curtailment of
some less essential industries. Dr.
Garfield feels, is imperative to the na-
tional welfare, with the wartime ac-
tivities making extraordinary demands
upon the coal production of the nation.

No definite order was issued by
Dr. Garfield calling for further con-

servation by individual industries, and
he made it plain that his intention
was to carry out a program which
would cause as little industrial unrest
as possible.

One of the industries which has
been fighting against a drastic cur-
tailment order, it is said, is that en-

gaged in the manufacture of pleasure
automobiles. The Fuel Administra-
tion has advocated a curtailment of 5

per cent, in this direction and today
it was intimated that drastic regula-
tion would be forced, not only by the
Inadequate coal supply, but by a
shortage in steel and other materials.

The hope was expressed, however,
that some agreement could be reach
ed with the War Industries Board
and other Government agencies
which would bring about an under-
standing in connection with this and
other industries that would make it
possible to . effect a general curtail
ment on a basis which would not dis-

rupt the financial and labor situation
in any community Dr. Garfield, how-
ever, pelieves that further delay in the
adoption of a comprehensive program
would be reprehensible. In an offi-
