Moving with steadiness, in spite of the frightful losses in-

flicted on them, the Germans, in their plunge southward on
the line from Noyon to Montdidier, continue to gain here and
there in the center of the line, where their greatest effort has
been exerted and where the French resistance might have been
expected to be most stubborn. The enemy's greatest advance
is at Vignemont, six miles from the line as it stood last Satur-

day.

The French have launched counter attacks on the left of
their line, which may be an indication that they have reached
ihe front where they will make their final stand. This line
seems to be along the Aronde river, a' small stream flowing
west and northwest from the Oise and roughly paralleling the
line of the advance.

The Germans, according to the official statement issued
by the French war office, reached the "vicinity" of this stream.
This marked the limit of their advance, however, and the French
immediately attacked and drove the enemy back to the line
passing through Belloy, south of St. Maur, south of Marqueglise
and Vandelicourt.
