Later the
nomines, who recently was hurt, ad-
dressad the delegates, saying at the|
putset that while he needed crutches,
“the Democratic party needs no prop
to lean on." Referring to the Repub-
lican convention, Mr. Spellacy said:

“Our Repubican friends have had
their squabble. 1 thought for a whil>
that the versmatile King of Bridgeport
and the sagacious Roraback of Canaan
had declded to fight In order that the
state might be mada safe for Democ-
racy, However, the pacificists weare
in the majority and the fight hag been
adjourned.”

Mr. Spellacy sald “the business of
the people is to win the war,” and
that the president can best be sus-
talned in his great trial by the ex-
pressed approval of the people of the |
United States, “to bLe thundered |
across the seas, by a Democratic
rweep."”

Mr. Spellacy declared his opposition
to a federal prohibition amendment,
but he favorad egual suflrage as “tha
extension of a right snd a privilegn
too long deferred.” He favored a
short campaign and attention to cus-
tomary duties until next fall The
nomines praised President Wiison and
demanded that the national admdnis
tratlon be endorsed “that the Hun
may understand that there is no di-
vision hers”

FURTHER HUN EFFORTS

ARE AWAITED ALONG
ENTIRE BATTLE LINE

Most Important Action on Vital Stretch of Front: .
Between Ypres and Rheims Is Considered
That in Which Belleau Wood, Northwest of
Chateau Thierry, Was Taken From Enemy by
American Fighters—Franco-British Airmen
Bring Down 36 Machines, , While Berlin
Claims 12. i

Along the western battle line as well as on {he mouniain
and Piave seclors of the Ifalian front the Allied armies await
further enemy efforts. Infantry aclivily is confined to local
aclions at various points.

On the vital strefch of the battle front between Ypres and
Rheims the most important action of the last few days has
been that in which the American troops took from the Germans
commanding hill position near Belleau wood, northwest of Cha-
teau Thierry. Besides gaining the hill the Ameridans took 264
prisomers, including seven officers. From the hill the Ameri-
can dominate the German positions for some distance beyond
in the direction of Torcy.

It is believed that the German command is about ready to
launch another stroke against the Allied lines. The artillery
aclivity remains aboui normal on important sectors, but aerial
fighting has increased markedly, Thirtv-six German machines
were brought down or were foreed 1o land in a damaged econ-
dition on Tuesday by Franco-British airmen. while Berlin
claims the destruction of 12 Allied aeroplanes the same day.
German aeroplanes raided Paris on Wednesday night.

There iz much sickness prevalent among {he (German
iroops, but this is not believed to be having any effect on plans
for a renewal of the enemy offensive.

The Italians are busy taking count of the guns and material
captured from the Ausirians who fled across the Piave. In the
mountain zone the fighting has died down to loeal attacks:
