LYNCH LAW

YNCHINGS IN the United States, in all the forms of mob

violence, are confined substantially to the illegal kill-

ing of negroes, to the violent and unlawful interactions between

the forces of labor and capilal, and recently to these has been
added the oceasional lynehing of a GGerman sympathizer.

Against all the forms of mob violence President Wilson
makes a strong protest, and especially against that form which
slaughters the reputed enemy sympathizer without trial and
~ithout recourse fo the courts.

There is in the normal human mind a repugnance to mob
violence which may be the product of design and wreak pri-
vate vengeance, and is almost as apl to destroy the innocent as
the guilty,

Additional reasons exisl why there should bhe no more
mob violence against the black man. He is now a soldier, fight-
Ing In his share. with olher Americans. He must be as safe
as other Americans are, and must have the same justice other
Americans receive.

Again is it necessary. owing fo the war, and the necessily
for harmony. thaf labor and capilal shall do all things in or-
der. under (he law and obedienily to law, so thal wrongs will be
redressed by legal process. Dynamite outrages. the destrue-
tive work of militia called in strikes and used virlnally as mobs
are used. the lynching of labor leaders all must stop. Law and
order, justice and reason must replace the old and Thaleful
methods,

Bul the labhor leader who dynamiles property, who dnes
hold the doclrine of wilful destruelion, as so many of the I. W,
W. do is no American, and no honest aid to progress, but an
exceedingly stupid eriminal, and a threat to society.

As for the lynching of enemy aliens, it is a stupidity oo
great for deseription. The president utterly characterizes this
species of lynch law, when he says that those who deprive
enemy aliens of due process of law make themselves worse
fhan Huns, There is moreover to be considered the righl of
Americans in Germany. where due proeess of law will surely
not be given, il it is denied to German cilizens In America.

The law gives a remedy for eyery species of lreason. If
any know of one who deals in treason. lel the treasonable ©ar
seditious or recaleitrant one he reported. proper ati-
thority, as the police, or to Mr. Lane, in the Post Office build-
ing, who represents the department of justice af the Federal
government, in this distriet,

law in the world to deal by mobs with anybody.
