Washington, Aug. 183—German sub-
marines which are operating off the
Atlantic shore of the Unlited States
added a marine gas attack yesterday
to their list of sinkings, and six men
who formed & part of the guard st
the Coast Guard statlon and light off
the North Carollna coast on Smith
Island are suffering from the same
brand of gaseous frightfuiness that
has been found by the men facing the
Germans in the trenches.

In addition to the nine fishing ves-
sels reported sunk in north Atlantic
waters Saturday and Sunday, these
devedpments were recorded by the
Navy Department yesterday:

Three acres of gas emitting ol
wera launched from submarines off
Smith Island. The slx men caught
by the fumes will recover, and no
other attack was made at that point

A submarine appeared off the Vir-
ginia coast and 17 depth bombs were
fired In her wicinity by a destroyer.
Oil appeared on the water, but the de-
partment does not accept the evi-
dence as conclusive of her sinking.

Three vessels sunk—two
steamships and a schoonmer—in north,
Atlanti witers, The steamshipa
wore ik 100 miles southeast of
Nantueket and the schooner 200 milea

of New York. It is believed that
neariy all, If not the total, of the
ships' companies have heen saved.

Committee Reports Measure
and Gives Power to Wil_-
son to End Strikes.

Washington, Aug. 14—The Secnate
Committes: on Military Affalrs com-
pleted yesterday Its revision of the
man power bill increasing the draft
age limits to from 18 tp 45 years,
made four Important amendments
and voted unanimously to report the
meaasure 1o the Senate.

Most important of the ndditions
wns the modification of Eepator
Thomas's anti-strike amendment pro-
posad by Senator Reed (Mo.). This
artion satisfied Senator Thomas and
he withdrew his own amendment.

The Reed amendment provides that
men exempted from milltary service
by reason of employment In essantial
Industries shiall be drawn Intoe the
army If they forsake thelr work for
Any cause whatspever except physical
unfitness. Tts language [s:

“Provided that when any person
=shall have been placed in a deferred
or exempted class for any of the rea-
sons in this paragraph set forth ha
shall not be entitled to remaln there-

tinua while physically able to do 8o
to work at and follow such occupa-
tlon, employment or business; If he
falls to do so he shall agaln begome
subject to the draft. Tha Presldent
shill make regulations for enforcing
this provision.,”

Leaving the promulgation of the
regulations in the hands of the Pres-
‘dent leaves him the power to break
up any strika in an essentinl indus-
try by giving the recalcitrant opera-
tives the choice of working at thelr
jobs or Tfighting The commities
members belleve that in iz present
form the amendment s sufficlently
drastic, and that it fortifien through
direct legislatlon on the subject the
“work or fight" order. At the same
time [t {nsures the power on the part
of the Adminlstration to farce sus-
tained and persistent effort by pro-
ducers of war supplies of every sort,
ns well as ships.
