AMERICAN VESSEL

New York, Nov. 14 Two men were
killed, one of them a lieutenant of
the United States Naval Reserves, and
two were badly scalded when a
steam valve burst on an American
steamship in the vicinity of the Navy
Yard today.

The men killed were Lieut. Alexan-de- r
W. Walls and Sylvester Tennoyer,

foreman of a civilian crew of ma-
chinists employed in making the ship
ready for sea. Harvey L. Mercei.
fireman, and Paul Turner, fireman,
first class, were the men burned.

The explosion of the valve occur-
red in the engine room of the ship.
Lieutenant Wall and Tennoyer wera
said to have been struck by fragments
of the valve and killed instantly .

A similar accident occurred on the
ship about a week ago, when twelve
were seriously burned.

The ship on which the accident oc
curred was the steamship Louisville,
formerly the American liner St. Louis.

VON HINDENBURG

STILL HEAD OF

GERMAN FORCES

London, Nov. 13 Field Marshal
von Hindenbeurg remains as head of
the supreme German army command,
according to a German wireless mes-
sage received here which gives the
text of the message he has sent to
army commanders ordering them to
lead their troops home in order and
discipline.

The order of the Field Marshal
reads:

"To all and especially the army
group under Field Marshal von Mack-ense- n,

in Rumania: I remain as
hitherto the head of the supreme
army, command in order to lead the
troops home in order and discipline.
I expect the command, staff officers,

officers and men
to continue to do their duty. This is
to be made known to all the troops."

Hun Prisoners To

entries into Strassburg and
Metz on Sunday in the pres-
ence of President Poincaire
and Premier Clemenceau.

American troops have cross-
ed the German frontier toward
Metz and Strassburg.

Senlis, Tuesday, Nov.
John J. Pershing, Commander of the
American forces in France, today con-

ferred upon Marshal Fochs, the comma-

nder-in-chief of the allied armies,
the American Distinguished Service
medal. The presentation was made in
the name of President Wilson at the
villa where Marshal Foch has his
headquarters and1 was an impressive
ceremony.

In accepting the emblem Marshal
Foch said:

Today we have gained the
greatest battle in history and saved
the most sacred cause the liberty of
the world.

"An important part is due to the
action undertaken and well carried
through by the American army upon
the two banks of the Meuse. For the
last two months the American army
has fought in a most difficult region
a fierce and ceaseless battle. The.j
success of this struggle is due to the
fine qualities displayed by all."
MARSHAL Take Three

With the American Army in
France, Nov. 14 1 p. m. (By The
A. P.) The advance guard of several
hundred Russian, Polish and Italian
soldiers freed by the Germans in Lor-
raine, reached the American lines in
the region of St. Hilaire today. The
first group numbered 45.

The Germans opposite the First
American Army North and Northeast
of Verdun are reported to be moving
northward rapidly.

Preparations begun by the enemy
several days ago to withdraw in force
now are becoming effective. Great
railroad activity is reported at Metz.
and other railroad junctions.

With the American Army in
France, Tuesday, Nov. 12 (By the
Associated Press) In the period
from Sept. 12 to 11 o'clock on the
morning of Nov. 11, American avia-
tors claim they brought down 473
German machines. Of this number
353 already have been confirmed offi-

FIRE LOSS $25,000

DESPITE VIOLENCE
WILL BE UNITED

Object to Short Time Al-

lowed for Readjustment
by Armistice Terms.

Paris, Tuesday, Nov. 12. A declar
ation sent tu the French government
early, this week by the German plen-
ipotentiaries who went to Marshal
Foch's headquarters to sign the ar-
mistice between the Allies and Ger-

many has been published here. It
protests against some' features of the
terms areed to by the Germans and
to which they objected verbally at
their first meeting with Marshal Foch.
The declaration reads:

"Thi German government will nat-

urally make every effort to aid in the
carrying out of the obligations im-

posed upon it. Its plenipotentiaries
recognize that on certain points a
conciliatory spirit has been shown to-

ward their suggestions. They can,
consequently, consider the observa-
tions which they submitted on No-

vember 9, referring to conditions of
the armistice, and the reply they re-

ceived on Nov. 10 as forming an in-

tegral part of the complete conven-
tion.

"They cannot, however, permit any
doubt to exist on the fact that the
shortness of the delay for evacuation
and the handing over of indispensable
means of transport threatens to pro
voke a state of affairs which without
the German government and people
being at fault, may render the execu
tion of the conditions of the armis
tice impossible. The plenipotentiaries
further consider it their duty, refer-

ring to their reiterated verbal and
written declaration, to state once more
with the utmost energy that the ex-

ecution of this convention must throw
the German people into anarchy and
famine.

After the public manifestations
which preceded the laying down of
the armistice, conditions might have
been expetced which, while giving our
adversaries full military ' security.
would have put an end to the suffer-
ings of nt women and
children. The German people, which
for 50 months has held out against .a
world of enemies, will maintain its
liberty and unity despite every vio-

lence."
