Washington, Fob. 27 Renewed discussion of the League
of Nations ioday'in capitol cloak
the White House dinner conference last night at which Presi-
dent Wilson outlined the reasons upon which he predicates his
belief that the future peace of the world rests upon such an
organization.

Republicans opposed to the
ently had not changed their views, and they will continue to
voice their opposition in the se nate until congress adjourns
next Tuesday.

The President told the senators and representatives that
unless America joined the league the whole plan would fail
and that utter chaos would result in Europe. He pointed out
that half a dozen new nations had come from' the crucible of
the great war and said the stronger countries must combine to
help and guide them until they were able to stand alone.

Success of the entire plan, the President was quoted as say-
ing, depended upon the friendship of America, Great Britain,
France, Italy and Japan, and impotence of the league might re-

sult from the withdrawal of anyone of them. He said serious
trouble between the five associated nations was unthinkable.

Thomas L. Chadbourne produced some unrest at the Man-
ufacturers' eleventh annual banquet, last night, when he de-

fended the Bolshevist regime in Russia, declared that socialists
administer Germany, and pronounced Great Britain in danger
of Civil War, interlocking in various forms the assertion that
Germany, England and France do more for the working man
than the United States has ever done.

Mr. Chadbourne, who has been engaged in the work of the
U. S. War Board, said that it is imperative to get under way at
the earliest moment all possible public improvements, with the
purpose of giving full employment to labor. He advocated
profit sharing and collective bargaining.

His speech was marked by an almost entire absence of di-

plomatic statement, and was just such a candid, brutal, declara-
tion as Bridgeport usually receives at the school of economics,
operated under the direction of Samuel Lavit, at the Casino,
under police supervision, from time to time.

But Mr. Chadbourne is not a horny handed son of toil; he
knows not the arduous labor of those who dig sewers; he has
never passed coal from a barge to a bucket.

Senators Lodge
and Knox contented themselves
largely with listening to the discus-
sion. No secrecy was imposed on the

Washington, Feb. 2 7 A. fitchell
Palmer today was nominated by
President Wilson to be attorney-genera- l.

Mr. Palmer probably will take office
March 4, the date tentatively fixed by
Attorney-Gener- Gregory for his re-

tirement when he resigned several
months ago to return to private prac-
tice of law.

The resignation of Mr. Palmer as
alien property custodian has not been
announced, and there has been no
infimation as to who may succeed
him in that office.

Mr. Palmer is a native of Strouds-bur- g.

Pa., and if 47 years old. He
was graduated from Swarthmore col-

lege in 1891, and two years later was
admitted to the bar.

In 1908 he was elected to congress
and served three terms from the 26th
Pennsylvania district, becoming a
memiber of the committee on ways
and means, and framing the metal
schedule in the Underwood . bill.

Ceremony Performed at Westminster Abbey By Arch-

bishop of Canterbury and Dean of Westminster
Prince of Wales Makes Special Trip to be Present.

Large Number of Officers
Are Said to Be Associated

in Plot.

London, Feb. 27 The mon- -,

archists of Germany are con-

templating an early coup d'etat,
in the opinion of the Mail's cor-

respondent at Berlin, who says
that the old officer class, with
its general staff, has been grad-
ually getting the whip hand
there since Jan. 13 and now has
the government in its power.

"The threatened coup d'etat would
be carried out in Berlin alone," he
writes, "and would (probably for a
time 'be successful, although it would
certainly result in ruthless civil war
and unscrupulous political murders. A
large number of officers are said, to 'be
associated in the plot, which aims at
the overthrow of the present govern-
ment and the restoration of the old
order of things."

A secret meeting of monarchist off-
icers was held at Charlottenburg on
February 16. It was summoned1 by
Major von Herringen, son of the for-
mer secretary of war. Thirty officers
attended and each is said to have
pledged himself to hold in his resi-
dence a quantity of munitions ready
for any emergency and to assemble at
a certain place when called upon.
Every member of the plot has been
requested to enltet as many officers
loyal to the former emperor as possi
hie, it is understood-- - The governmenthas been warned of the movement.

.The correspondent says the organ-
ization of new ibodies of troops 'by the
governmnt, a step which alone can
save it from the Srartacans and other
exteremlsts. has been possible only by
reason of the government yielding to
the older officer class, which, he says,
"has already "bullied the government
into winking at numerous political
crimes and arbitrary acts which have
been committed.

WILSON HONOR

Washington, Feb. 27 Washington
gave President Wilson its formal wel-
come home today by turning out in
thousands to cheer a parade down
Pensylvania avenue headed by the
President in honor of homecoming
soldiers of the capital

Marching with a swinging stride,
the President took the lead as the
procession started from Peace Monu-
ment at the capitol grounds. Army
airplanes and dirigibles hovered over-
head.

It was the President's first public
appearance here since his return from
France. He wa3 given an enthusiastic
greeting by the crowds lining tha
broad avenue as he marched, behind
the Marine band, shouldering a biff
flag and escorted by a committee or
citizens.

Washington today resembled an in-

auguration day with Pennsylvania
avenue the line of march, decorated
with flags and bunting. It was esti-
mated that it would require two hours
for the parade to pass in review. "

The returned soldiers, led by the
Marine band, were assigned with the
President to the honor position at the
head of the parade. They were fol-
lowed by units of the army engineer
corps, marines, sailors, yeowomen.

Mr. Chadbourne was especiallly
specific about conditions in Russia, He
said that the Bolshevists is the great-
est pcor man's experiment in the his-
tory of the world; an experiment in-

duced by the tyranny of three per
cent, inflicted upon the other 97 per
cent, of Russians during 400 years.

Mr. Chadbourne denounced as the
figment of falsehood the story that
the Soviets have passed laws making
women common property. He pro-
nounced- the Soviets a very powerful
organization from which many ex-
cellent things will be saved, yet as to
the totality of the experiment destin-
ed to fail, because of the nature of
economic laws and the nature of man
himself. The solidarity displayed by
Germany during the war, he attribut-
ed to the legislation by which the
German nobility had given to their
citizens the sense of economic secur
ity. These laws Included insurance
against sickness and unemployment,
accident and old age pensions and
bo on.

1'i.e working class is numerous. The
propertied class is brainy and re-
sourceful. Five per cent, of the peo-
ple he said, own most of the wealth.
I am one of the 5 per cent.

The United States, he declared Is
far behind European nations, in Its
provisions for the industrial security
of working people.

Mr. Chadbourne warned the local
manufacturers that they must waken
up to the situation.
