Paris, March 27 (By tho Associated Press) The League
of Nations commission of the Peace Conference, with President
Wilson in the chair, met for three hours last night and com-

pleted its consideration of the covenant of the League.
The covenant was referred to a drafting committee", con-

sisting of Colonel E. M. House, representing the United States;
Lord Robert Cecil, for Great Britain; Premier Yenizelos of
Greece and Ferdinand Larnaude, dean of the Paris law faculty.
This committee will go through the document, correct its word-
ing where necessary, and refer it. back to the commission as
soon as possible, probably within two days, for final considera-
tion Ly the commission before it is reported to the executive
committee of the Peace Conference.

It was said
that some reference to the League
must be contained in the treaty, if
on ly because th e treaty wi 1 re ire
the Germans to cede their colonies to
the League's mandatories, says a
Reuters despatch, from Paris.

Paris, March 27 A proposal which
seeks to settle the conditions requir- -

ed for admission to the League of
Nations has been presented to the
Peace Conference. It says that
countries which wish to become
members of the League must prove
that, they "ensure to all citizens, as
well as all foreigners resident m their
territories, full religious freedom,
protection, to person and property,
liberty of the press and the free ex-

ercise of such rights of suffrage ns
may be guaranteed by their constitu-
tions, customs or legislative enact-
ments."

The proposal would apply not only
to enemy countries but to nations
like Russia, Mexico and Costa Rica,
cne last two of which were not invited
to participate in the meeting of neu-

trals with representatives of the bel-

ligerent nations to discuss the League
of Xations.

President Wilson's study was again
the center of intense interest yester-
day as he. with the premiers of Great
Britain. France and Italy, resumed
the efforts to settle the questions
standing in the way of peace.

No Importation of Dyes,
Chemicals, Fertilizers or
Products of Hun Science.

DECISION BY
ALIEN CUSTODIAN

Importations Would Be In-

fringement of Licensed
Patents by U. S. Firms.

Washington, March 27 German
hopes of reconquering American mar-
kets received another blow today.
Users of dyes, chemicals, fortilizers
and other products originated by Ger-
man science were notified by the lien
property custodian that importations
from Germany hereafter would be
subject to prosecution as infringe-
ment of patents licensed under the
trading with the enemy act for use
"by American manufacturers.

Possibility of a dumping of great
surplus stock which Germany was re-

ported to have accumulated with the
intention of underselling- and perhaps
stifling the infant American industries
in the same lines thus has been bio ik-

ed effectually before shipments could
begin. Government officials regard-
ed the decision as of im-

portance to business in this coun-
try.

The decision was announced in a
letter from Alien Property Custodian
Garvan to Burwell S. Cutler, chief of
the bureau of foreign and domestic
commerce, which said:

"All of the German dye and chem-
ical patents (and in this classification
t here are included allied subjects,
such as metallurgy, fertilizers, fixa-
tion of niti-og- hydrogen at ion of
oils etc. ) , have been seized bv the
a lien property custodian i.d sold to
the chemical foundation. The chem-
ical foundation will use the patents
to prevent interference with the
American industries to which they
relate by Germans after the wa r, by
issuing. licenses to
American manufacturers and will
also institute suits for infringements
based upon the importation of goods
of German manufactures.

"It seems to me that it would be
desirable to advise the trade in the
United States that importation of
German chemical products may result
in infringement of patents owned by
the chemical foundation and thereby
lay the importer open to prosecution."

The chemical foundation mentioned
by Mr. Garvan is an associ; tion of
manufacturers, incorporated in Dela-
ware with a capacity stock of $50

the voting- stock being held by a
voting trust composed of the members
of the advisory sales committee of the
alien property custodian's office. Sev-
eral hundred patents registered in this
country by Germans, the most impor
tant covering the manufacture of
drugs and dyes, for which this conn- -

try has 'been virtually dependent on
Germany, have been licensed for use
by Americans and new names sub-
stituted for the foreign designations,
to make the industries more thor-
oughly American. The law provides
a fixed compensation to the origin-
ator o.f the patent.

While the alien property custodian's
opinion did not touch on copyrights,
which also come under his jurisdic-
tion, it was said informally, that "he
same principle would apply. Several
German-owne- d operas and various
scientific works have been licensed
for production and publication in the
United States.

DQRSEN TELL OF

$30,000 I ROMISE
1

President of Former Local
Concern on Stand at

Hearing
Before Bankruptcy Beferee John

W. Banks, today, Abraham Dorsen
resumed his testimony, at the hearing
on the objections of creditors of the
Dorsen Dry Goods company to the
acts of the receivers of the company.

Under direct examination by Hen-
ry Wolf, of New York, representing
the objecting creditors, lie told of
th e c o n Tract m a d e Mn rch 19. 1918
between the Porscn Dry Goods Co.
and the Boya! Adjustment company
in which it was agreed that $30,000
was to be furnished The Dorsen Com-
pany to tide over its financial diffi-
culties.

He said t hr t by the original agree-
ment the Adjustment company was to
take preferred stock in the Dor?en
Dry Goods company for the money
advanced, but that when Mr. "VYiHets
of the Adjustment company with his
attorney, Mr. Rosenthal, appeared in
Bridgeport to close the deal, they
had with them a contract that stat-
ed, that in consideration of the ser-
vices to be performed by the Boyal
Adjustment in making suggestions
which would modernize the Dorsen
Dry Goods company and increase the
efficiency of its force, the Adjust-
ment company was to be paid S20.000.

That pfter the money was advanced
the Adujptinent company did nothing
but insist that it be repaid The money
called for in the contract.

Rosenthal told him. Dorsen said,
that the law would not allow them to
state in the contrast that was a
bonus, but that no objection could be
made if the payment was stated to be
for services.

The Adjustment company were to
receive nine payments of S 5,555.55
each month, beginning May 1, 1 9 IS.
That on May 1, Mr. Berwin, who had
been placed in the store by the Ad-

justment company, took two checks,
one for $2,222.22 for the bonus, and
the other for $3,333.33 on the loan
that Berwjn said he would hold the
checks until some creditors were paid.
but did not keep his word and cashed
checks.

On June 1 Dorsen testified that he
refused to sign checks until Willetta
and Rosenthal again came to Bridge-
port and insisted on getting the
checks, stating that they would fur-
nish more money if it was needed to
satisfy creditors.

Rosenthal said it was no use to pay
the creditors in full as they "would
not appreciate it. Pay them 10 per
cent, and get rid of them," he said.

I said, "That is not the idea. Let
us liquidate. AVe can pay the credit-
ors in full and there will be something
left for the stockholders.

Rosenthal said, "Not a chance.
They would give you no credit for
it," and said that we should go into
bankruptcy. .

AFT DREW TEXT

OF AMENDMENT

Dealt With Monroe Doc-

trine and Was Considered
Yesterday.

"Washington, March 27 The text
of the proposed amendment to the
League of Nations covenant, sug-
gested by former President Taft,
which was considered by President
Wilson and the Allied premiers in
Paris yesterday, was sent from the
White House less than a week ago,
after Mr, Taft had been assured by
Seoretary Tumulty that any sugges-
tion from him would be welcomed by
the President. This became known
today at the White House.

Several suggestions were made by
Mr. Taft, the principal one dealing-wit-

the Monroe Doctrine. This was
stated officially, but White House of-

ficials declined to give out the text
of the communication.

The former President talked over
the telephone with Mr. Tumulty last
week and made known his desire to
make some suggestions if they would
be welcome in Paris. When Mr. Tu-

multy told him President Wilson
would be glad to receive them, the
proposals were forwarded to the
White House.

Several days ago a message was re-

ceived at the White House extending
the President's thanks to Mr. Taft.
