CERMANY WINS
ANOTHER REBUFF
FROM ENTENTE

Vigorous Measures Planned
If She Refuses to Sign
Treaty.

{By Lhe Associated Press)

Germany has met wilh an-
other rebuff from the Council
of Four of the peace confer-
ence in the effort her plenipo-
tentaries at Versailles are mak-
ing to secure alterations in the
peace trealy by seiting forth
objections in a series of notes.

The council has refused to conslder
the note sent by the Germans regard-
Ing international labor lezislation and
In & lengthy note statea the reasons
why smich consideration Is not glven.
The council’'s bellef that the terms of
tha treaty met the objecta the Ger-
mans profess to desire in set forth,
and the defecta in the German plan
are pointed out.

Vigorous measures that will be an
tmmedjate result of a refusal of the
Germans to slgn the peace treaty
have bheen planned by the council
Marshal Foch, commander-in-oef
of the Allled armiea, is now on the
Rhine front and dispatches state that
he will take such action as is neces-
sary in the eévent of the failure of the
enemy 1o slgn the itreaty.

An lmmediate economie blockads
of Germany {s also pianned as a parl
of thes program in case continued
hostile action agalnst the enemy I8
conaldered necessary,

The Austrian peace mission Is now
