Chancellor Scheidemann in Addressing National Assem-
bly Says Germany is Willing to Make Integral

Reparation But Terms Forbid It.

Paris, May 13 Germany is willing to make integral repar-
ation, but the conditions in the peace treaty take from her all
means of so doing, Chancellor Scheidemann told the national
assembly, yesterday, according to the version of his speech re-

ceived here from Berlin. The chancellor said that if Germany
accepts and signs tho treaty, she will cease to exist.

The German government, Herr Scheidemann added, con-
siders that the peace conditions of the Allied and Associated
Powers are not acceptable. The chancellor criticised vehem-
ently the actions of President Wilson and said his attitude de-

ceived the hopes of the German people.
The chancellor announced that the German peace delega-

tion had presented counter-proposa- ls and would present oth-
ers. He said the most important task of the delegation at
present was to open negotiations with the Allied and Associated
states.

Two More Planes of British

, Paris, Monday, May 12 (By the Associated Press) In
fhe peace treaty with Austria, now well toward completion, a
clause has been inserted identical with that in the German
treaty except that the first clause, providing for. the trial of
former Emperor William, is omitted. The remaining clause
makes provision for the trial of military offenders by an inter-
national court martial.

Report of State Deputy
Cronin Shows Interesting

Facts..

Putnam, May 13. Delegates to the
twenty-sixt- h annual state council of I

the Knights of Columbus met here to
day, first attending high mass at St.
Mary's church. When the business
session was opened State Deputy Wil
liam J. Cronin, of New Haven, reaa
his annual report.

The routine business being taken up
the report on membership was read
by the state secretary, J. M. Philips,
of Hartford. In this review it was
shown that there are 62 councils-i-
Connecticut with 7.561 insured mem
bers and 7,386 associates, a total of
1 A OAT 1nr.T.AocA rf A K i TVlo

supreme secretary's report indicates j

that Connecticut stands eleventh In
the country. The membership in five
cities is: New Haven, 1.S09; Hart-
ford, 1,578; Bridgeport, 1,469; Water-bur- y,

1,273, and Stamford, 627.
State Deputy Cronin termed the

session the "victory convention." The
Knights of Columbus, he said, stood
out "a beacon light to all the world,
the work it has accomplished un-

selfishly will live forever in the hearts
and memories of the boys in the serv-
ice of the best country in the world
the United States of America." Depu-
ty Cronin described In detail the work
of the order in war activities which
embraced a campaign as part of the
United Drive when the amount col-

lected was beyond the quota. The
Knights were axitlve In every drive
during the year.

War activities of the Knights were
summarized as 294 camp buildings.
27 tents, and 674 secretaries in this
country. Overseas, the Knights

making a total amount available of

It is expected that by the close of
the major portion of the war work,
in a total period of two years, the re-

ceipts and disbursements will be close
to $40,000,000.

Deputy Cronin 'briefly reviewed the
figures of some of the free distribu-
tions by the Knights, the totals run-

ning into big figures, such as hun-
dreds of talking machines, thousands
of gallons of ink, millions of sheets of
writin paper, hundreds of thouaajidsi
of pounds of tea, coffee, oandy and
chocolate; cigars, pipes, etc, Iby the
million. He sjso quoted irom oracial
letters of commendation, of the
Knights' work on land and sea. Mr.
Oronln said he wished to emphasise
this: "The work is not yet done; see
to it that the boys returning from
service are well taken care of, and
during these dsiyej see that they have
every chance to get employment."

gust, "Gentlemen, you are voting on
the amendment." For the Republi
can aldermen at least 90 of them
half asleep in their chairs while 'Al-

derman Hogan had given them, an in-

structive lecture, had without think-
ing, voted for an opposition measure.
There was no Question but that the
"ayes" had It. It was not declared a
vote by Mayor Wilson, because he was
thinking quite clearly. Perhaps h
was on the alert and knew his cohorts
had not even paid . respectful atten-
tion to the Democratic alderman's re-

marks. He called for the vote again.
All Republican aidermen voted. "no."
