Most Peculiar Case in
Annals of Crime In

Capital City.

OPERATION MAY
NOT SAVE LIFE

Washington, Xov. 29 Mrs. Flor-
ence Robinson, comely young matron,
lying near death in a hospital, and
Grover Gordon, little more than a
youth, who yesterday shot the wom-
an and 12 hours later kept her alive
by giving his blood for transfusion
to her veins, today were the princi-
pals in one of the most remarkable
crime incidents in Washington police
history.

Following a jealous quarrel recent-
ly, Gordon yesterday went to the
home of the young woman, who some
time ago had separated from her
husband, to bid her final goodbye, as
he expected to leave that day for his
old home in Wheeling, West Virginia.
As she stood in his embrace Gordon
fired a revolver bullet through her
body.

After his arrest last night Gordon
was told that Mrs. Robin-so- would
die unless some one speedily volun-
teered to submit to blood transfusion.
He eagerly offered himself, and re-

quested only that, if the ptient still
were conscious, she be told of his
action.

Physicians today were uncertain as
to whether the operation would save
Mrs. Robinson's life. In the mean-
time, the police were wondering what
the effect would be if the woman
whom Gordon had tried to kill should
be saved from death through his own
sacrifice of blood.

MINING OF COAL

R SITUATION

Editor Says Even Distribu-
tion of Operation and Buy-
ing Would Solve Problem.

Indianapolis, Ind., Nov. 29. It was
asserted here last night that a radical
change in the coal raining industry,
system of collective bargaining, is ex-

tremely likely if the Administration
stands on its decision.

Ellis Searles, editor of the United
Mine "Workers Journal, in discussing
the economic side of mining yester-
day, said the public was paying high
prices for coal, not through miners'
wages but because of the difference
between production cost m low-co- st

and hign-co- st mines. "There are more
with a probable breaking up of ite
mines in the. country than should be
operated under normal conditions," he
said. "Hundreds of new operations
were opened during the war to take
advantage of prices."

It might cost $1 a ton to produce
coal in some mines and $1.50 or more
in others. Under present conditions
the high-co- st mine could go and this
made for excess operations.

The remedy for the uneconomic sit-

uation was the distributing of mine
operation and of purchasing by the
puiblic over the entire year. Fewer
mines than have ever operated could
produce the coal needed for normal
times if steady work were given to
miners and the buying of coal were
more evenly distributed throughout
the year.

Reports reaching here last night
from the heart of the bituminous
fields were that the miners were more
determined than ever not to return to
work.

Hunger Protest of Ellis
Island Soviet Was

Broken Today.

TWO WOMEN IN
IRRECONCILABLES

New York, Nov. 29. The hunger
strike of the Ellis Island Soviet was
broken today. All but five of the 68
radicals who had refused to eat since
last Monday evening, eagerly answer
ed the call to the dining room for
breakfast.

After a five day fast they were
ravenous and were first in the immi
grants' dining hall. They devoured
prunes, mush, bread, sub-butt- er and
coffee and asked for more. Second
helping were refused them, however,
not only because one was considered
adequate, but because the radicals
might have made themselves ill by
eating too much.

The irreconciliables who continued
the hunger strike in an effort to have
removed an iron barrier separating
them from visitors included Ethel
Bernstein and Dora Lipkin, who were
arrested in a raid on a New York
Russian headquarters. They were
the only women on hunger strike.

CAUSES GLENN'S

SUDDEN DEATH

Well Known Retired Police-
man Attended Parrott

Funeral Yesterday.
Russell Glen, Civil TTar veteran,

and one of the most prominent citi-
zens of Bridgeport, died suddenly this
morning at his home, 333 Pairview
avenue. as a result of heart disease.
He appeared quite well yesterday and
even attended the funeral of hU old
friend, Henry R. Parrott. This morn-
ing, however, he complained of ill-
ness, ami died before medical aid
could reach him.

A member of many fraternal or
ganizations in the city, a retired
member of the Bridgeport Police
force and a sergeant of the Civil
War, Mr. Glenn had numerous friends
in this city who will be shocked to
hear of his demise.

Mr. Glenn was one of the North-
ern heroes in the Civil War, having
participated in nearly 4 engagements.
He enlisted in the 14th Connecticut
Infantry, on June 19, 1862, at the age
of 16 as a private, but when he was
discharged in June, 1S65. he had the
rank of sergeant. He was wounded
four times and was highly thought of
as a soldier by all his associates and
comrades.

Joining the Bridgeport police force
on February 7, 1870, Mr. Glenn was
anrtnintpd truniil nff.Cfr n n Tnna 9fi
1902. and also served as aetmar truant
officer for about 30 years. He re-
tired from the force on December
16, 1912, with a splendid record.

Fraternally, Mr. Glenn was a
prominent member of the G. A. R.,
since 1S6S; Pequonnock lodge, I. O.
O. Stratfield Encampment, and
Farran lodge, A. O. I". M. He was
also commander of Elias Howe Post,
Xo. 3.

Mr. Glenn is survived by his wife
and two sons. Xo arrangements
have as yet been made for the fu
neral.
