THE BLOOD HOUNDS.

The Pennsylranian, of yesterday, devotes
hall a column to this subject, an t publishes a
memorial emanating from this city in 1810, re
monstrating against the employment of blood
hounds against the Indians iu r londa, signed
among others, by present supporters of Uen.
Taplor. These gentlemen thought the whole
matter wrong, but the Locos defended it on the
score of humanity.' The present editor of the
Pcnn&ylvanian himself, when the occupant of
the chair ol the Lancaster Intelligencer, in 18
40, published the following:

The Humanity of the Thing. It has been
ascertained that these dogs are to be led by the
soldiers', in leashes, and are, thus, tethared, to
lead the way into the hidimj places of the In-

dians. Sucu is the plain state of this last ftle
of fire and blood. The lamentable condition
of Florida artti that portion of our frontier that
has been infestetl with the Indians, is notori-
ous. Our bravest i."en have been sent to put
down the marauders, by any means, but it al-

most inrariably happens that the wily red man,
from his impenetrable hi.'ling places, mowed
them down by ranks, and le.A them, as in the
lamentable massacre of poor Da-I- ? and his no-
ble brigade, Colonel Taylor and his gallant
company, and the high-soule- d Lieutenant Iz-

ard, dead upon the soil. Our soldiers bnght
against a foe they could not see, and where is
there a more horrible situation than to be placeJ
in the midst of your enemies; with a weapon
placed like a mockery in your hand, but yet
with your foe hidden from jour eyes? It has
become certain death."

Will the editor eat his own words now, and
denv "the humanity of the thing?" We find
the Loco game different now: we no longer
hear that the dogs were to be led in hashes,
but the letter of Gen. Taylor recommending
their use, is published without the concluding
paragraph, w hich says distinctly they were on-
ly to hunt up, not worry the Indians.

But while w e are upon the subject of old
newspaper paragraphs, we can give the Penn-sylvani- an

a "few more of the same sort" which
have been brought to the light again in judg-
ment against the Loco press. The following
was written for the Washington Globe, then
the organ of the Administration, as the Union,
is now, edited by Blair cc Rives, with the '.'ex-
tra" aid of Amos Kendall, who took upon him-

Tue Dead Sea Expedition. From pri-

vate letters which have been shown to the
editor of the Boston Transcript, it appears
that the Dead Sea exploring party have suc-

cessfully and satisfactorily completed their
task, and returned to Jerusalem, where they
were on the 1 Olli of May. They have soun-

ded the sea in all its pirts, to the depth of
C00 fathoms, and found the bottom crystal-ize- d

salt. The pestilential effects attribu-
ted to the witer turns out to be fabulous.
Ducks were seen skimming ovar the surface
and partiidges abcunded along the shore.
The party were upon the sea in their boats,
or encamped on its holders for some two
months, and their researches and estimates
have been of the most thorough and interes-
ting chaiacter. All were in excellent health
and spirits, no sickness or accident having
occurred. By the Arabs they had been re-

ceived, and unifoimaly treated with the ut-

most kindness and attention. The Syrians
consider "the men ot the Jordan," as they
call them, the greiiest heroes of the day.

FIRST AMERICAN STANDARD.
The following extract is from the London

Morning Chronicle, of July 25, 1775, which
has been kindly handed us by a friend. The
analogies oi ine nrat .American ensign are
ingeniously set forth, yet asour prejudices
agait:t ths snake are deeply rooted, and as
old as ordinal sin itself, few of our country
men will regret that the device was changed
The extract however is a curiosity, and will
be quite new to nine-ten- t hs of tho present
generation: .

'The colors of the American floet have n

snake with thirteen rattler, tho fourteenth
budding, described in the attitude of going
to strike with this motto: "Don"? tread on
me.11. It is a rule in heraldry that the wor-

thy properties of the animal, iu the crest
borne, shall be considered, and the base
ones cannot be intended. The ancients ac
counted a snake or a serpent an emblem o
wisdom, and, in certain altitudes, of endles
duration. The rattlesnake is properly
representative of America, as this anirnil is
found in no other parts of tho world.. The
eye of this creature excels in brightness tha
of any other animal. She has no eyelid
and is thciofoie an emblem of vigilance.
She never begins an attack, nor ever surren
der.; she is therefore an emblem of angna
n:mity and true courage; when injured, she
never wounds until she has given notice t
her enemies of their danger; no other of he
kind shows such generosity. Whtn undis
turbed,and in peace, she does uot appear to
oe iutnisn?a wun weapons ol any kind.I. i . . .
iney are latent in the root ot the mouth
and even when entended for her defence, ap
pear to those who are not acquainted will
her to be weak and contemptible, yet hei
wounds, however small, are decisive and fa
tat. She is solitary, and associates with hei
kind only when it is necessary for their pre
servation. Her puisen is at once the neces
sary means of digesting fier food, and retain
ing destruction of fu r enemies. The powei
or fascination attributed to her, by a gener
ous construction, resembles America.
Those who look steadily on her aredcl'ght
ed, and involuntarily advance towards her
and having once approached, never leave
her. She is frequently found with thirteen
rattles, and ihcy increase with her age: her
tongue is blue, and forked as lightning.

Dear Sir: By yesterday's mail 1 received
your letter of the 19th June, and have given
the subject to which it refers much serious re-

flection and consideration. I feel very grate
ful to you, sirand to my fellow-citizen- s who
with you have expressed the very flattering de
sire to place my name in nomination for the
Presidency; but it becomes me sincerely and
frankly to acknowledge to you that for that of-
fice 1 have no aspirations wnatever. Although
no politician, having always held myself alout

opinion to the principles of that party.

Terre-Hacte- , Ia., June 30, 1819.
Dear Sir At a meeting of the citizens of

this county, held at this place on the 2 Ith inst,
to ratify the nomination of President and Vice
President of the United States, lately made by
the Whig National Convention at Philadelphia,
resolutions to that effect were adopted by ac
clamation. Resolutions were also then adopt
ed by a similar manifestation of good feeling,
inviting the citizens of this and the surround-in- 9

States to hold Massa Meeting at Fort Har-

rison, on the 5th of September next, the anni-

versary of your victory over the Indians at that
place in 1815. We are the committee of cor-

respondence appointed to carry that object in-

to effect, and now, in the name of the people
of Vigo, we tender you "an iuvitatiou to be pre-

sent on that occasion, ll is not togratify them
alone that your presence is desired, for it ap-

pears to be the general wish oi the State, ex-

tensively participated in by citizt.ns of other
States, where, in fact, this mode ot lesuiymg
the public admiration and gratitude was lirst
announced and recommended. Fort Harru-oo-,

the memorable spot where yöu first distinguish
ed yourself, lies in the immediate neighborhood
of this town; there was no town or settled
country here then. Except at Virxennes, the
entire Wabash valley was a wilderness. Gen-

ley now, teeming wun population, improved
with beautiful farms and adorned wilh flour-
ishing towns. The old Fort, too, will doubt-
less have its attractions, to say nothing of the
scene.y arouud it, and the bold bluff upon
which it stands, commanding an extentive
view of both river and prairie. The place is
now toe residence of a farmer, whose cultivat
ed fields stretch out far and wide from it, and
is frequently resorted to by the citizen and
stranger, not to witness the change which has
taken place under the progress of civilized life,
but to go back to the time when it was in the
heart of an Indian country, and to call up the
incidents of your conflict with the savage foe.
You have had glorious battle-field- s in other
climes since then, upon a much more extended
theatre of renown, where your achievements
have attracted the admiration of both hemi-
spheres, and given you an imperishable name;
but that frontier conflict has the claim of being
your "glorious first essay in arms, and it was
for your gallant conduct there that you received
your first brevet. The occasion now offers,
when you may well visit the place again, and
look around upon and recognize your old ac-
quaintance.

The citizens of this town will be happy to
receive vou as their cuest their houses and
hearts will be open bom to you and your friends,
and when you reach the old fort, your fel
low citizens, far and near, covering bill and
valley, woodland and prairie, will receive vou
with t generous tvelcome.
