We had a right to suppose that a
kidnapper making a contracy tor the delivery
of four slaves tothat place, there must be a
kind of Canada depot at Petersburgh, not
thinking however for a moment, that the
citizens of Petersbargh, would at all per-
mit their town to be made this kind of
depot, if they were aware of the fact. All
such “Underground Railroad" operations are
conducted with the greatest possible secrecy.
It is not to be supposed that in a community
opposed to all such negro stealing transac-
tions, more than two or three persons in the
community would be participators in the busi-
nesa—therefore it is nonsense to presume
we had any intention of slandering the peo-
ple of Petersburgh as a masa by the above
remark, or that we intended to hold them re-
sponsible for the secret acts of one ortwo ab-
olitionists in their mid=t.

Brown to leave the city und connty of Hen-
derson in ten days from this date.

Mrs. Brown may be guilty as charged.—
Bat if she is, and if the citizens of Hender-
son can find evidence of the fact, let them
have her arrested, tried, convicted und pun-
ished according to law. What right have
they to decide upon her guilt in mass meet-
ing, and, without the intervention ol judge,
witnesses and jury, banis'i her from their eity
and county!?

We must confess our sarprise at seeing
that our good friand, Honry J. Eastin acted
as chairman of this Henderson meeting, and
as a member of the committee to notity Mrs.

There is a principle too, (or rather want
of principle) connected with the Nebraska
bill that is overlooked, especially by its
founders and supporters.  The fugitive slave
law was cousidered a part of, and dependent
on, the compremise. [t was introduced by
the ingenuity of Webster to satisfy the Sonth,
in lieu of the compromise (proper) to satisfy
the North, but they were both inseparably
considered as a general compromise between
the North anl South. At the time of the
agitaton amongst abolitionists against the
fugitive slave luw, and also amorgst the dis-
unionists against the compromise, some ol
the Southern States acted honorably. Ten-
nessee in particular, in the speeches of some
of its politicians, (the Hon. Andrew Ewing,
amongst the rest), pledged then selves to
maintain the com promise, but that the North
must not distarb the fugitive slave law. The
North not having disturbed the fugitive slave
law, but having maintained it even by force
of arms, may they not now justly reply, “we
will still maintain the fugitive slave law, but
the compromises of 1820 and '50 MUST NoT
BE DISTURBED ™  Most singular it is that the
fugitive sluve law is still continued as an im-
portant clause in the Nebraaka bill. But
this is not a reciprocity of action nor inter-
est.
