Perkins J. When a person enters upon
land under cooler of title by deed or other
written instrument ml' occupies and improves
it( he acquires in actual possession to the
extent of the boundaries contained in the
writing, and this though the title conveyed
to him by the ded i3 good for nothiig.

To constitute color of title it is not essential
that the title should appear, prima faciei to bo
good. '

Where a party is in possession of land titi-d- er

and in pursuance of a state of facts which,
of themselves, show the character and extent
of his entry and claim, such facts constitute
color of title, ami are constitutive notice to
the world of the character of the claim.

A. and 15., iu 1817, purchased a quarter-sectio- n

of land of the United States, at two dol-

lars per acre, paying in hand a fourth of the
purchase money, and receiving a credit for the
residue. In 18-- 0 they assigned their interest
in the purchase to C. and D., partners in the
mercantile business in Cincinnati D. residing
in Cincinnati, but II. elsewhere. The firm
having failed in business, and being indebted
to Longworth, of Cincinnati, in order to pay
the debt to him, or a part of it, Ii. sold the in-

terest of the firm in tho land to Long worth,
and to convey it, executed an instrument as
follows: For value received we hereby assign
to Nicholas Longworth, of, &c, all our right
and claim to, &c, (describing the quarter-se- c

tion,) as written our hands this 2'2d day of
September, wzi. u ana V., by the acting
partner D. The instrument was attested by a
witness. At this time the tract was covered
with an unbroken foresL In 1822 Longworth
appointed an agent to take charge of his pur-
chase and had ever afterward continued the
agency; the agent had constantly resided on
or near the land; he had cut timber over tho
whole of it, and prevented others from cutting,
warned people off of it, and cmploj'ed other
persons to watch trespassers aud keep them
off. He had paid the taxes on the quarter,
leased parts of it to different persons, &c,: but
the whole tract was never enclosed; but it had
been known even by the oldest inhabitants as
the Longworth tract. In 1825, payment was
made to the United States of the residue of
the purchase money, but there not having been
forwarded to the Land Office an assi-mmen- t of
the certificate given to A. and 15. the patent
issued nominally to them. IIM, that Long-wort- h

went into possession under color of title.

I have been thus partic
ular, in order that you may have a practical
idea of our operations, anda knowledge" of the
time that is really required to make repairs and
till the Canal withwatef.

It was reported to the office here, that Hid
water had been drawn off to enable Mr. Gra
ham to do some work on his mill beloW Peters-
burgh. But that report was utterly faUe. Mr- -

Graham's races had been dug nearly two
monüis ago, and to this fact several of the Citi
zens of Evansville can testify. No work of
the kind referred to, requiring the water to be
drawn off, lias been done at Graham's mill since
the water has been drawn on, as I know my
self, from a personal examination of the prem
ises, made last V ednesuay."

Mr, Ball says the report that Mr. Wright
had the repair force at work at his mill, and
thus the navigation detained, is entirely false,

There was no work whatsoever done at Mr.
Wright's mill while the water was off. Afier
the repairs tcere complete-- l and the water let in,
Mr. Spink employed at his mill some of Mr.
Wright's extra hands, who were not other
wise employed. While they were &t work,
the repair boat lay aground near the mill, and
the water had not yet risen high enough to
let her go down. , This is the whole ground
of the charges against Wright, tho Superinten-
dent. Mr. Ball says he has known Mr. Wright
'or several .3 ears, aid believes him to be per
fectly honest, and he is very industrious and
alt.-nuv- to tho Canil

Mr. Ball makes some very practical remarks
about placing confidence in flying reports, and
passing opinions upon them. ' He says: "It is
highly proper that the real action of the offi

ccrs of the Canal should be closely scrutinized,
and if anything is wrong, it should be' known
to the Trustees. I desire to see a candid ex
amination into the operations of the Superin
tendents, and for myself I shrink from no re
sponsibility." And again he says: "I know
the Trustees are anxious to have the Canal in
good order, and if any practicable suggestion
can be made to them for improvement, they
would gladly adopt it,
I do not think the Trastees-- would hesitate
to remove an officer who had neprlected his
duty or had acted dishonestly. "

You will understand my meaning. I do not
wish to screen anybody from censure, when
justly merited. But while we spare not the
officers of the Canal, let us be careful not to
injure the reputation of the Canal itself."

After alluding to the prospective business
of the Canal, he says: "As you say, it will
be of more value than five railroads to Ev-

ansville. We have no longer any serious
difficulties with the high embankments about
Petersburgh. Our breaches now are gene-

rally small,and can be repaired soon, and we
have- - the consolation to know that the Canal
has not broken twice in the same place, af-

ter we had a fair chance to repair it There
is but little if any danger of breaches now,
on a large portion of it, and I believe ship
pers will soon be convinced it is their safest
and best means of transportation."

of January, three months from the inaugura-

tion of the present Board ! How was it done ?

The Directors, being men of responsibility,
were enabled by using their individual names,
to borrow thö money from the Banks, and ap-

pealed to the liberality of our citizens to come
forward and" take additional stock to reimburse
in part tho1 payment, the local directory here
subscribing 15 or 20 per cent of the amount ;

and there never has yet been a time when the
local directors on this end of the line, including
the President, has not been personably liable
to the banks for from thirty to fifty thousand
dollars. They have done this and rendered
their personal attention without one cent of
primary compensation.

The upper division of the road, this commu-
nity will recollect, was placod under the man-

agement of Mr--
. Oriswold as Superintendent,

who went to work with an energy that defied
Competition. In a littlo over twelve months of
tire hardest times this country has ever expe-

rienced, trief road was completed to Terre
Uautö. That this Could Hot be done without
great exertion is evident to even superficial ob-

servers. With motiey at command few men
would have accomplished so much, but in a
year of unparalleled monetary embarrassment,
to provide the ways and means to build the
road and provide the payments for the iron,
required much more than ordinary ability and
responsibility; for these the road is mainly in
debted to Mr. Rose and Mr. Griswold, aided
by the efficient support of the Directory.

. The road was opened to Terre Haute at an
unfavorable time for business. In addition to
the great monetary derangement of the coun
try, the almost entire failure of the crops put
a stop both to travel and transportation. This
summer, the fine stage of water in the Ohio,
and consequently fine packets navigating the
same, has induced travel in that direction.
Whereas, if the river had been low as usual in
summer, much travel that now takes the river
Would otherwise have taken the road : and if
the crop had been an ordinary one, the trans
portation would have been many times what
it has been.

The objection to running a short train on
the upper end, which seems to so much alarm
the Enquirer, and elate the Yincennes Ga
zette, is only a temporary arrangement to ac
commodate the travel that is now seeking an

.1 Teastern ana western direction not to vin- -
cennes, but past it as it passes Sullivan, Car
lisle, and other points on the road.

" When the produco begins to come forward
and seek a Southern market, as it will in a short
time, (health being restored to New Orleans,
and northern navigation closed,) the demand,
both for transportation and passengers., will
require all trains to be througli trains, and
when once established will not need to bo dis-

continued, the fears of the Enquirer or the ex
ultation of the Gazette to the contrary, notwith
standing. A few words in reference to another
matter mentioned by the Enquirer and Gazette
in connection with this subject. They seem
to think there is a rival interest between this
place and Vincenncs. Nothing shows a more
contemptible narrow spirit, and it has no re-

sponse in the breast of any intelligent bnsincss
man of Evansville. They are proud and glad-
dened at the improvement of the interior towns

. of our State, and "old Post," not the least in
their estimation. And why should it not be
so ? If Evansvillo is destined to bo the com-

mercial emporium of Indiana, (and all disinter-
ested men looking at the geographical location
give it that position,) every improvement in the
interior tends to the improvement of Evans-
ville.
