The Presidential Election.
New Yorg, Sept. 23,
To Inspectors of Elections, Telegraphic Opera-
tors, Newspapers and Reporters, 1hroughout

“be Union; :

The public will look for the result of the
Presidential Election on the 5th of November.
To enable the newspapers of the Union to
declare the result on the morning f{ollowing
the election, it will be necessary for the In-|
speclors of Elections through the United States
to aid the telegraph operators and editors in
every town, village and city, and for the edi-
tors and proprietors to aid each other.

This can be done by confining their labors,
on the night of the election, to the President’s
votes alone.

Let the Tospectors every where count the
Electoral votes first, and let the telegraph
transmit that vote only on the night of the
election. This plan will enable the Press to
announce the result the morning after the elec-
tion, even if the contest be a close one. We
hope this plan will be adopted. No other will
succeed. It will simplify the labor, and make
it easier—save time, nud saligfly the people.
Country and city editors will promote the
oliject in view by publishing, in their editorial
columns, this notice, once or Lwice & week, un-
til the 4th of November.

Toe New Inoxw Dirscoviry.—A good deal
of interest has been existing for some months
pustin England, with reference to the diseov-
ery by Déssemir, an ircn-master of Sheffield,
of a plan by which the manufacturer of blooms,
bars, &e., from pig iron, is greatly facilitated,
The London Times has taken great interest in
the invention, and announced that it would
make a complete revolutionin the manufscture
ofiron. The London Hlustrated News has
given extensive illustrations of the mode of
proceeding, and the scientific men of England,
generally, have taken a great interest in the
discovery. Still more interest has been ex-
cited by the elaim of Mr. Marteau, of Newark,
New Jersey, to the discovery, and a suitis
pending in the English courts to test the
priovity of invention. Meanwhile we are in-
formed that both inventors are really super-
seded by Ameriean inventors and manufic-
turers. The Magneetie Iron Company, Mott
Haven, are manufucluring from the ore with the
same fucility that the English aré working from
the pig, thus virtually beginning where the
others leave ofl. We learn that their discovery
has been made without any idea of others be-
ing in existence, aud that they have been
working upon the system for three years, or
long before the others begun. Specimens of)
steel and fine iron are on exhibition at the
New York depot of the company, 38 Broad-
way, which scientific men say cannot be else-
where equalled in any good quality. It isa
matter of some national pride and interest to
se¢ an invention over which the English run
wad, thus quictly anticipated and beaten by
an American company. We shall recur to
this subject again.—[.N. ¥. State Register.

Ox Bors Srves.—The Vicksburgh (Miss.)
Sentinel, a strong Duchanan paper, says, as
follows:

“We dare and defy one to point to a single
vote that Mr. Buchanan ever gave, during hs
Congressional career, involving the question of
Slavery, that was not on the side of the South,
and opposed to the Abolitionists.”

A singular circumstance is said to have
ocefrred  in the silk factory of M. Garibaldi,
at Cremona. It is positively stated that, in
that factory, a quantity of silk worms instead
of forming the eocoon, as usual, actually wove
a kind of silk mbbon, of the breadth ofaninch
and the length of upwards of twelve feet. In
the camrse of the inquiries made in this mattcr
it has been elicited that a similar phenomenon,
only on a much larger scale, took place at Al-
essandria in 1836, in the silk factory of Dr.
Grillo, where the silk worms wove a ribbon
two inches broad. and upwards of sixty feet
in length, part of which is now preserved in
the Museum of Natural History at Tuarin.
