SECEET OF SUCCESS.
The New York Observer, of late date, has

the following under its commercial head:
"Americans are in too much of a hurry, and

too fond of change, and these characteristics
are unfavorable to the highest success in com-
mercial pursuits. The young clerk can scarce
ly wait until he is twenty-on- e, before he must
go into business for himself. He think thai
energy and capital are all that is required, and
as he has a superabundance of the former, he
hunts up a partner who can command a little
of the latter, and the two set out together up-
on the uncertain sea. "We wish that all young
men could be Impressed with the conviction
that they have their trade or occupation to
learn before they can practice it to advantage:
and would be consent to acquire a little experi-
ence under another's roof before thev set uo .

on their own recount. In a former article we
criticised those who selected their clerks for a
certain degree of availability, instead of look-
ing for character and capacity; we might give
the converse of the picture and treat of the
readiness of young men to change their em-
ployers, or to escape from service altogether,
under the impulse of certain wild notions of
independence. Clerks or employees who make
frequent changes, and are restless under re-
straint, are never valuable, and will accom
plish but little good for themselves or others.
On the other hand, it should be the rule with
the employers to give more encouragement to
those in their service. It is for the interest of
both parties that a clerk should not break
away at twenty-on- e and go into business on
ins own account: and the merchant should not
drive him to do this for want of a proper sup
port, inose wno do tue work should share
in the profits; and while the clerk, who has no
risk, cannot expect an equal division of the
earnings, he is entitled to a remuneration in
proportion to his services and the general suc-
cess. If this rule were observed, there would
be more good clerks and fewer unsuccessful
merchants. . .

But Americans show their improvidence in
wastingiheir reputation. Flour is known by
the brand, and yet how few establish a charac-
ter for their mill by perseverence in uniform
excellence. If half the ingenuity which is
spent in trying to hide blemishes in an article
to be sold and disposed of at an undue price,
were wisely directed in making it to corres-
pond with the representation, the reward would
be much surer, and the good will of the busi-
ness would be of some value. A man,' too,
may be known by "his brand," and if persons
in trade would give their sanction to nothing
which their consciences cocld not ' approve,
how current would be a promise! how invio-
late an unwritten obligation! We do not
think, with some gloomy anchorities, that the
world is annually becoming more corrupt, but
there is need of a heartier union between prin-
ciple and practice in the lives of our men of
business, and the reward of such a union may
be partly reaped this side the grave.
