Mr. Fitapatrick's Letterof Declenslon.
As our friends of the Enguirer have vut
yet published this letter, and it is franghr
with interest, as well for Democtnts us Jle-
publicuns, we give it a place,
Wasmsarox, June 26th, 1860,

GENTLENES : Your letter of to-day in-
forming e that | bave been uusnimously
nominited by the Natipnal Convention of
the Democracy which met at Charleston on
the 23d of April last, and adjonrned 1o moeet
at Bultimore on the 18th of Juouve. as their
caudidate for the office of Viee President,
was duly received. Acknowleding with
the Jiveliest sensibility this distinguished
mark of yoar confidence and regard, it is
with no ordinary feelivge of regret that con-
sideratious, the recital of which I will not
impose upon Fou, constrnin mwe to decline
the pomivation o fatteringly tendered.—
My designation as a candidate for this high
position would have been more pratifying
to me if it bad proceeded from a united
Democracy—united both as 1o principles
and 1o men. The distrucring diffvrences ut
present existing in the vanks of the Demo-
cratic party wera Strikingly excemplities
both at Charleston and Ealtimore, nud, iu
my humble opinion, distinctly admonish
me that I should in no way contribute to
these unfortunnte divisions.

The Black Republicans bave harmonioos-
Iy, at least in Coovention, prescuted 1hety
capdidates for the Prezideocy and Viee-
Presidency. So has the Counstitutional
Unwn party, as it is terined.  Euach purty
is alreaay engaged for the contegt.  In the
presence of such organizations, we still un-
fortupately exhibit a divided camp.  What
a melancholy spectacle! It is caleulated to
cause evary Democratic citizen, who cher-
ishes the Constitution of his country, to Jde-
spond, if not to despair, of the durability of
the Univo. Desirous, as faras [ am capa-
ble of exercising any inflaence, 10 remove
every obstacle which may prevent a resior-
ation ot the peace, hurmony and pt-rfu-
canzord of tha glorious old party to which
[ have been inflexibly devoted from eaely
manhood—n party whica, in my deliberate
opinion, is the only real and rrhumo lign-
ment which binde the South, the North, the
East and the West togethier upon constitu-
tional principles—no alternmive wis left 1o
me but that which I have herein mest ye-
spectfully communicated to you.

For the agrceable manner in which you
have conveyed to me the action of the Cou-
vention, accept my sincere thanks.
