SPKCIAL TO THB TB1BUKB

Washington, June 7.-S- everal hundred
regulars have left, within 24 hours, for the
Relay House. They will form a portion of
one of the columns which are to operate
against Harper's Ferry. A column of Gen.
Patterson's army is approaching Hagers-tow- n,

and a column of Gen. McClellan's ar-

my is moving from the west. Help cannot
come to Gen. Johnston from Manassas Junc-tion.f- or

Gen. McDowell will engage the whole
attention of the rebels posted there ; nor
can they be from Richmond and
Norfolk, for Gen. Butler will be a danger-
ous foe to leave even in action in their rear,
and he will not remain quiet. There are
armed steamers enough in the Potomac to
threaten the approaches to the Capital of
the Old Dominiou. We have good reason
to believe that before many hours a column
of 4,000 men will march from this city to-

wards Harper's Ferry, the whole command--
ed by Col. Stine, of the 14th infantry.
The hour of starting, which, naa been post-
poned several times, is not yet definitely de-

termined. This column will probably have
lo more serious task than that of intercept-
ing the fugitives driven by other commands
from Harper's Ferry. Other regimnts are
under marching orders.

We learn from a prominent politician of
Wheeling what will be the probable course

the Convention. All the leading men
have agreed not to attempt making a new
state out of Western Virginia, but to act for
the Old Dominion as a whole, setting up a
provisional Government. The first act of
the Convention will be to depose Governor
Letcher, aud his rebellious associates. It
will then appoint good and true men in their
places. The Provisional Governor will
probably be General Jackson of Parkers--
i..lr, I be Convention will tnen declare
Eastern Virginia in insurrection to the gen
eral government for which aid to put dowa
the rebellion will be invoked. The Legis-
lature chosen on the 23d ultimo, the mem-

bers of wbicn are by its request to meet
wub the Convention, will be pronounced the
legally elected Legislature of tbe State, aud
will be empowered to proceed at oDce to tbe
transaction of business. The Governor
will send his message to the two Houses,
aud two Senators, of whom John S. Car-

lisle will probably be one, and a leading Re-

publican the other, will be chosen. In
this pian of operations, Messrs. Carlisle, Wil-le- y,

Pierpout, and Jackson unite. Our in-

formant thinks the Convention will be one
the greattst popular assemblages ever

called together.

Chester. From Winchester, there is an un- -
graveled, graded road to Parkersburg, on
the Ohio ; this road runs through Romney,
about thirty miles south of Cumberland,
Md , and through Pbillippa ; it is along this
dirt road the Virginia and Indiana regi-
ments are now, doubtless, pursuing tbe
rebels from Pbiiiippa.

With Pennsylvania in front, General Mc-

Clellan's force approaching from the Ohio,
Baltimore, Washington, and Alexandria in
the bands of tbe National troops, the only
outlet left to the rebel army at Harper's
Ferry is over the Winchester Railroad and
aloDg the valley over the graded and met-

aled road up towards Staunton. When the
Federal troops drive the troops from Manas
sas Junction, the road up tbe valley to
Staunton will be closed, and the rebels at
Harpers Ferry shut in, caught in a trap,
and will be compelled to fight against larg
er odds, surrender, or run away over tbe
mountain roads, over which it will be im
possible to carry their camp equipage, war
material and munitions.

English Octstrippkd by Yankees. The
following is an extract from a letter recent-
ly received in Boston, dated Sbanghae,
March 20th :

News has been received from the English
expedition up tbe Yaog-tze- , by which it is
settled that tbe rebels are not to interfere
with foreign vessels proceeding up the river.
The beauty of the thing is that tnis expedi-
tion was got np with an immense parade of
vessels and diplomats, and a few days after
sailed the steamer Yang-tz- e, with the Ame-
rican flag, steamed out and passed the expe-
dition on the way, got to Hankow, 600
miles up, remained there some days, and re-

turning met the expedition, still bound up,
50 miles this side of Hankow. The Yan-
kee craft has taken the wind out of their
sails.

Attempt to Cut this Leveis. A bold
attempt was made on Sunday morning last
to cut the levee, about one mile above
Prentiss, Miss., at General Claris place.
Several men in a skiff came across the
river, in the absence of the watch, and
commenced operations, which, fortunately,
were discovered in time to frustrate them.
The watch fired on them, aBd it is thought,
succeied in killing one of them, who was
seen to fall out of the skiff. The Bolivar
Times says that one hour more would have
caused much trouble to the planters in the
bottoms, as the whoie bock country would
have been inundated.

The Tennessee Election. The vote in
Tennessee upon the quesiion of secession
takes place to clay. Of course the vote will
be largely in favor of secession, for, in the
greater part of the State, there will be no
freedom of suffrage. The bayonet will con-
trol the ballot-bo- x. He who lakes in his
hand a ballot for the LTnion, must take bis
life in his hand, too.

We have been told that the friends of the
Union in Nashville are resolved to vote for
the Union. We have little doubt, that, if
tbey make a general attempt to execute
their resolve, this day will be a bloody one
in their city. Well, tbe bravo assertion of
human rights, even when unsuccessful, is
worth a vast deal of human blood. Lou.
