Gen. C. F. Smith is to be made a Major

General for gallant conduct at Fort Donet-so- n.

Ntw York, Feb. 22. The steamer At-
lantic, from Port Royal on the 19th inst.,
arrived here, this morning.

She brings two hnndred bales of cotton.
All was quiet at Port Royal. There was

no farther intelligence respecting the expe-
dition against Savannah.

The Atlantic reports passing the Harriet
Lane, bound South, off Hatteras.

The Karnack, from Havana 15th via Nas-
sau, on the 17tb, also arrived this morning.

The steamer Nellie, from Charleston, had
arrived at Nassau and left for Havaiia.

The steamer Kate had arrived, having
landed her cargo at Fernandina. The
schooner Courier from Charleston bad also
arrived at Nassau.

Fortress Monro, Feb. 21. Three flags
of truce were sent out to-da- y. It is be-

lieved in Norfolk that Savannah has been
occupied by our forces. This information is
thought to be reliable, though no particu-
lars are ascertained.

Notwithstanding the admission that the
Merrimac is a failure, the latest information
received is, that twenty men are at work
en her, and considerable quantities of shot
and shell are going on board of her. The
intention of making an attempt to run the
blockade has not been abandoned, and it is
thought she might make her appearance
here within a week. Every preparation
has been made, and standing orders have
been given for her reception.

There are now tour French vessels in the
Road 3 here.

The schooner Exertion, with ammunition,
sailed for Hatteras, yesterday.

The new gunboat Pirola, arrived and
sailed yesterday.

New York, Feb. 22. The Pennsylvania
Inquirer says it is reported, to-da-y, that
frauds upon the Government in articles of
clothing and military horse trappings, have
been discovered, amounting to over a
000,000. The names of the parties have
not yet been made public, but it is indicated
that they are from New York and Pennsyl-
vania.

LAST NIGHT'S REPORT
The Celebration of the 22d at

St. Louis, Cincinnati, Buf-
falo, &c. Buckner given
up to the U. S. Marshal to
be tried for Treason From
Fortress Monroe Latest
from Port Boyal Frauds!
on the Government Arri'
val of Prisoners at Chicagro
and Indianapolis Cairo
Items.

St. Loris, Feb. 22. The celebration to
day was the most extensive, magnificent,
and imposing ever seen in the West. Busi-
ness was entirely sasptuded. and the par- -
ttcipatioa in the occasion was almost, uni
versal, and attended with a spirit and en
thusiasm rarely seen. Flags, banners, and
emblems of loyalty abounded everywhere.
Tbe business bouses and residences along
the line of the procession were profusely
and tastefully decorated, and ll seemed to
strive with each other to make the finest
display. Tbe procession waa composed of
about 5,000 of artillery and cavalry, and
citizens in carriages and on horseback. The
bakers, draymen, and butchers made a
splendid appearance. In the procession
were printing presses from the Republican
and Democrat offices, which distributed
copies of Washington's Farewell Address
along tbe route. The procession was fully
eight miles long, and occupied nearly two
hours in passing the Planter's House. More
than 50,000 persons must have participated
in the procession, or thronged tbe streets
along its route.

Washington, Feb. 22. Tbe report for-
warded to tbe Associated Press did not pur-
port to be a verbatim report of the pro-
ceedings of the Railroad Convention but was
obtained from members after tbe adjourn-
ment, no reporters having been admitted.
The dispatch was obtained from the Secre-
tary after the business of tbe Convention.

Storming of Fort Donelson.
OFFICIAL REPORT OF GBSERAIi

Headquabtbrs Armt in tb Field, 1
Forr Donblsow, Feb. 16, 1862.

Gen. G. W. Qdlum, Chief of the Staff. De
partment of tne jnitsourv
Geniral I am pleased to announce to

you the unconditional surrender this morn
ing of Fort Donelson, with twelve to fifteen
thousand prisoners, at least forty pieces
or artillery and a large amount of fctores. I

I left fort Henry on the IZta instant with
a force of about 15,000 men. divided into
two divisions, under tbe commands of Gen
erals McClernard and Smith. Six regiments
were sent around by water the day before,
convoyed by a gunboat, or rather started
one day later than one of tbe gunboats, and
wnu instructions noi 10 pass it. .. . r.

The troups made the march in good or-
der, tbe head of tbe column arriving with-
in two miles of tbe Fort at 12 o'clock tf
At this poiot tbe enemy's pickets were met
and driven in.

Tbe fortifications of the enemy were from
this point gradually approached and sur
rounaea wun occasional BKirmisbing on
the line. The following day, owing to the
non-arriv- al of the gunboats and reinforce
menu sent by water, no attack was made.
but tbe investment was extended on tbe
nanK.8 ot the enemy and drawn closer io
his works, with skirmishing all day. The
evening of the 13th tbe gunboats and rein
forcemeats arrived. On the 14th a gallant
attack was made by Flag Umcer Foot npon
tbe enemy s works with his fleet. The en
gagement lasted probably one honr and a
half, and bid fair to resnlt favorably to the
cause of the Union, wbem two unlucky
shots disabled two of tbe armored boats so
that they were carried back by tbe current.
Tbe remaining two were very much disa
bled also, having received a number of
heavy shots about the pilot-bous- es and
other parts of tbe vessels. After these mis
haps I concluded to make the investment of
b ort Donelson as perfect as possible and
partially fortify and await repairs to the
gunboats. This plan was frustrated, how
ever, by tne enemy making a most vigor-
ous attack npon our right wing, command
ed by Uen. J. A. McClernard, with a por-
tion of the force under Gen . L. Wallace.
The enemy were repelled after a closely
contested battle of several hours in which
our loss was heavy. The officers, and par
ticularly neid omcers, eunered out or pro-
portion. I have not the means yet of de-
termining our loss even approximately, but
it cannot fall far short of 1,200 killed,
wounded and missing.

Of the latter, I understand, through Gen.
Buckner, about 250 were taken prisoners.
I shall retain enough of tbe enemy to ex-
change for them as they were immediately
shipped off and not left for recapture. About
the close of this action the ammunition in
cartridge boxes gave out, which, with the
loss of many of tbe field officers, produced
great confusion in the ranks. Seeing that
the enemy did not take advantage of it,
convinced me that equal confusion, and pos-
sibly great demoralization, existed with
him. Taking advantage of this fact, I or-
dered a charge upon the left, enemy's right,
with the division under C. F. Smith, which
was most brilliantly executed, and gave to
our arms full assurance of victory. The
battle lasted until dark, giving us possession
of part of tbe entrenchments. An attack
was ordered from the other flank, after the
charge by Gen. Smith was commenced, by
tbe divisions under Generals McClernand
and Wallace, which, notwithstanding the
hours of exposure to a heavy fire in the fore
part of the day, was gallantly made, and the
enemy further repulsed. At the points
thus gained, night having come on, all tbe
troops encamped for the night, feeling that

complete victory would crown their labors
at an early hour in the morning.

This morning at a very early hour a note
was received from General S. B. Buckner,
under a flag of trnce, proposing an armis-
tice, 4c. A copy of the correspondence
which ensued, ia herewith accompanying.

I cannot mention individuals who espec-
ially distinguished themselves, but leave that
to division and brigade commanders, whose
reports will be forwarded as soon as re-

ceived.
To division commanders, however, Gen-

erals McClernand, Smith and Wallace, I
must do the justice to say that each of them
were with their commands in the midst of
danger, and were always ready to execute
all orders, no matter what the exposure to
themselves.

At the hour the attack was made on
General McClernand's command I was
absent, having received a note from Flag
Officer Foote requesting me to go and se
him, he being unable to call in consequence
of a wound received the day before.
