In every year it appears there was an excess of the im-
ports of silver, and that imports of either metals follow no
fixed rule, but fluctuate with the demand.

(0 shipped ; eonsequently there remains $4,300,000 on hand
to meet a cirenlation of less than 4000000 ; any curtail-
ment in their husimess that it may be necessary to make will |
fall almost exclusively on the country banks, many of which
seek accommodations i order to sustain their redemptions
heie and a business nmore loosely conducted at the west.
The effect of a contraction bere will therelore be first seen
in the stoppage of some of the weaker western banks.

Ihe only symptom favorable to resumption in the south is !
the rrowing anti-bank feeling among the people, and the de-
teninination every where (e take nredeemable bills for their |
valve nspecie.

trees and shiubbery. Mr. Van Buien's farm consists of one
hundied and thiri v-seven acres, part of which lies in forest,
and some portion is the rich moist meadow of Kinderhook
river.

Here Mr. Van Buren employs himself in the cultivation of
his newly-purchased acres, which, befoie he came into pos-
scssion of them, were much neglected. There was a gar-
den to be made, lor the five old gaiden ol General Van Ness
had gone to decay ; there were lences to he set u]n.ami paths
to be laved out aud decaved fiuit tices to be teplaced ;
there weie shad -tiees which had grown up in wild luxun-
ance to be cleared away, and meadow lands overgrown with
dwaif alders tu be reclaimed.

Thus far the state of the farm does credit to his skilful ad-
ministration. A large garden has been lad out, with agreen
