If this joint resolu-
tion should prohibit the re-letling of the entire filty miles
the State would be deprived of the revenue that might be
derived from it, until further legislation could be had on the
sulject. This would prevent the State from realizing from
the twlle a revenae of at least $50,000. The smendment
would make but little difference in the expense, aud would
secure an early completion of the canal.

Reception of the News of Mr. Président
Polk’s Election in England. _
Thy grief of the icries in England at the defeat of
Mr. Clay, is as zreat as in the kindred party in this
country. The L ondon Times is known, all the world
over, as the chif of the tory s in Englnd. It
has long lincec.lriutmedﬂ:eml:; of the Eum;:cg
oligarchy which it supports, very mame w
f:ii.nlis!m itself assumed forhyl time to hallow the
crusade which it has ever waged against the democ-
racy of this continent. The legitimacy of Europe hail
the London Times as the great organ of the conscrva-
tive principle on which they rest their rotten throacs,
and the wfmﬁabnm which render the masses a prey
te the kites that fill the upper regions of society on
the old continent. This oracle of the tories of Eng-
land and their conservative allies everywhere, is filled
from day to day with a and sarcastic articles
about the choice of President made by the people. It
will be seen that this journal knows well through

what * medium' * the conservalive power in the
States " expresses itself. It opens its news thus :

“ By the intelligence from America, which appears in
another part of our impression of this morning, we are
favored with the account put forth by the comservative
pariy in the States (il we can venture to ap‘PIy the term
at all in American politics) of the success of their oppo-
nent, Mr, Polk. The medium chiosen fur its expression
has been a speech of Mr. Daniel Webster at Boston ; and
we may add, that the version itsell presents no very ma-
terial emendauon upon that given by the opposite and
successful party.

“ Mr. Webster does not go prominently into the matters
al 1ssue In the contest for the presidential chair ; but
there ctan be little doubt, as he himself contesses, of the
great importance of more Lthan one of the questions involy-
ed in it.  The ‘annexation of Texas' ‘and the perpetua-
tien of slavery,’ to mention no more, are of themselves
questions of that interest and importance which would
alone render the defeat now sustained by the anti-demo-
cratic party in the States a matter of the grealest concern
to every Iriend of civilization and humanity on either side

of the Atlantic.”

The Times here guotes Mr. Webster's Salanic
speech, made at Faneuil Hall, in which he ascribed

the success of the democracy to the naturalized voters,
and denounced the law admitting aliens to ¢itizen-
ship, as pregnant with the ruin of the country.

“ Now his sccount may satisfly Mr. Webster, (says the
Times,) but to us we confess that it is insufficient. The

resent law of naturalization 1s surely itself a fundamental
aw of republican Ameriea. The facility of acquiring her
citizenship is, of itsell, a part, and ah essential part, of her
demoerary. Take it away, and you iniroduce something
like an element of exclusiveness. We conceive that the
