Texas Mail. An order has been issued from the
Tost Oilice Department, under the Act of Congress,- -

authorizing the establishment cf mails in the Gulf of
Mexico, directing the Postmaster at New Orleans to
contract for the conveyance of a weekly, or if practi-
cable, a semi-week- ly mail between New Orleans and
Galveston. The rates of postage will be ten cents for
every letter not exceeding a half ounce in weight,
twenty cents on each letter exceeding a half ounce in
weight, and five cents for each additional half ounce
or fraction of an ounce ; and three cents for each
newspaper, pamphlet, or prices-curren-t, sent or re-

ceived by this route. The inland postage between
New Orleans and the p!ace in the United States from
or at which the letter, &.c. is despatched or received,
is to be charged in addition to the foregoing rates.
Postage on letters, Sec. to Texas is to be pre-pai-d;

and all postage on letters, &c. from Texas is t be
unpaid till received at New Orleans, or other place
of destination in the United States.

Indian Country V. S. Dragoon.
The St. Louis Republican contains the following :

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Mountains. Though several parties have penetrated
iuto the Oregon terri.ory ftvm the United Stales
through the gorges and over the towering heights of

the Iiocky Mountains, yet it may be safely asserted,
from the concurrent tot.möny of the traders, trappers,
and ettlers, who have themselves passed these natural
harriers, that the difficulties arc so numerom and
formidable, and the tirn'? necessary for the passage so

lon, that there is no secure cxped.tiouS, or commo-

dious track which can be ever used as a highway so

as to afford fac.lities for an influx of emigrants over-

land. Several routes have been tried of late, and

each differs only from the other in the privations
which the passengers undergo. None but the wild
and fearless free trap;er3 can clamber over these pre-

cipices and tread thes.; deserts with security, and
even these are quitting them as haunts, and now using
them only as unavoidable track. It is true there
have been published more favorable accounts, within

the last year or two, by partim who have made the,
journey safely, and who encourage others to make a

ßimilar experiment. Hut these accounts are in such
a spirit of bravado, and accompanied with expressions
of thankfulness by the parties for their own succes-i- ,

that they are indirect proofs of the difficulty and
danger of the undertaking, and of the utter hopeless-
ness of such a route for fccr-era- l purposes. For hun-

dreds of miles the several tracks present nothing but
frightful barrenness underfoot, and overhead scorching
heat or piercing cold. The country, even west or the
Rocky Mountains, is broken with towering cliffs, deep
ravines, and sunKcn streams, from which the traveler
cannot draw a drop to allay his burning thirst ; and
the soil is either sardy, in which lie sinks at every
sp, or of a black, rurged etone, which tears his foet.
Tlx travelers hae been obliged to feed on the lean
carcases ot their animals which have died from hun-

ger, thirst, or fatigue. Famham ays, that his party
were at last obliged to kill their universal favorite
and pet their dog, and economise Lis lhsh. He
further says, that during eight doys' journey, and he
had proceeded with the expedition of one travelling
for l.fe, he had not met wi?h a single acre of land
capable of grain or vegetables. Another American
traveller, Townscnd, snys, "Our only food was dried,
crumbling treat which we carried and chewed like
biscuits as we travelled. There are two reasons by

which the extreme thirst the wayfarer suffers in these
regions may be accounted for; first, the intense heat
of the sun upon the open and exposed plains; and,
secondly, the desiccation to which every thing here is
subject." The air feels like the breath of a sirocco,
the tongue becomes parched and horny, and the eyes,
mouth, and nose are incessantly assailed by the tine,
pulverized lava which rises from the ground with the
least breath of air. Pullets, pebbles of chalcedony,
and pieces of smooth obsidian were in requisitions,
and almost every man was mumbling some of these
substances in an endeavor to assuage his burning
thirst. The lead bullets and the other substances
which they chewed were for the purpose of producing
spittle, which they swallow to prevent inflammation
and death. Dunn's History of Oregon Territory.

Removal of rat Lower Jaw. The Journal of
Medicine notices an operation, performed by Dr. Mott,
of 2ev York which may be regarded as one the most
remarkable of tho day. , It was the removal or the
entire lower jaw bone of a Mr. Baker. The opera-
tion was extremely complicated, and required a great
deal of cutting, sawing, tying of arteries, &.c. The
time occupied was one hour and a half, and it is stated
that the patient d.d not evince the slightest evidence
of pain, cither by language, gesture, expression of
countenance, winking, groaning, or sighing.

We, lately saw it stated
that a person bled to death in forty-fiv- e minutes after
having had a tooth extracted. To prevent the recur-

rence of such an event, a gentleman of Albany advises
to burn a piece of cork to crisp and introduce it in the
cavity from which the tooth has been removed. He
says he never knew it to fail. It is simple enough.

A bean, which had lodged in the windpipe of a
child of the liev. llezekiah Crout, at Westminster,
iu Maryland, was extracted twenty-fou- r hours afier
the ocurrence by Dr. Payne, in the following manner:
A cut made lengthwise in front of the neck, through
the 6kin, fat, &.c, down to the windpipe, and a slight
cut into the wind-pip- e three-fourt-hs of an inch long,
a short space above the top of the breast bone. The
bean had swollen anl was more than half an inch
long, and lodged in the lower end of the wind-pip- e.

An attempt to remove it by passing an instrument into
the wind-pip- e through the cut was made, but unsuc-
cessfully. The boy was then held up by the feet and
shaken, wlnlst the cut in the wind-pip- e was held open
by a hook ; in a few seconds the bean appeared at the
opening md was taken out with an instrument.

Live Toad in a Child's Sro.MAcn ! The Westiield
(Mass.) News letter gives an account cf a little girl,
about 'J years old, an only child of John Fronson, of
Itussel, vomiting a living toad.

Chas. Lutterich, E. Fuller, D. A, Kay, J. W. Tllling- -
hast, Mott & Uriggs. H. Leete, A. V. Steel, W. Tri
or, V. M'Gary, J. D. Williams, are all burnt out.

Tresume a good many were fully or partially in-

sured, and some saved a good many goods. J. D.
Williams, we think it probable, saved a good many ;
but all those in tlie immediate neighborhood of where
the fire originated, nothing at all. Some families are
beggars this morning. Mrs. Brown (or II. Eranibert)
burnt out. Both book stores and both printing offices
burnt', nd all our doctor shops but one, and the La-

fayette Hotel. It burnt up Ms high as John Waddle,
Jr.'s, on Hay street, whose house was blown up, and
on the right hand comming up to the hill, his new
brick store, and on the right hand going to the mar-

ket house, the entire block to the. State Bank, and on
the other side to Eccles' bridge, as you go over to the
Episcopal church : all the block.

Market House, and all the town below it going to
the river, saved, and all the churches. The market
and the Tresbytcrian church were on fire, but saved.

We mention the localities in Fayetteville phrases,
thinking you know something of them.
