Paredes
commanded for a Jong time the body of Lancers who
formed the personal escort of that chief, and, in the
fatal battle of Cuantly Amilpas, lost his right arm
\and saved the life of his chief. After the execution
‘of Morelos, he retired 1o the mountains, where, among
{incredible dangers and hardships, he concealed him-
self until Iturbide pronounced in favor of the inde-
pendence, when he immediately put himself and par-
ty under the orders of that geaeral, and contributed
largely to securing that independence which they have
shown themselves o incapable of appreciating,

He has been several times elected Governor of the
State of Guadalajara, and his administration has al-
ways been characterized by great moderation, strict
integrity, and uowavering fironess. As a military
man, he is very popular with his soldiers. About
five years since, General Moctenzoma pronounced
aguinst the guvernment, and collected an army of
three or four thousand men in the vicinity of San
Louis Potoei. Paredes, who commanded for the gov-
ernment, being oul reconnoitering with his stafl’ and
escort, encountered his cntagunist, a short distance
from the two armies, and defeated Moctenzoma, kill-
ing him in a personal encounter, with his lance,
which is his favorite weapon.

—

Political Patronage.

The leading article of the Democratic Review for
this mouth s a masterly discussion of the subject of
Political Patrobage. It opens with a statement of
the amount of patronage at the disposal of the Federal
and State Governments, which is absolutely frightful
when we think of sll its bearings upon the political
character of the people. The writer shows that the
General Governwent of the United States at Wash-
ington controls the sppointment of about fourteen
thousand post-masters, about fourteen thousand depu-
ties, or clerks, about three thousand mail contractors
and agents, and about two thousand revenue and light-
house officers, making in all some thirty-three thou-
sand public dependants, whose dutiés are local, and
whose residences are scattered through every town-
ship and village in our country,

Every State government has, in addition, a patron-
age averaging at least two thousand appointments of
a similar character making fifty-four thousand, which, |
added to the thirty.three thousand already mentioned, |
make eighty-seven thousand men. Thisis of course en-
tirely exclufiveofall Cabinet officers, State and nation-
al, and their troops of clerks and dependants ; of the ar-
my and navy lists, embracing their thousands; of
the whole diplomatic and consular corps; the regis-
ters, receivers, surveyors, and other officers connected
with the administration of our public land system ;
the Indian agencies, and of a most potent and, per-
haps a more numerous class, the jobbers and cuntrac-
tors upon public works, and the providers under Gov-
ernment contracts. Exclusive of these last, we find
eighty-seven thousand men distributed over our coun-
try, more or less dependent upon public patronage,
or, rather, upon those by whom it is dispensed. This
figure includes no women or children. It refers only to
to men arrived at their political maturity, and in the
vigor of manhood.

The reason
why good red bricks are not made on the Hudson, as
well as near Philadelphia, is becanse the clay con-
tains magnesia and lime, while that of Philadelphia
contains oxide of iron, with little or none of these:
But the maguoesia and lime may be extracted, and the
oxide of iron used ; still, without ocue of these ma-
chiines, brick-makers rannot compete with those who
bave them. "The stock of which bricks are made is
composed of a clay, loam, sand, marl, silicious earth,
&ec., and often with clay barely sufficient to cement
the other substances, or not more than 30 per cent.
The metalic oxides gives various colors, as desired;
copper gives a cream color. FPure clay is white,
withont tast or grit, and may be made artificially.
When the clay will not make brick to stand fire, two
thirds or more of saw dust, cut straw or horse ma-
nure added to it, will make it durable. These bricks
are best to keep out cold in winter and heat in sum-
mer, being bad conductors of heat ; they receive
