Tue Miatia~—The Standing Committee on the
Militia in the U. S, House of Representatives have
reported a bill for the re-organization of that brarch
of the nations] service, which at present, it musi be
confessed, 18 in a very ineticient state. Ti.e Com-
miitee prupose an enrolment in times of peace, in-
cluding only those between the ages of twenty-one
and thurty years, togethier with the presest un furm
companies and voiunteer corps; while the enrolment
for a war establishment includes all able to do miljita
duty between the ages of eighteen and forty-five, the
clergy only excepted. The peace enrolment will
number about (1,000,000) one million, and the war
enrclment about (2,700,L.00) two mullions seven hun-
dred thousand men. The bill further provides that all
tiie first class when draughted into the service of the
United States in time of war, may be required to
serve {welve months—and one year in every period of
three vears, if necessary. But their pay is inereased
by & liberal allowanece of (40) forty dollars per annum
in lieu of clothing, while substitution in all cases
whatever, i1s now legalized for the first time. Uni-
form companies and volunteer curps are retained so
long as they may chouse to preserve their organiza-
tion.
