Oregon Speech of Mr. Owen of Indann.

Translated for the Stale Sentinel from the * Courier
des Etats Unis,” of the 3d !"rfn‘um'y.

The Senate seldom sits on Frideys and Satardays;
and the House of Representatives has been making
sundry excursions historieal, geographical and diplo-
matic, from the 42d 1o the Sdth degree of nortl: luti-
tude. Quite recently, however,s these excursions
have lost some of their monotony, thanks to a joke or
twu, and somwe sharp words exchanged between some
of the speakers. A motion of Mr. Pettit of Indiana
excited much laughter; he proposed that all those
who had made doubtful specches should be allowed to
put forth a second edition of the same, revised, cor-
rected and considerably enlarged And there
doubtless, more than one among the members of (he
Il‘!'iﬁ-‘l'. wlo \\'l‘lnllf] ho '_"! y have ‘ nee E. in ge
liver over ogain, that he micht remodel 1t, afier a
speech pronounced, on Thursday last, by Mr. Owen,
of Indinpa, who, in this worn out discussion i which
every thing scemed (o bave been said over and uver
aoain, found means to say things as novel as they nre
ymportant; and 1o establish, in the short space of an
hour, (1o which each speaker is restricted by the
parliamentary rules of the House) the rights of the
United States to all the territory of Oregon, with
more ability and vigor than Messrs. Calhoun and
Buchanan bave done, in a long series of despatclies.
This speech seems 1o us to have =hed so strong o
light on the questivn that we proceed bere to give an
apalvsis of it.

Ti:e only point which bad remained in dispute in
the last discussion which took place between Mr
Bus hanan and Mr. Pakenham was 1o determine, first,
whether by the Couvenrion of Nvuotka, Spain had
eranted to England over the terriiory situated to the
north of latitude 42¥ any rights of sovereignty as
the English diplomatist alleges, or only temporary
privileges as the American Secretary contends ; and,
also, whether the treaty of Madrid has, or has not,
revived that Convention abiroguted by the war of 1790.
The first of these two questions is the more impor-
tant 3 fur if it be proved that the Conventivn of
Nootka conferred on Great Britain no territer.al
rights, it is evident that she could acquire none by
the treaty of 1514. On the other hand, if Spain, |
prior to 1818, had alienated none of her rights of
sovereignty, it is incontestible that she transmitted
these entire to the United States by the Florida
treaty. And, in that case, it is of little importance |
to what navigators, English or American, belongs
the honor of first discoveries made a century or two
afler the Spanish explorations ; for these pretensions |
are but secondary, and can oniy have force in so far |
as there may remain doubt as to the true intentions
of the truaty of Nootka and the Jegitimate inferences
to be drawn therefrom. Now, we believe, that Mr. |
Owen bas succeeded in clearing away all doubts which |
the already powerful argument of Mr. Buchanan had
left hanging over the question. The speaker drew his
proofs, first from the test itself of the tresty of 1790 ;
and secondly, from the commentaries of which it was
the subject 1n the British Parliament itself on the part
