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TrXJjr. TI13 Constitution under which the State of,'Texn commenced her mtionil existence as a member
of this R.-p- u Air. wai adapted in Convention, at the I

city of Austin, on the 4th day of July last ; and was
approved by the people on the 13tb day of October
full-jwinj- The lion. Thomas J. Rusk, President,
and James II. Raymond was Clerk of the Convention.
The Constitution closely resembles that of Louisiana,
from which its spirit, and many of its provisions, are
obviously derived. It contains some features peculiar
to itself, and entirely unknown to the country. The
results of their labors exhibit loss faith, and a preater
disposition to feel contented with providing for the
present merely, than will be remarked in the Consti-
tution of their more experienced and deliberate neigh-
bors of Louisiana.

The fJlowin are among the moat interesting pro-

visions of the Tex ian Constitution :

Every free male person who shall have attained
the age of twenty-on- e years, and who shall be a citi-
zen of the United States, or who is at the time of the
adoption of this Constitution by the Congress of the
United States, a citizen of the republic of Texas, and
shall have resided in this State one year next preced-
ing an election, and the last six months within the
district, county, city, or town iu which he offers to
vote, (Indians not taxed, Africans and descendants of
Africans excepted,) shall be deemed a qualified elect-
or; and should such qualified elector happen to be in
any other county situated in the district in which he
resides at the time of an election, he shall be permit-
ted to vote for any district officer any where in the
Slate ; provided that the qualified electors shall be
permitted to vote any where in the State for State
officers ; and provided, further, that no soldier, sea-

man, or marine, in the army or navy of the United
States, shall be entitled to vote at any election created
by this Constitution.

All free male persons over the age of twenty-on- e

years, (Indians not taxed, Africans and descendants
of Africans excepted,) who shall have resided six
months in Texas, immediately preceding the accept-
ance of this Constitution by the Congress of the U.
States, shall be deemed qualified electors.

The Legislative power is vested in a Senate and
House of Representatives, who shall be chosen at
biennial elections and biennial sessions. The Senators
are elected for four years ; half going out every two
years.

44 No Senator or Representative shall, during the
term for which he may be elected, be eligible to any
civil office of profit under this State, which shall have
been created, or the emoluments of which may have
been increased darin j such term: and no member of
either House of the Legislature shall, during the term
for which he is elected, be eligible to any office or
place, the appointment to which may be made in
whole or in part, by either branch of the Legislature ;
nor shall the msmbirs thereof be capable of voting
for a member of their own body, for any office what-
ever, except it bs in such cases a3 are herein provided.
The President for the time bsing of the Sonate, and
Speaker of the Ibusa of Representatives, shall be
elected from their respective bodies.

44 No judge of any court of law or equity, Secretary
of Slate, Attorney General, Clerk of any Court of
Record, Sheriff, or Collector, or any person holding a
lucrative office under the United States, or this State,
or any foreign government, shall be eligible to the
Legislature, nor shall at the same time hold or exer-
cise any two oSices, agencies or appointments of trust
or profit under this Suite : Provided, that offices of
the militiato which there is attached no annual sala-ar- y,

or the office of justice of the peace, shall not be
deemed lucrative.

44 No person who has been entrusted with public
moneys, shall ba eligible to any office of profit or trust
under the State government, until he shall hare obtained
a discharge for th: amount of all moneys so entrusted.

' Clergymen are ineligible to the Legislature."
44 No bill is to have the force of a law until on

three several days it be read in each House and free
discussion be allowed thereon, unless in case of great
emergency four-fifth- s of the House in which the bill may
be pending, may d:em it expedient to dispense with this
rvue.

44 After a bill or resolution has been rejected by
either branch of the Legislature, no bill or resolution
containing the same substance shall De passed into a
law during the same session."

The judicial organization of Texas closely resern
bles that of Louisiana, except that it grants to the
Legislature the power of creating such tribunals
inferior to the Supreme and District Courts, as from
time to tim3 they may 'deem necessary. We think
Louisiana has wisely denied to the Legislature any
right to multiply courts of any kind.

The Supremo Court has appellate jurisdiction
only, which is with the State, but in
criminal cases, and m appeals from interlocutory
judgments, subject to be regulated by the Legislature.
The judges of tins court also have power to issue the
writ of habeas corpus, and under such regulations as
may ba prescribed by law, may issue writs of man-
damus, and such other writs as shall be necessary to
enforce its own jurisdiction ; and also compel a judge
of the District Court to proceed to trial and judgment
in a cause.

"The District Court shall havo original jurisdiction
of all criminal cases, of all suits in behalf of the
State to recover penalties, forfeitures and escheats,
anlof all cises of divorce, and of all suits, com-
plaints and pleas whatever, without regard to any
distinction between law and equity, when the matter
in controversy shall be valued at, or amount to, one
hundred dollars, exclusive of interests; and the said
courts, or the judges thereof, shall have power to issue
all writs necessary to enforce their own jurisdiction,
and give them a general superintendence and control
over inferior jurisdictions.

44 And in the trial of all criminal cases, the jury
trying the same hall find and assess the amount of
punishment to be inflicted, or fine imposed ; except In
capital case?, and where the punishment or fine
imposed shall be specifically imposed by law.

44 There 6hall be a clerk of the District Court for
each county, trVi shrfl be elected by the qualified voters
for members of the Legislature, and who 6hall hold
his office for four years, subject to removal by infor
mation, or by presentment of a grand jury and con
viction of a petit jury. In case of vacancy, tne iuue
of the district shall have the power to appoint a clerk
until a regular election can be held.

44 The judges of the Supreme and District Courts
arc appointed by the Governor, with the concurrence
of two-thir- ds of the Senate, and hold their seat for
six years.

44 In the trial of aJl causes in equity in the District
Court, the plaintiff or defendant shall, upon applica-tio- n

made in open court, have the right of trial by
jury, to be governed by the rules end regulations pre-
scribed in trials at laic.

44 No law shall be revised or amended by its title;
but in such case the act revised or section amended
shall be and published at length.

44 The Governor is elected for two years, but is not
eligible for more than four years in any term of six.

44 His veto has the same force as in Louisiana.
44 Nominations to 11 all vacaneies that may have

occurred during the recess, shall be tnado to the
Senate during the first ten days of its session. And
should any nomination so made be rejected, the same
individual shall not again be nominated during the
session to fill the same office. And should the Govern-
or fail to make nominations to fill any vacancy, during
the session of the Senate, such vacancy shall not be

filled by the Governor until the next muling of the
Sena!''.

44 The Governor shall reside, during the session of
the Legislature, at the place where their sessions
may be held, and at all other times wherever, in their
ooinion, the public good may require.

Duelling is visited with the same political disabili
ties as in Louisiana

44 Every persoa shall bo disqualified from holding
any office of trust or profit in this State, who shall
have been convicted of having given or offered a bribe
to procure his election or appointment,

This provision is very indefinite. It may be doubted
wl-ethe- it forbids the candidate procuring an agent
to nresent the bribe, and also whether he is disquali
fied from holdinz any other office than that for which
be has offered to bribe.

The following excellent provision, relatin? to com
pemition of officers, we hope will commend themselves
to the favor ana imitation oi every oiaie iu iue union.

44 The Legislature shall provide by law, for the
eomoensation of all officers, servants, agent, and
public contractors not provided for by this Constita
t!.n: and shj.ll not grant extra compensation to any
tjfeer, agent, servant or public contractor, nfler such

public service shall have been performed, or contract
entered into for the performance of the same; nor
grant by appropriation or otherwise, any amount of
money out of the treasury or the btate, to any indi
vidual, on a claim real or pretended, where the name
s"a11 nt liave been provided for by pre-e- x istin law.
Provided, that nothing in this section ehall be so con- -
strut d as to affect the claims of persons against the
Republic of Texas, heretofore existing.

1 ho Legislature shall have power to provide for
deductions from the salaries of public officers, who may
neglect the performance of any duty that may be
assigned them by law.

44 The laws of the State are to be digested erery
ten years, and no law ßhall be revised or amended by
its title ; but the act revised or section amended shall
be and published at length.

" No divorce shall be granted by the Legislature."
The following provisions are unknown to any other

American Constitution, and contain principles of
exceeding importance and value. We hope that in
some form, they may Cud their way Into the funda-
mental law of the whole confederacy.

All property, both real and personal of the wife,
owned or claimed by her before marriage, and that
acquired afterwards by gift, devise, or descent, shall
be her separate property ; and laws si all be passed
more clearly defining the rights of the wife, in rela
tion as well to her separate property as that held in
common with her husband. Laws shall also be pass
ed providing for the registration of the wife's separate
property. ......

44 1 he Legislature shall have power to protect by
law, from forced sale, a certain portion of the pro
perty of all heads of families. The homestead of a
family not to exceed two hundred acres of land, (not
included in a town or city,) or any town or city lot or
lots, in value not to exceed two thousand dollars,
shall not be subject to forced sale for any debts
hereafter contracted ; nor shall the owner if a married
man, be at liberty to alienate the same, unless by the
consent of the wife, in such manner as the Legisla-
ture may hereafter point out."

The following provision would seem to indicate that
Texas, though a foreign and independent power for
the period, had profited far more by the political
experience of our people, than had they by whom that
experience had been endured.

44 No corporate body shall hereafter be created, re
newed or extended, with banking or discounting pri
vileges.

44 No private corporation shall be created, unless
the bill creating it shall be passed by two-thir- ds of
both houses of the Legislature ; and two-thir- ds of the
Legislature shall have power to revoke and repeal all
private corporations, by making compensation for the
franchise. And the Slate sfuu'l not be part owner of
Ihs stoc'i or rrof.crly belonging to any corporation.

The Aggregate amount of debts hereafter con
tracted by the Legislature, shall never exceed the
sum of one hundred thousand dollars, except in case
of war, to repel invasions, or suppress insurrections.
And in no case shall any amount be borrowed except
by a vote of two-thir- ds of both houses of the Legis
lature."

The following regulations respecting property in
slaves, are cs judicious an 1 tolerable as were to have
been expected under the circumstances.

44 The Legislature ehall have no power to pass laws
for the emancipation of slaves, without the consent
of their owners; nor without paying their owners.
previous to such emancipation, a full equivalent in
money for the slaves so emancipated, ihey Ehall
have no power to prevent emigrants to this State from
bringing with them such persons as are deemed slaves
by the laws of any of the United States, so long as
any person of the same age or description Rhall be
continued in slavery by the laws of this State ; pro
vided, that such slave be the bona fide property of
such emigrants : provided, also, that laws shall be
passed to inhibit the introduction into this State, of
slaves who have committed high crimes in other
States or territories. They shall havo the right to
pass laws to permit the owners of slaves to emancipate
them, saving the rights of creditors, and preventing
them from becoming a public charge. They shall
have full power to pass laws, which will oblige the
owners of slaves to treat them with humanity ; to
provide for them necessary food and clothing; to
abstain from all injuries to them, extending to life or
limb; and in case of their neglect or refusal to com
ply with the directions of 6uch laws, to have such
slave or slaves taken from such owner, and 6old for
the benefit of such owner or owners. They may pass
laws to prevent slaves from being brought into this
State as merchandise only.

44 In the prosecution of slaves for crimes of a higher
grade than p;tit larceny, the Legislature shall have
no power to deprive them ot an impartial trial by a
petit jury."

The Legislature is directed to sot apart one-tent- h

of the annual revenue, derivable from taxation, to
constitute a fund for the support of free public schools

Missouri. The new Constitution of Missouri yet
awaits to be approved of by the people.' It was adopted
by the Convention held at the city of Jefferson, on the
14th day of January last. It will be submitted to the
people on the first Monday of August next, and if
thev accept it. it will go into effect in the month of
November following. The Hon. R. W. Wells was
President, and R. Walker Secretary of the Convention
and in the list of Delegates we observe the names o

many gentlemen of distinguished abilities and con
siüeration. Ahe new Constitution is lull oi very
important improvements upon its predecessor of ISw.
which it is expected to supersede.

Among other things it provides:
" That the Legislative power shall be vested in a

Senate and House of Representatives, to be styled the
General Assembly, and the delegates to both bodies
are to be elected from single districts, (that is, each
delegate to have his distinct constituency,) and to
bold biennial sessions.

" The Senate shall consist of not less than twenty
five, nor more than thirty-thre- e members.

44 No person holding any lucrative office under the
United States, or of this State, except militia officers.
justices of the peace and postmasters, shall be eligible
to the Ucncral Assembly.

44 No defaulter to the State treasury shall be eligible
to any office of trust or profit, until he shall have
accounted for and paid over all sums tor which he is
60 accountable.

We doubt if any mode is known this side of the
Mississippi river, of reconciling the two next follow- -

in? provisions, the nrsi oi wnicn occurs in tne ou
article of the Constitution, and the other in the 11th
which is entitled 4 Declaration of Rights."

44 jVo person while he continues to exercise the func
tions of a bishop, priest, or clergyman, or teacher
of any religious persuasion, denomination, society, or
sect whatever, shall be eligible to the omce of Governor
Lieutenant Governor, or to either house of the General
Assembly, nor to the office of Judge in any Court of
Record.

44 Ab person, on account of his religious opinions
can be rendered ineligible to any office of trust or profit
under this Slate ; that no preference can ever be given
by law to any sect or mode of worship ; and that no
religious corporation can ever be established in this
State. No religious sect or SDciety should be permit
ted to accumulate or hold in mortmain large bodies
of land or other property, and all extensive eclesi
astical perpetuities are dangerous to liberty: Prcxided,
That any religious society may hold, in any assumed
name, so much tana as may be necessary tor a house
and buildings for public worship for a pastorage.
and for a burying ground and for no other purposi
whatever ; but no congregation for such purposes shall
own more than one acre of land in a town, nor more
than ten acres in the county; And provided. That
nothing in this section shall ever be construed to
divest any right or title heretofore vested."

No member of the General Assembly shall be
appointed to any civil office in the State during the
term for which he is elected, unless he be elected
thereto by the people.

'Every person who shall directly or indirectly
give, or oiler any bribe to procure his election or
appointment to any office, or the election or appoint
ment of any other person, shall, on conviction, be
disqualified for an elector, and for any office of honor,
profit, or trust, under this btate."

The Stale may be prosecuted in the civil tribunals.
The General Assembly may deduct from the salary

of public officers, for neglect of duty in their officia
capacity.

44 It shall be the duty of the General Assembly, as
soon as may be, to pass such laws as may be neces-
sary. First, to prevent free negroes and mtilattoes
from coming to and settling in this State, under any
pretext whatever; Provided, that nothihg in this
Constitution 6hall be construed to conflict with th
provisions of the first clause of the second section of

the fourth article of the Constitution of the United
States." ' j

It is fortunate for the credit of the Convention that
the above section, with its limitation, means nothing.

The General Assembly cannot grant divorce in any
case.

Any party engaged, or any way concerned, with
ghting a duel, is thereby disqualified for holding

any office, civil or military, in the State.
All the State laws, both civil and criminal nature,

hll be revised once in every sixteen years.
The Governor is elected for four years, and ineli

gible for the next four.
The Governor's veto may, upon due consideration,

be overruled by a majority and he 6hall have the
same veto upon the joint resolutions of the two houses,
except in case of adjournments, as in the case of a bill.

The judicial organization presents some valuable
improvements, but we think it too many stones high.
The combination of law and equity is well.

The judicial power, as to matters of law and
equity, shall be vested in a Supreme Court, Circuit
Courts, County Courts, Justices cf the Tcace, and
such other tribunals inferior to the Circuit Courts, as

ie General Assembly may, from time to time, ordain
or establish.

44 The Supreme Court, except in cases otherwise
directed by this Constitution, shall have appellate
urisdiction only, which shall be ive with the

State, under the restrictions and limitations in this
Constitution provided.

4 The Supreme Court shall have a general superin
tending control over all inferior courts ; it shall have
power to issue writs of habeas corpus, mandamus,

rohibition, quo warranto, information in the nature
of writs of quo warranto, certiorari, and other origi
nal remedial writs, and to hear and determine the
same.

The Supreme Court shall consist of three Judges,
ny two of whom shall be a quorum ; it shall hold

two sessions annually at the scat of Government,
until otherwise directed by law.

44 The Governor shall nominate, and by and with
he advice and consent of the Senate, shall appoint

the Judges of the Supreme Court : each judge shall
be appointed for the term of twelve years : and every
ppointmcnt to till a vacancy, shall be lor the residue

of the terra only, but in all cases the Judge shall hold
over until a successor shall be appointed and qualified."

Ab Judge of the Circuit Court shall be elected or
appointed to any office of honor, profit or trust, under
the Government oj this iState, during the term Jor
ichich he shall have been elected or appointed, except that

Judge of the Circuit Court may be appointed to the
Supreme Court ; Provided, that if any Judge shall
resign his office, he shall not be ineligible to any
office for a longer period than twelve months after
uch resignation. If any Judge shall offer crconsrnt

to be a candidate for any rjjlce under the Government
of the United States, such offer or consent shall be

lalen ami consiierei a voluntary resignation of his
njjlce.

'The btate shall dc divided into ten compact con- -

enient circuits, which number of circuits shall not
be increased within ten years after the adoption of
this Constitution.

44 For each circuit there shall bo a Judge chosni by
the qualified voters therein, who shall hold his office for
the term of six years, and until his successor shall be
lectcd and qualified. When a vacancy shall happen

in the office of Circuit Judge, within one year of the
expiration of the term for which he was elected, such
vacancy shall be lined by an appointment oy tne
Governor: in all other cases of vacancy it shall be
filled by an election. He shall receive, at stated
times, an adequate compensation for his services, to
be fixed by law, which shall not be diminished during
the term for which he shall have been elected. After
lis election he shall reside and be a conservator of

the peace in said circuit."
The Circuit Gourt, as courf oj uiiancery, siiaii

have power to grant divorcer xn all cases as prescribed
bu law : to make such provision for the aggrieved
party, as the custody, support ana euucauon oi minor i

children, as shall be just and equitable.
The Supreme Court and Circuit Gourt stall exer

cise chancery jurisdiction, in such manner and under
such restrictions as shall be prescribed by law.

Clerks of the County and Circuit Courts, and just
ices of the peace, are elective.

The day for electing Judicial Officers, and County
Clerks, shall be distinct from the day for holding any
other election in the State.

44 Anv Judnre of the Supreme or Circuit Court may
be removed from office on the address of three-fifth- s

of each house of the General Assembly to the Gov-

ernor for that purpose : but each house shall state on
its journal the cause lor which it may desire the re-

moval of such Judge, and give him notice thereof,
and he shall have the right to be heard in his defence,
in such manner as the General Assembly shall direct:
but no judge shall be removed for any cause for which
he might have been impeached."

All fines and forfeitures that may accrue according
to law. are to be added to the school fund.

44 The General Assembly shall have no power to pass
anv law whereby any debt sliall be created, that shall
cause the entire indebtedness of the Slate contracted
under this Constitution, to exceed at any one time,
twenty-fiv- e thousand dollars, except in cases of war,
insurrection or invasion.

But the General Assembly may propose by a vote
of a majority of all the members elected to both
branches thereof, the creation of a debt for any spe-

cified purpose, which shall be submitted to the direct
vote of the people at the next general election there
after, and if approved by a majority of the qualified
voters voting on such questions, shall be of full force
and effect : "provided, that each proposition sliall be
for one object alone, and shall propose tne ways and
means, by taxation, for the payment of the debt and
interest as they become due ; aud provided further,
that no more than one proposition shall be submitted
by any one session of the General Assembly, and that
the debt proposed shall not have a longer time to run
than twenty years.

4 Ab corporate body shall hereafter be created, renewed

or extended with the privilege of making, issuing, or
pullling in circulation, any bill, check, ticlel certificate,
promissory note or other paper, or the paper of any
other bank, to circulate as money.

44 No corporation, except for political or municipal
purposes, or for the purposes of education or charity,
shall be created, unless the bill creating the same
shall contain a provision that the charter of such
corporation may be repealed and annulled by a majo
rity of both Houses oi tne uenerai iissemuiy. inu
the stockholders in all private corporations, except
corporations for the purposes of education and of
charity, shall be responsiDie, in tncir maiviuuai ana
private capacity, for all debts and liabilities of every
kind, incurred by such incorporation. Nor shall any
corporation be created for a longer period than twenty

; and no corporation snau exercise any privi-eg- es

prohibited in the preceding section. And the
State shall not be part owner of the stock or property
belonging to any corporation. Nor shall the common
school or seminary funds, nor any other funds or
moneys which the State may, at any time, Hold in
trust for the citizens of this btate, be placed in, or
loaned to any bank, or other incorporated institution.

44 The Legislature 6hall prohibit, by law, individu-
als and corporations, except the Dank of the State of
Missouri, and its branches, irom issuing duis, cnecKs,
tickets, promissory notes, or other paper to circulate
as money. No lottery shall be authorized by this
State, and the buying or selling of lottery tickets
within this State is prohibited."

When in speaking of the Constitution of Louisiana,
we expressed our sense of its superiority overy other
Constitution in force, of which we had any knowledge,
of course our criticism bore no reference to that of
Missouri, which had not yet been finally approved.
If this instrument should ever receive the approbation
of the people, for whom it was designed, it will in
our judgment, constitute the most complete code of
organic law which has yet been devised lor ie gov-
ernment of civil society. It contains several peculi-

arities, which, as the State beccmes more populous
and wealthy, will occasion trouble ; it is obliged,
likewise, to provide for the institution of slavery,
which is not reconcilable with the most exalted civili-
zation, and it contains no sufficient protection from
the evils of executive patronage ; but it nevertheless
affords more efficient guaranties to individual rights,
and leaves fewer opportunities for political corruption,
and for intercepting the fair expression of the wishes
of the people, than the Constitution of any other
State in the Union. It will undoubtedly be approved ;

and we think Missouri may safely promise herself a
career of prosperity and happiness, which her sister
States may reasonably envy.

It is worthy of remark, that the four Constitu-
tions which we have been considering, have the three

following important particulars in common: Ihey
" limit the othcial term of the Judiciary.

AH provide for biennial sessions of the Legislature,
and all impose civil disabilities upon the clergy. Of
the two first we entirely and cordially approve. Of
the last, we have before, in speaking of a like pro-

vision in the Constitution of New York, expressed
our regret that the sanctuary of our political faith
should have ever given refuge to a principle of legis-

lation so intolerant and so mean.

Kesolved, JJ. lliat this conference disclaims hav-
ing any fellowship with abolitionism. On the contra-
ry, while it is determined to maintain its well known
and long established position, by keeping the travel
ing preachers cpmposing its own body free from slave-
ry, it is also determined not to hold connection with
any ecclesiastical body that shall make

a condition of membership in the church ; but to
stand by, and maintain, the discipline as it is. Adop-
ted unanimously.
-- Resolved, 3d. That the decision of this conference
at its last session, non-concurri- ng in the proposed al-
teration of the sixth restriction, was not based upon
opposition in the conference to a fair and equitable
division and distribution of the property and funds of
the LJiurcn, as provided lor in the " Tlan of Separa
tion," to the Church South, but on other grounds al
together. Ayes 173, nays 1.

The Slave Question ix the TmLADELrniA M. E,

By an abolitionist, in the sense he
was about interrogatively to use it, he meant not
one who was opposed to the holding of men in bon
dage for mere gain ! for the purpose of jrrow-i-n rich
by slave labor ; to grind the face of the poor that
the master might be exalted ; but he meant those who
uncharitably denounced men who happened to have
been Dorn in a siave-noidin- g btate ; born in the pos-
session or heritage of slaves ; who treated them well.
who nurtured the sick and the poor; who did not hold
them for mere gain, but for good ; who did the best
they could under tiie circumstances. After this expla
nation the Bishop said that in asking them if they were
abolitionists, he meant to ask if they were prepared
to curse all who w ere slave-holder- s, under any and
all circumstances r

Bishop Uedding 'Are you an abolitionist !'
To which all answered, ' No.'
Bishop Uedding 4 Thank God! there is none of

them willing to cut off the beads of our southern
brethren because they happen to hold slaves.'

The Nashville Tragedy-- . The following extract
of a letter, dated Nashville, March 10, gives some
additional matters relative to the recent tragedy enact-

ed in that city :

" I never 6aw a whole community aroused to such
a pitch of indignation, or such a cry for vengeance,
as was manifested in relation to Judson. Porterfield's
funeral sermon was preached in the Tresbyterian
Church, and the Rev. Dr. Howell and Dr. Edgar off-
iciated. Before he died he exclaimed, (and they were
the first words he spoke aller receiving the Wound,) I
forgive Judson and every body in the world.' His
wife was present when he expired, and for some three
hours before. She asked him if he knew her to
which he replied Yes let me 6leep. This was
all he said to her. She seemed much grieved, but no
one has any sympathy for her. She is ruined, and
an outcast from society."

Republican gives
the following particulars of a dastardly act recently
committed in Wilkinson county. Mr. James Hill, a
planter, was sitting beside a table, conversing with
his lady,on the evening of the 9th ult., when some fiend
dischargeda gun, which took effect in his left cheek
bone and passed through the other. His lower jaw is
broken, his tongue nearly cut off, a ball or shot passed
through his noe, one eye destroyed and twelve buck-
shot loged in head. There are no hopes entertained
of his recovery.

. man named Irwiu, who resided at the Tennsylvania
, Furnace, on the line dividing Huntingdon and Centre
counties, was murdered by his own son on the 27th
ult.

on that day. Since then, in consequence of tbe
extreme inclemency of the weather, the transactions have
been materially circumscribed, and the market fails to ex-

hibit the same degree of firmness, purchasers being disin-
clined to operate so lorg as they can cot readily make
their shipments.

Ganx. Since our last report, wben we observed that
a considerable amount of business bad teen done in Corn
during the two days preceding, the market Las worn
quiet appearance, influenced to a great extent by the un-

favorable character of the weather, which, during a large
part of the time, prevented ibe transaction of any oat
door business. On Saturday only 3000 bushels were dis-
posed of, comprising 816 sacks mixed at 44c and 150 do.
at 45c. per bushel. Yesterday's sile included a similar
quantity, viz : 763 sacks mixed at 45c and 160 do. white
al 44c. per bushel. To-da- y about 9000 bushels changed
hands, amongst which were 900 mixed al 45c, 470 do. at
45, 920 white at 45, 700 do. at 16, 320 do. at 46c per
bui-he- l. In oats serccly any business has been going tor-war- d,

and the few sales we are apprised of are at 32 a 37
cents per bushel, in sacks and in bulk. A lot of 1600
sacks was sold at the latter rate. We are not informed of
any transactions in Wheat during the past few days. The
price of Beans ranges from $3 a 4 per barrel, according
to quality.
