By Art. 4 the Maharajab,
finding it impossible to complete the payment of the
mndemnity agreed upon, cedes to the Company all the
mountain territory comprised between the Beas and
the Indus, inclosing the provinees of Cachmere and
Mazarah. By Art. § the indemity to be paid by the
Malarajah is settled at fifty lacs of rupees. Ina
word. the Company obtains by Art. 10 the right of
passage across the terriory of Lahore by the troops,
wherever required By Art. 12 the Maharajuh recog-
nizes Gholab Singh a8 independent sovereign of the
territory which he at present possesses, and of what-
ever the Company shall clhioose to cede to him here-
