The only political news of importance is that Maz-
atlan and Tampec had deciared for Santa Anna, and it
was generally thought there that he would be reculled.

Sloat, 50
guns; sloop Levant, Page, 24 guns; sloop Warren,
Hull, 24 guns ; sloop Cyane, Marvin, 24 guns ; slore\
ship Erie, and hourly expected, frigate Congress and
sloop Portsmouth.

26; brig
Spy, tender, 3; and the brig Frolic at Guaysmas,
taking in treasure for Eagland,

It was reported that other British shipe of war were
to rendezvous at Mazatlan, but nonc other lind arrived. |

But little doubt exists at Mazatlan and among the
officers of the squadron, that the British admiral has
instructions not to allow the American squadron to
take possession of any Mexican ports on the Pacific.
If this supposition should prove corrcet, the next
news from the Pacific will be of the most highly
exciting character—as there cannot exist a doubt that
Com. Sleat will take possession at all hazards. It is
supposed that for some lime past Com. S. has had
instructions to seize all Mexican ports on that coast,
whenever he should receive reliable news of the com-
mencement of hostilities between the two countries.

California.--Captain Fremont.

Letters have been received from Captain Fremont, |
as late as April 18th, The unwarranted attempt to
drivé Captain Fremont from the country has already |
been alluded to.  After having been ordered away by |
Don Jose Castro, commandant general, Capt. F., ex-
pecting an attack, fortified bunself about twelve
leagues distant from Monterey. Castro assembled |
about one hundred men in front of the entrenchment.
After remaining there three days, he concluded to
treat, when it was discovered that the party had gui-
etly gone off, leaving some vld saddles and trash, which
the Californians magnified into munitions of war.
Threé hundred riflemen offered their services to Capt.
F., but they were declined.

The movement against Capt. Fremont seems to have
been directed by the central government of Mexico;
but it iz not believed that the people of California
entertained any ill will towards him, or would wil- |
lingly have done him harm. His own conduct in the
whole matter seems to have been marked alike by
courage and discretion. We subjoin a copy of a
letter written by him to the American Consul at Mon-
terey, when in expectation of an attack, and received |
by the consul in the evening of March 10. The Capt.
remained in excellent health, and had gone North.

“ My.Dear Sir: -1 this moment received your letters,
and withdat ‘wajting to read them, acknowledge the
receipt which the courier requires instantly. [ am
making myself as strong as zosaible, in the intention
that if we are unjustly attacked, we will fight to ex-
tremity and refuse quarter, trusting to our country to
avenge ogr death.” No one has reached my camp;
and from the heights we are able to see tréops (with
the glass) mustéring at Saint Johy's, and preparing
cannon. 1 thank you for your kindness spd good
wishes, and'wanld write more at length as to my in-
tentions, did I not fear that my letter will be intercep-
ted. We bave in nowise done wrong ‘to the people
or the authorities of the country; and if we are
hemmed in and assaulted, we will die, every man
of us, under the flag of our country.
