B, With a want of cfficiency In the discharge of the
duties of his station.”

We have not room in this paper to reply to these
charges in detail, but ehall endeavor to do so briefly.

The first charge can be made agninst any politician
who hias ever scen cause to change his opinion upon
any subject. It can be made sgainst the Editor of
the Journal kimself. II: wos once a Juckson man,
conld not succeed at it, and turned his coat whig side
out. Isa’t he a pretty fellow to talk about the mo-
tives of other fulks?

2. Gov. Whiteomb voted for the *“system" under
nstructions.  This matter was before the people In
1843. They passed their verdict upon it, and justi-
fied him.
