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The Oregén Treaty. .
In the United States House of Representatives on

the 61l inst., the bill fur the extablishment of a terri-
torial government in Oregon beitig under cungidera-
tiott, a somewhat interesting debate vecurred, mvelv-
ing the merits and demerits of the Orcgou Treaty.
As some points were louched npon which are more or
less un-ettled, growing out of the indcfinite language
of the treaty, we extract such portions of the debate

as applics to them:

Mr. Adums addie<sed the enmmitiee, but in a voice so
feible that it was neaily impassible 1o hear him an any per-
tion of the hall. Members ciowded arousdd hum, ill ng up
the aiea in front of the Spraker, insomach that in the course
of his remaiks they were once or twice called to ender, and
It was insi<sted by the chaivman ( o behalf of those few gen-
tlemen who remained in their seats) that the area should be
cleared (o secordsnee with the mle, Under these ciceum-
stances the reporter regrets that but very little of what be
said reached his desk.

He was unders'ood 1o refer 1o a printed Uil he held in
his hand, repo:led some time sinee [iom the Commiilee on
Territories, which fixed the boundary porth at the line of
51° 40, and 10 enguire of the ehaicman of 1he Commitiee on
Tenitoiies why the Loundaties were not also specified
this bil) ?

Mr. Douglass (Me. A yiehling) said he supposed the
boundaries weie definitely fixed by the Lill, The bill said
that all that part of the testitory of the Uniced States which
lies west of the summit of the Hocky mountains be, and the
same is hereby organized into a Territory, to be called the
Territory of Osregon. The souhern bourdiry it fixed defi-
nitely by treaty with Mixieo: the noithern boundary je
fixed definitely, a« we ate infoimed by the Piesi‘ent, by
treaty with Great Beitain g the we<tern boandacy, of course, i4
the Facific ccean ; and the eastern bound .y is set oal in the
bill. | supp we, therefose, of course, tiere can be no gues-
tivn as to the boundary.

Mr. Adums <.id he was rea'ing liom the peinted ball be-
fure him, in which the boundries were expiessly laul down,
being on the south and by the 424 degiee of latitnde, on the
east by the summit of the Rocky moutains, on the north
by the line of 54 407, and on the west by the Pacific ocean,
These boundaries were defined with great prrgiseon. He
should bave been bappy if ithey had been so settled that
the chaiiman could have pow pep wted the same boandaries.

My. Duuglass would have been equally happy if he could
have reposted the same boundaiies now vuder the trealy
stipulations.

Mr, Adams jnsisted that the boundaiies should be dofincd
by the bill, and that if they were left to the eonstiuction of
freaties by the government of Oregm, it would lead 10 con- |
fusion, and perhaps to conflict with foreign governments,

Mr. Douglass remarked that the present bill stood in te-
gaid to boundaties precisely the same as & bill which thi« |
House had passed during the present session, and seunl to the
Senate. |

Mr. Petiit was understood to say fhat the President had ll
ecnt in the trealy which had been lately matufiesd, this
morning.

Mr. Alams further contended that the de<eribing it as all the
tervitory of the Usited States west of the Rocky mnountains |
was nol saying waal the boundarics were, and it appeared
s him that it was not safe for them to enacl anything so in-
definite. The boundaries should be described. A reference |
to existing treaties was no authoiity whatsoever to the
governor or government of the Teni.ory of Oregon now es- |
tablished. When we constituled governmenl ober a terri-
toiy we defined the boundaries of that leqanoy, so that the
governmenl established there mizht know how far they |
might claim jovisdiction, and how far they mizht not, so as |
to avoid all ciuse of quairel. He hoped therefne that the
bi!l would be so amended a5 to deseribe the boundaries. For,
after all, there might be a question what the boundary is
uader the trealy. We have not scen the treaty. The gen-
tleman [My. Pettit] says it has been communicated to the |
House this momning, but it has not been printed, and we
know nothing of what are the boundaries established by it
excepl by rumor.

He nguderstood it wae not eclear what the real obligativns
of the treaty were. For instance: at the time the treaty
was ratified here it was stated in the newspapess that the
navigation of the Columbia river was granted 1o the Diitish
Hudson Bay Company, and Biitich subjects tiading there-
with, only during the existeace of the present charter of
that company. It js stated in the British papers that this is
erroneous, and that the grant is permanent. There is al
great difference.  And I confess (continued Mr. A ) it was
some conselation fo me for that present which we have made
of six degrees of latitude to Great Biitain that—the remain-
der of the seatence was lost to 1he reporter.] ‘_\'-,w. a per-
manent vight to the navigation of the Columbia river on the
part of Great Britain is one of the things to which 1 would
wever have assented. I hope it is not so. | hope at least
that the treaty is such as that we can heresfier maintain—
yes, maintain 1o the last momen?, thal the navigation of the
Colambia by Great Britain shall be tempogary. I 1 should |
live (o that time—and God koows I shall nut—I wounld go
to war with Great Biilain rather than agiee to the perma-
nent navigation by her of the Columbia iiver. Sir, st a very
carly petiod of the sessjon I declired my fism belief of the
right of the United States to the boundaiy on the ling of 34°
40" north. It was not a new idea to me; for years and years
I had entertained that opimion ; and in the 27th Congress—a
Whig Congress—1 bad the honor of being a member of a
ecommitiee of which Mr. William Cost Johnson was chair-
man, sund in a report mads to (his House that position was
distinctly taken by the nine members of that committee.

Great Biitain, in my opinion, had no elaim to one inch of
the terntory she has now received. We have given to her
as a present the pavigation of the Columbia river, togeiher |
with Quadia’s island, (1hat is the right name, th uzh some
ecall it Vancouver’s.) We bave not even adhered to the line
which was the fighting line of the forty-nines—we have
given her a part of the tenitory south of 49°.

But this course of remark was, perthaps. not entirely per-
tioenl Lo the bill under consideration.  His objection to that
ball was that it did not precisely dofine the boundaiies of the
Territory.

Myr. Pettit interposed, and wished the gentleman from Mas-
sachusetts to give his opinidn whether the giaut of the navi-
gation of the Columbia river to Great Biitain was a peimae
nsut or mevely a temporary grant ?

Mr. Adams. 1 would answer the gentleman from lodiana
with great pleasure if I had seen the treaty, but I have not.
I know the representation made of it in the newspapers bere
—among oihers, in the organ of the administration, the
Uuniva—in which it is said to be temporary —during the ex-
istence of the Hudson Bay Company’s present charter, which
terminates in 1858—and not permanent. Bat I have ob-
served in the newspapers that Sir Robert Peel, in giving an
sccount of that treaty, says that it graots to them the posi-
tive night of navigation of the Columbia perpetually. There-
fore 1 am uvnable to snswer the gontleman from lodiana
which I would do with great plessure, especially if the true
stale of the cate was according to the representation of it |
made bere—that is to say, temporary, and ouly during the
existence of the present charter of the Hud:on Bay Company.

As 1 said before, I hope that the phraseology is such as
will at Jeast allow us to put in claim as in a chancery suit.
I hepe that the chairman of the Committee on Teriitories, or
some either genileman, will move an amendment to define
the boundary of that Ternitory. If there is a question as to
what the boundaries are, I hope this bill will lay them down
distinetly. But ihe gentleman from [ilinis, the chairman !
of the Commitlee on Territories, if we judge by the indefi-
nite expressions of the bill, leaving it to be inferred only
bow far nosth the territory extends, seems to be ashaned of
the boundary which by lreaty we have obtained. That
boundary cuts uz off from the haibors of Puget sound ; those
harbors which are described as so valuable and essential to
our commeree ou the Pacifie by a gentleman fiom Indiana
whom 1 see near me, [Mr. Owen.] Io hys specch on the
Oregon question he =p ke in strong terms on this subiject,

“ Amidst the roppings made with the paper knives
upon the desks, the stamping of feet on the floor, and '
the voeiferation of *The order of the day,” three or|
four generals rose, and cried out in indignant terms, .'
‘It is infamous !' One said, *It is abominable !* *Come
down from the tribune !* *Enough, enough!” ‘Too
much !' General Roguet, who was below us, could not
resist his feelings; his eye flamed as if he were in
battle ; his old blood was up, and his voice as if in
the midst of conflicting armies. We more than once
thought he would rush forward as if mounting to the
assault, and make a breach in the dress of his col-
league.

“This extraordinary scene lasted more than ten
minutes ; all the dignity of the chamber was lost.
During this tume M. Pasquier stoad behind M. de
Castellane, now addressing himsel! o him, now ap-
pearing to be struck domb by the tremendous explo-
sion. lle endeavored to obiain silence, but all bis
