exportation 1 Our own opinion is, that the present
high price of corn is mainly at tributable to the facts
that the duty has been taken off entirely the demand
is rapidly increasing and extensive orders have
been received for shipments of the article. This de-

mand must increase, as the prejudices against the
use of cora meal are removed. These are said to be
pretty general and strong; but wherever a trial has
been made, they have vanished. Say what we will,
the abolition of the duty upon Indian corn, by the
English Government, is felt, and will continue to be

felt advantageously, by our farmers. Corn will com-

mand a good price, and its cultivation will be a be-

tter business than the raising of wheat Lafayette
Free Press.
