The
existence of copper ore in this yicinity has long been
known, and the mine was opened and worked befure
the Revolutionary War, but has been for many years
abandoned. About four thousand pounds of ore was
taken from the shaft last week, and the best of it
yiclds as large as twenty per cent. of copper.

SiLver rronm Leav.—The &t Louis New Era
states that 54 casks of lead mineral had left that city
for France, where it anderwent a process, by which
10 per cent. of silver is obtained from it. A conside-
rable quantity had been sent before.
