The Mails. It is a duty we owe to the public to
call the atteution the proper authorities to the
wretched manner the great mails in the west are now

managed. To detail their faults and failures for the
past six months would require exclusive use of half
the newspapers in tho country. So palpalle are tho
sins of omission and commission, that any one con-

versant can easily trace them. But we have no time
to dtlato on this subject. Suffico it to say, that the
eastern mail arrives about once a week, with the then
duo papers fur a week previous, if it brings any.
Sometime from the north, south, and even west, the
eastern papers reach us. Our postmaster here will
corroborate our statements in this respect ; and also,
that a largo portion cf the mail arriving from the
cast has immediately to be rctnailed to the cast ; and
frequently whole sacks pass here from Philadelphia
and tho eastern cities destined to Louisiana, Arkan-
sas, and other southern States. These things require
a remedy.

The Washington Union contains the following ex

tracts of a letter, dated
Veba Crcz, Sept. 13, 134G.

The Mexican government is said to be without a
dollar in its chesL

A report was pievalent in Mexico on the 3d inst.,
that Santa Anna had given orders for the Mexican
forces at Monterey, and other places iu that quarter,
to fall back on San Luis Fotosi, and that lie would
meet them with 30,000 men.

The plan of the Ciudadcla, as it is termed, seems
to have been accented by the military and civil au
thorities throughout the country, with great unanimity,
and apparently the operations of government are go
ing on without difficulty.

From private sources, however, entitled to some
degree of credit, I learn that a great portion of the
people, amongst them, men of influence, are opposed
to Santa Anns, and place no confidence in his promi
ses. It is evident be apprehends more serious oppo-
sition than he at first expected, from his delay, in
going to Mexico. He waa still at his countrv seat of

1 Encerro on the 6th, where it was believed, he would
remain until the meeting of Congress, or until his
party gained a decided preponderance. I am of
opinion his presence will add greatly to the embaras-me- nt

of the country, embitter the feelings of parties,
and finally lead to a civil war.

Letters from Mexico, of recent date, mention the
arrival of the 'Congress, and the departure of Com-
modore Sloat from Mazatlan for the United States.

The province of Yucatan manifests some disposi-
tion to surrender her independence, and to throw her-
self once more into the arms of Mexico, under the
rule of Santa Anna.

Journals from Vera Crux to the 8th of September,
and from the city of Mexico to the 2d of September,
inclusive, have been received at the Navy Depart-
ment.

The Diario, or the official paper of the Mexican
covernment. of tho 1st of September, publishes the
letter of Mr. Buchanan to the Mexican Secretary of
State, With the reply of the latter, prefaced by the
following editorial remarks.

. Important. We publish to-da- y, as we promised in
our editorial of the day before yesterday, the note
transmitted to our government by that of the United
States, and the answer returned by our Secretary of
State. The conduct of the present cabinet is as frank
and honorable as it is possible for it to be, and none
of the administrations which have preceded, has
been so explicit with the nation. We now see that
none had such claims to its confidence; the present
cabinet can hardly be said to direct affairs, it is the
people who really govern.

The same paper contains the following item of in-

telligence :

Received at the last hocr. The supreme gov
ernment has received by express, communications
from Gen. Don Tedro Amptidia, dated the 2Gth ultimo
(August). They state that he would reach Saltillo
on the 27th with the brigade under his command. A
part, but not the whole of the enemy's army had
moved from Camargo; of two thousand four hundred
men who had left that town, four hundred had arrived
at China, and two thousand were still between Ca
margo and China, three thousand more having re-

mained in Camargo. Gen. Ampudia was preparing
to defend Monterey, where at present, and without
counting the reinforcements to arrive, there were
more than four thousand men, full of the greatest
enthusiasm; so that the nation may expect the most
nattering results

The following is the editorial of the Diario of Sep
tember 'M :

"The existing supreme government, being deter
mined not to swerve in any degree from the national
will, has deferred replying to the proposition made by
the government of tho United States to come to a
negotiation upon the questions pending between tho
two countries, until tho nation itself, assembled in
Congress, through its representatives, shall decide a
matter so important ; without consenting in any man
ner to waive a discussion of the causes of the war,
on the pretence that they should bo considered merely
as past events belonging to history, and announcing
that, until the Congress shall determine the relations
of Mexico with the republic of the United States,
they will continue to be such as the present executive
round them on takinir charge or the administration
In conformity with these manifestations, tho execu-
tive is incessantly occupied in endeavoring, by all
possible means, to place the republic on a respectable
footing of defenco, aa will bo seen by the decrees
issued by the Secretary ot War, which we publish
under the official head in our paper of to-da- y, and
which are circulated under this date."

The decrees referred to, issued in tho name of Gen
Salas aa head of the government, arc, in substance, as
loiiows :

nut the payment of any imort duty; and declaring
that the government will purchoao of tho arms and
projectiles referred to, such quantity as it may require,
at such prices as may bo agreed upon with the im
porters or holders.

3. Another of the same, declaring an extraordinary
contingent of thirty thousand men, to bo contributed
by the several btates in tho following proportions:

It will be perceived that Yucatan is not enumerated
in the above lid.

The doc reo declares that citizens who volunteer
will bo required to servo only two years, but men
levied or drafted will bo required to serve six years.

4. Another of (he samo date, pardoning all who
may have deserted from the regular army, provided
that they giro themselves up within thrco months, and
pvrinmuig uiein to servo in sucu curj as mey may
select.

0. A decrco of August Slit, issued through tho
department of Mate, declaring that all ouiccrs in
civil or military employment, who shall refuse, with
out good causo in tho opinion of tho government, to
render such services as may be required of them du-

ring the war in which the republic is at present en- -
gjged, shall bo dismissed from Ihcir employments',
and declared incapablo of being employed hereufteras
military officers; being liable, moreover, to the pun-

ishment already provided by law for such offences as
they may have committed.'

The Locornoter of the 3d and 4th September, con-

tains tho documents rclativo to tho capture of tho
American brig of war Truxtutis, (Truxton ;) among
them two letters of Commander Carpcndcr to tho
commandant at Tuxpan, dated tho 17lh of August.
The first Ii in reply to a summons to surrender, which
ho declines doing, as he snys ho had scut to the com-

modore' for assistance. In tho second,, do says that,
being convinced that thero was no hope of saving tho
vessel, he consents t surrender tho vessel, olhccrs,
and men, and requests that tho latter may be lauded
as aoon as possible.

The accounts that have reached us via N. Orleans,
indicate that Captain Carpcndcr and men have ar-
rived at Vera Crux for the purpose of being pa roll cd
or exchanged ; but if they are to be exchanged, as
was proposed by the Mexicans, the transaction had
not been consummated, becauso Commodore Conner had
not yet received tho definito answer of his govern-
ment, to which ho had referred the proposition.

CrThc Union of the 12th says We have receiv-

ed a variety of particulars from Capt. Eaton respect-
ing the capture of Monterey. We may notice some
of them hereafter. He states, it is estimated that tho
Mexicans, covered as they were by their entrench-
ments, lost more men, in the three day's fighting, than
our troops did. The population of tho town Is said to
be about 10,000.

Our Army in Monterey!
from the Union, Oct. 12.

We lay before our readers this evening the official
despatches of General Taylor, detailing the heroic
and victorious onset of our army upon Monterey.
They confirm, in the main, the accounts which we
gave in our extra of last night. They bear the most
ample and honorable testimony to the gallantry, the
skill, and the patriotic self-devoti- on of our otlicers
and soldiers. Iu this respect, the intelligence from
Monterey fully responds to the high-wroug- ht expec
tations of the country. Regulars and volunteers
through a throe day' battle, alternately under a burn
ing sun and drenching rains, against a foe strong in
an overwhelming supe riority uf numbers, snd in the
advantages uf a position so strongly fortified as to be
apparently almost impregnable seem to have tied
with each other, under their gallant leader;, in efforts
of noble and chivalrous daring. The result is a tri
umph every way memorable in military annals. In
three days our army has carried entrenchments which
the enemy had expected to maintain against any ex
hibition of military force on our part, and in which
they had probably stored, on this calculation, a large
magazine of provisions. The Mexicans are thus
driven from their chosen stronghold, and one of the
strong keys of Mexico is now in our hands.

Our k33 in the prolonged conflict though, proba-

bly, not greater than waa inevitable from the nature
and circumstances of the action has yet been se-

vere, and will appeal most powerfully to the best and
deepest sympathies of the country. The brave men
who have fallen heroically in their country's righteous
and victorious battle, will live in her grateful remem-
brance. We cannot, at tli is moment, particularize
(as we hope to do hereafter) names and deeds of dis-

tinguished honor. Suffice it to say, the fallen have
met a death of devoted patriotism and of high re
nown. I he living may rejoice in the conviction that
their valor, has crowned with new glory the prowess
of.Americnn arms. Their government and their
country will justly appreciate their signal services.

The terms of the capitulation of Manterey all-i- m

portant as the possession of that post is to the further
successful prosecution or the war will arrest the at
tention of the public mind. The surrender by the
.Mexican army of the military stores, provisions, and
cannon collected in the city, will add very considera
bly to the resources of our troops, and weaken, in a
greater proportion, the means of the enemy. The
despatches of General Taylor do not inform us fully
of the representations and views upon which he acted,
in granting to the enemy suhfecl, hotcever, to in
structions and orders from h rth governments an ar
mi ?t ice of eight weeks, during which time, in the ab-
sence of such orders, neither army is to advance be
yond a specified line, about thirty miles in advance of
.Monterey. It must be borne in mind, however, that,
in demanding such a suspension of hostilities iu one
of our lines of operation, the Mexican general may
very probably have held out to General Taylor pros
pects of a pacification between the two countries,
which, in fact, do not exist.

Be this as it may, however, we understand that
Lieut. Arm is lead, the bearer of despatches from our
government to General Taylor, communicating the
failure of our offer of negotiation, and enjoining re
newed vigor in the prosecution of the war, had ar
rived in New Orleans on the 1st instant, and is said
at once to have chartered the steamboat Galveston to
convey him to Brazos St. Jago. He will probably
reach General Taylor's camp to-d- ay or if
he be not already there. These despatches will doubt
lest induce General Taylor to concentrate his troops
and collect his resources as rspidly as possible, with
the view of resuming his operations vigorously so
soon as he shall receive orders to terminate the armis
Ike. These orders, we have no doubt, will promptly
be issued Jrom ahtn"ton. We trust they may
reach General Taylor in sixteen days, the time in
which Captain Laton performed the route to v ash
ington. In auch an event, little delay (at the worst)
can be occasioned ; and even that Iittlo timo can be
usefully spent in securing more complete and effect
ivo preparation. At all events, there can, as we con
ccive, be no doubt whatever that an armistieo which
was thus agreed to by General Taylor, subject to the
orders of the two governments, should bo at once ter
minated.

While upon this subject, we may take occasion to
state that tho recent rumors which liavo appeared in
some of the journals of tho actual or intended denar
ture of Mr. Slidcll and .Mr. Parrott to General Tay
lor's camp, to avail themselves of any opportunity of
negotiation as commissioners to tho Mexican govern
ment, are without any shadow uf foundation. The
reception of our last overture to negotiation by the
Mexican rulers have determined our government to

Sir : At noon on th 23d inst., while our troops were

closely engaged in th lower part of th city, as reported
in my Isst despatch, I received by a flag, a communica
lion frm tb Governor of I lie Slate of New Leon, which
la herewith encloaed, (No. 1 .) To this communication, I
deemed it my duty to return an amwer declining to a!
low the inhabitant to leave the city. By eleven o'clock
p. m., the 2d division, which had entered the town Irom
tie direction of the nishop's Palace, had advanced w'thin
one suar of th principal plaza, and occupied the city
up to that point.' T he mortar had, in lb meantime,
been placed in battery in tha cemetery, within good
range of the town, and waa served throughout the night
with good e fleet.

Early in th morning of the 24ih, I received a flag
from the town, bearing a communication from General
Ampudia, which 1 enclose, (No. 2;) and to which I re-
turned Iii anewer, (No. 3.) 1 alao arranged with the
bearer of the flag a ceasation of fira until 12 o'clock,
which hour I appointed to receive the final answer of
General Ampudia at General Worth's headquarter. Da-fo- re

tha appointed time, however. General Ampudia had
signified to General Worth his desire for a personal in-

terview with me, for the purpose of making some definite
arrangement. An interview was accordingly appointed
for on o'clock, and resulted in the naming of a commis-
sion to draw up articlee of agreement regulating th with-
drawal of the At aaican forces, and a temporary cessation
of hostilities. Th commissioners named by the Mexi-

can getierat-in-chie- f were Generals Ortega and Reouena
and Don Manuel M. Llano, governor of New Leon.
Those named on the American aide were General Worth,
General Henderson, Governor of Texas, and Colonil
Davis, Mississippi voluntsers. The commission finally
settled upon tho articles, of which I enclsse a copy, (Nu.
4,) the duplicates of which (in Spanish and English) hav
been duly signed. Agreeably to th provisions of the 4th
si tide, oar troops bav this morning occupied th cita-
del .

It will be seen that tho terms-- granted the Mexican gar-

rison are less rigorous than those first imposed. Th gal-

lant defence of lha town, and th fart of a recent change
of government in Mexico, believed in be favorable to the
intnreal of pane, induced III to eoncur with th Com-
mission In idee terms, which will, I trust, receive th
approval of th government. Th latter coneidciation
also prompted tha convention for a temporary cessation
of hoatililiea. Though scarcely warranted by my in-
structions, yet the change of a IIa Irs eine those instruc-
tions wer issued, seemed lo warrant this course. I beg
to bo advised, as eaily as practicable, whether 1 have met
lha views of the government in tliene particulars.
