1The Foreign Market for Breadstufls. .
The New Albany Daily Bulletin of Oct. 20th, sayw-,
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The following excellent article from the Baltimore
Sun-=a nedtral paper, condi®ed with great enterprise,
tact and ubility—on the advangoge of a Forewx
Nirxer ror ovx Berapsturrs, canmot but prove

highly interesting 10 cur readers,atshisiine :

In some remarks the other day we assumed s o
fact universally admitted, that a foreign market for
our breadstufls is a good and desirable thing. The
opposition on this subject, while it refuses to contrd-
vert the above fact, is nevertheless quite peculiar. It
is held in the first place that no market can, under
any circumstances, grow up for American produce in
England. In the next place it is contended that if
auy demand should exist, it will be on a very limited
extent, or that it will be only a temporary thing.
Fipally, the cause of whatsoever demand may exist
now, henceforth and furever, iato bq*: debatable point
as a great political question, of vital importance to
euccess in partisan warfare, The latter being an
affair with regard to which we entertaia no concern,
apart from the truth, we leave it in connexion with
the opinion expressed ia our remarks of ihe other
day. Itis put forth from sundry and distinguished
sourced, that wo shall be disappointed in the anticipa-
tion of any extended mwarket for our breadstufls and
general produce, and that the repeal of the British
corn laws will be of no henefit to our agriculturists.
This, leaving out of copsideration present facts di-
rectly controverting the point, wedeny. We believe,
on the contrary, that the foreign demand from the
continent of Europe and Great Britain, will, in a very
few years, greatly exceed the calculations of very
liberal expectations vn this subject. i

It has been apparent for several yonrs past, that the
population of Europe is seriously in advance of the
natural sources of supply of food; that multitudes in
all of e European countries, in some more than
others, are very insufficiently fed, and that rany
millions supstain Jife, throughout a great portion of
their existence, upon inferior and unusual vegetable
products. We Luve little doubt but the lasi doubling
of the population of England hns been al an culire
increase, over and abuve the sufficient and wholesome
animal and vegetable produce of the whole land.

The evidences in fivor of this proposition are pain-
ful but irresistible ; the days of ** merrie Eogland ™
ure numbered with the past, yet they were of the last
century ; they have faded amidst all the splendid dis-

present century, and why ! Simply because the last
doubling of the population, the fearful excess of de-
mand for the support of human life has been colning
on. Look at the growth of London, Liverpool,
&e., and nlmost every town and village in England
since the year 1300, when the natural dewand was
perhaps about equivalent to the supply. Let us reflect
wpou.the devices resorted to to put off some sensible
yet intangible evil ; how uneasy has been the condj-
tion of the nobility and the geutry in consequence of
the murmurs and deeds of discontent throughout the
land ; how has parlinment devised plans and means
to appease the public voice—the public appelile, we
might say—yet plans and means without bread, were
of no avail. At length comes the repeal of the corn
laws ; bread is to go intu the ports of Great Britain
duty free, and a bhum of happiness, a buz of joy, ay,
a general **Jubilee I"* buests forth from every quarter
of the land. It is therefore a just and natural infer-
ence, that with the present population of Great Brit-
ain, a reduction of the price of flour, and the intro-
duction of corn meal, will of themselves produce a
market and encourage a demand; a natural demand
that will be equal at least to one third of the eutire
produce of that country. Bat this is not all; the
steady increase of population which must necessarily
be, through all time hereafler, constantly extending
more and more beyond the amount of the supply, will
establish a permaunent and regularly increasing de-
mand upon the United States.

A brief glance at some of the statistics of England,
for an example, will illustrate our meaning. The
population of England was in 1801, in round numbers,
R.300,000; i 1811, it was 9.550,006; in 1821, it
was 11,250,000 ; in 1831, it was 13,100,000; thus
exhibiting an average increase for every ten years of
about 16 per cent.; walculating therefore at the same
ratio of progress, the population in 18341 was about
15,000,000 ; and now, in 1846, it is about sixteen
millions, (16,000,000.) From 1700, when the popu-
lation was between four and five millions, to 1800,
embracing the whole eountry, it will be seen that the
population was about doubled ; while from 1500 to
1850, embracing only half a century, the population
will be doubled ngnin. If from the same data we
are at liberty to iufer, that in fwenly-five years the
population will be doubled again, it will amount to
32,000,000 ; and how, let us enquire, is this additional
16,000,000 to be fed?
gress, how are the conslantly increasing hundreds of
thousands per annum to be fed, if not from foreign
countries, when an average crop of grain per annum
frum their own soil is even now far too little for them ?

England contains about 32,000,000 of acres, of
which only about 6,000,000 uf acres are uncultivated.
Nearly the whole of this uncultivated land is moun-
tain, heath, marsh, moor and wood land; but a very
small portion, if any, capable of cultivation, now
lying idle. How then shall England feed her own
for animal food

—The following brief outline of the principal battles
between the Texan and Mexican forces during the
war of Independence, will not be uninteresting at this
time. In 1833, at the battles of Conception and the
“Grass Fight,” large odds, probably three to one,
were driven from the field by the Toxinns ; and at
San Antonio, same year, three hundred raw Texian
militia captured General Coss and eleven Rundred
Mexicsn soldiers.

In 1836, at Alamo, 180 Leld out 13 days against
Santa - Aona and 8,000 men, fighting «t Jast wntil
every Texan fell dead, killing 910 of the enemy ; 400
at Colleta beat off 1000 under General Urea, but
next day were treacherously deceived nto a surrender;
700, of their ownrspontanieons will, killed or captured
1509 Mexicans, at San Jacioto, taking prisoner the
President of Mexico, Gemeral Sinta Anna; and
twenty under Deaf Smith routed 120 Mexicans the
same year. ) ‘,

In 1839, one hundred and four beat 1000 Mexicans
at Saltillo, and retreated into Texas with the loss of
only four men. [n 1842, only 210 repulsed General
Waoll and 1300 troops at Arroya Salado; 2061 drove
2500 Mexicans into Mier, fought nineteen hours,
killed 700 of the enemy, but at last were deceived
into a surrender and horribly butchered or enslaved.

In 1843, two hondred anarmed Teéxan prisoners at
Salado sttacked four bundeed armed DMexican guards
beat and dispersed them. Same year, Comimodore
Moore, of Y ucatam, silenced ten times the naval force

and compchled to retire.
