May.

The Camargo correspondent of the Firayune notices
the rumor with respect loa new revolution in Mexico.
He pays that fSanta Anna has been proclaimed Dic-

tator by hU party, but that Valencia demurred, and
placinrr himself at the head of his troops, drove Santa
Anna from San Luis. The would-b- e Dictator retired
towards the capital. Although this rumor comes
through two Channel, yet it lacks an authentic shape.
The last regular intelligence from Mexico showed
that the country was ou the eve of another internal
convulsion.

An affray occurred at Matamoras, in which an Ital-

ian was killed, and two Texans wounded. Colonel

Thomas's regiment had reached Matamoras.
At Camargo, two cf the Teunessee Regiment were

killed by the Mexican, and it so incensed the soldiers
that they forgot for a moment all sense of propriety
and discipline, and in retaliation commenced shooting
Mexicans wherecver they could be found. It was re-

ported that 25 or 30 had been killed by Tennessee
rifles. To put a stop to it Gen. Patterson ordered tie
roll to be called every two hours, and any man who
did not answer to his name was court-martiale- d.

The President' message, which we have had the

satisfaction to lay before our reader, is an admirable
doctimeut. ; Statesmanlike in conception, and lucid in
composition, it is a highly creditable specimen of a
State paper. Its great length is fully atoned for ly
the masterly exposition of the causes of our war with
Mexico, and its graphic history of the operations of
our government, both bcfjre and since the commence-
ment of hostilities. It affords a triumphant refutation
of the calumnious assertions cast upon the govern-
ment, by those papers whose only sympathies seem to
be enlisted on the side of our public enemies, be those
enemies who they may ; and whoe vision is so cloudtd
by partisan prejudice, that they can see nothing in
our own government but wrong and outrage, and
nothing in our enemies but injured innocence. The
reason given for the extended tiew presented in he
message, of our relations with Mexico; i ii contained
in the following extract, which at the same time ad-

ministers a dignified rebuke I) the treasonable spirit,
which during erery stage of these difficulties has
manifested itself;

I deem it my duty to present to vou, on the pres-
ent occasion, a condensed review of the injuries we
had sustained, of the causes which led to the war,
and of its progress since its commencement. This is
rendered the more necessary because of the misappre-
hensions whichjiave prevailed to some extent as to
its origin and true character. The war has been
represented as unjust and unnecessary, and as one of
aggression on our part upon a weak and injured ene-
my. Such erroneous views, though entertained by
but few, have been widely circulated not only at home,
but have been ppread throughout Mexico and the
whole world. A more eQl-ctuu- l means could not have
been devised to encourage the enemy and protract the
war, than to advocate and adhere to their cause, and
thus give them 'aid and comfort. "
