Whereas the peeple of the Territory of lowa did, on the

eighteenth day of May, anno Domini eighteen hundred
and forty-six, by a convention of delegates called and as-
sembled for that purpose, form for themselves a constitu-
tion and State governme t—which constitution is repub-
lican in iis charscier and features—and said convention
has asked admission of the said Territory into the Union
as a State, o0 an equal footing with the original States, in
obedience to “An act for the admission of the States of
Iowa and Florida into the Union,” approved March third,
eighteen hundred and forty-five, and “An act to define the
boandaries of the State of Iowa, and to repeal so much of
the act of the third of March, one thousand eight hundred
and forty-five, as relates to the boundaries of lows,” which
said last act was approved August fourth, anno Domini
elzbteen bondred and fory-six: Therelore—

Be il enacted by the Senaleand House of Representatives
of the United States of America in Congress assembled, That
the State of lowa shall be one, and is hereby declared 1o be
‘ome, of the United States of Awnerica, and admitted into the
Union en an egual footing with the origisal States in all re-
spects whalsoever,

of “Aun act supplemental to the act for the admission of the
States of Iowa and Florida into the Usion,” approved March

shall in cowise Impair that provision of the compact wilh |
the said States which declares that all lands belonging to citi-
zens of the United States residing without the said States |
shall never be taxed higher than laods belonging to persons
residing therein.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of
the Uniled Stutes of America in Congress assembled, That
the President of the United States is hereby authorized to
cause treasury notes, for such sum or sums as the exigencies |
of the goveramenl may iequire, but not exceeding, 1 the
whole amount of notes is-ued, the sum of lwenty-thiee mill-
ions of dollars, and of depominations not less than fly dol-
lars fur any ooe wote, 1o be prepared, signed, and issued, in
the maoner hereinalier provided.

And be it further enacled, That the said treasury
notes authorized to be 1ssued by the furst section of this act
shall be reimbursed and redeemed by the United Slates at the
